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ANALYZING THE FACTORS INFLUENCING IRAN —
AZERBAIJAN RELATIONS IN THE WAKE OF THE
NAGORNO - KARABAKH CONFLICT

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Annotation. This article analyzes the tumults Iran-Azerbaijan
foreign relations, with a special focus on the factors that have shaped
the historic trajectory of their relationship. This paper describes that
Iran’s covert support of Armenia in the Nagorno-Karabakh conflict has
germinated differences between the two states, while also delving on
the history of the Nagorno-Karabakh conflict. This paper shows with
examples that it is realpolitik that drives the foreign policy of both the
states, such as material or geo-strategic gains, than any ideological or
religious motives.

The paper also analyses the role of global powers such as America,
Russia, Israel and Turkey in shaping the trajectory of Iran-Azerbaijan
relations. How a third country (Armenia) can play a pivotal role in the
trajectory of foreign relations of two countries (Iran and Azerbaijan)
has been elaborated with supporting evidence. It traces the historical
roots of the paranoia that Iran and Azerbaijan have against each other,
such as Iran’s the fear of rising Azeri national consciousness in Iran ad
Azerbaijan’s apprehensions related to Iran’s expansionist aims.
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The paper concludes on how relations can be improved between
the two states, i.e., by solving the Nagorno-Karabakh conflict,fostering
common interests and ideologies, and respecting each other’s sovereignty.

Basic Provisions

Iran-Azerbaijan relations have been studied and analyzed by many
experts such as Houman, A Sadri and Nader Entessar. The common argument
is that their relations started as cordial that became hostile due to their different
political agendas. Recently, Iran and Azerbaijani forces have conducted
military drills in their borders to show their might and as a sign of their
military power. However, their relations should not be considered as eternally
bad, as both the countries have common history and culture and they follow
the same sect of Islam (Shiism), which can help in improving their relations.

Introduction

After the dissolution of the former Soviet Union, Iran started fostering
close relationships with newly formed northern neighbors and aimed at
creating influence. Iran couldn’t remain passive in the wake of changing
security conditions in the region, as Iran perceived peace in the region
as necessary for peace in Iran. Iran and Armenia, two newly independent
countries of the Caspian, germinated a territorial dispute over the Nagorno-
Karabakh region, leading them to war. Iran’s relations with both countries
resultantly have been greatly influenced by the conflict.

Iran’s ambivalent role in the Nagorno-Karabakh conflict reveals
the uncertainty and ambiguity in its policy circles regarding Azerbaijan.
On the one hand, it is concerned about Azerbaijan’s growing influence in
the region and the fear of stirring Azeri nationalism within Iran, and on
the other hand, its affinity with the country for being one of the only four
countries in the world with Shia majority population (other two are Bahrain
and Iraq) is evident. Moreover, Iran is facing the dilemma of containing
Azerbaijan’s influence in the region, while also keeping the country’s
population contented, who are pro-Azerbaijan in the Nagorno-Karabakh
fiasco. Azerbaijan’s close relations with Israel and Iran’s de-facto support
of Armenia in the Nagorno-Karabakh conflict have further alienated the
Shia-majority countries from each other.

Description of materials and methods

This article has analyzed the Iran-Azerbaijan relations by digging
into the history of their relations. This paper does qualitative analysis of
the Iran-Azerbaijan relations based on secondary sources available. It uses
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systematic and analytical methods to analyze the available information and
gauging the authenticity of the secondary sources with another sources. It
has used books, journal papers and newspaper articles for research purposes.
The Authenticity of Houman. A Sadri and Nader Entessar’s findings were
examined with other sources such as Alex Vatanka and Professor Iram
Khalid. Structuralist, functionalist, content analysis, and forecasting
methods have been applied to this paper.

Results

Iran and Azerbaijan share a common border, history, culture, language
and religion, and despite that their relations are not that much cordial.
Present-day Azerbaijan was part of the Persian Empire until it was captured
by the Russian Empire in the Russo-Persian Wars (1826-28). Moreover,
Iran and Azerbaijan are two of the four Shia-majority countries in the world.
Despite these similarities, they have been at loggerheads on most regional
and international issues. Iran has adopted a theocratic form of government
and has aligned with the Russian and Chinese bloc in the international
political arena, whereas Azerbaijan has a secular outlook and is politically
aligned with the Western bloc.

As mentioned, Iran and Azerbaijan share the same history, culture
and beliefs; logically, they should have been natural allies. However, that is
not the case. Initially, When the Republic of Azerbaijan was proclaimed in
1991, Iranians were swift to develop diplomatic relations with it, considering
it a welcome prospect for another Shia state in the region and a fertile
ground for Vilayat-e-Fagih (government of the jurists) [1]. Fearing Iran’s
scheming, Azerbaijan turned towards Turkey for strategic partnership and
started vouching for greater Azerbaijan. Sensing Azerbaijan’s intentions for
a greater Azerbaijan, Iran’s initial euphoria ended and it clandestinely allied
itself with Armenia in the first war between the Caucus neighbors. When
the name ‘The Republic of Azerbaijan’ was adopted, many in Iranian policy
circles protested against the name, claiming that the name was never used
for current Azerbaijan; though it was used for Iranian Azeri lands. It is aimed
at, as nationalist Iranians claimed, creating Azeri National consciousness
in Iran and to claim on the Iranian lands. Even before that, the division
of the Azeri community had started under the Soviet Union. To counter
Iranian and Shia influence from the Soviet Union, the Soviet Union tried
to infiltrate atheism in Azerbaijan during their occupation of the country.
The policy, however, failed to produce the desired results, but it was not
counterproductive [2, p.62]. The current secular Azerbaijani authorities fear
that the Iranian version of the Islamic government system, Vilayat-e-Faqih
(government of the jurists), will claim its roots in Azerbaijan as the country
has a predominant Shia population. Despite all these misapprehensions
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of each other, both the Shia neighboring countries have many trade and
diplomatic deals and cooperate on many issues.

Iran’s relations with Azerbaijan have further soared after the 2020 War,
as several issues (re)surfaced between the two countries. Both countries held
military drills close to each other’s borders and publicly proclaimed their
capability to deal with any situation. Iran’s major concern is that Turkey has
used Azerbaijanian land to send Syrian fighters to fight in Armenia along
the Iranian border [3]. Iran fears that the presence of terrorists on its border
will have spillover effects and potentially could cross borders to threaten
its security. Moreover, Iran is apprehensive that Israel is using Azerbaijan
as a lynching pad against it. Iran has repeatedly claimed that it has crashed
drones flying from Baku, and suspected Israeli attacks on its nuclear plants,
especially on the Natanz Nuclear Complex in 2020, being operationalized
from its northern neighbor, Azerbaijan.

Discussion

Iran-Azerbaijan relations have been primarily influenced by the
Nagorno-Karabakh conflict between Azerbaijan and Armenia. Nagorno-
Karabakh is a disputed region between Armenia and Aczerbaijan,
internationally recognized to be a part of Azerbaijan. The conflict existed for
centuries but was contained by the Soviet occupation of both countries. The
Soviet Union decided after the occupation of Armenia and Azerbaijan that
the Zangezur region will be Armenia’s, while Karabakh and Nakhichevan
regions will be under Azerbaijan’s control [4]. With the dismemberment of
the former Soviet Union in 1988-91, the conflict resurfaced, resulting in
the First Nagorno-Karabakh war in 1988-94. Azerbaijanis were expelled
from their region as Armenia appeared to be successful, resulting in the
formation of the Republic of Artsakh, which de-facto controlled most
parts of the region, but remained unrecognized internationally. The First
Nagorno-Karabakh War left 30,000 people dead and over a million people
were displaced internally, with eighty percent of them being Azeris. Twenty
percent of Azerbaijan’s land was also captured by Armenia. The independent
state of Artsakh was established, but it was not recognized internationally,
even including Armenia, which de facto supported it. Azerbaijan retorted
back in 2020 and Armenia was forced to cede the territories it had occupied
in 1994. A truce was reached under Russia’s tutelage to end the conflict.
Although small skirmishes continue even today, with various foreign
countries supporting different groups, the chance of bigger war is not likely.

One of the main countries entangled in the Nagorno-Karabakh conflict
is Iran, neighbor to both Armenia and Azerbaijan, which is involved in almost
all geo-political games in the region, especially in the Middle East and the
Caucus. Iran’s Caucus policy is driven by self-interest, such as financial and
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geo-political, as opposed to any ideological war. Iran, although supports
Azerbaijan officially, clandestinely supports Armenia in the conflict, which
is Iran’s one of closest trade partners [5, p. 160].

Iran’s role in the Nagorno-Karabakh conflict is repleted with
contradictions, as the official stance of the state is drastically different from
its practical moves in the region. Iran has close diplomatic relations with
both Armenia and Azerbaijan, and it has reiterated its neutrality during times
of escalation, especially during the First Nagorno-Karabakh War (1988-94)
when Iran itself was embroiled in a war with Iraq. It has offered to facilitate
peace negotiations and pressed upon both parties to solve the conflict
amicably according to the United Nations guidelines. However, it came as
an aberration to the official policy that in 2020, the Friday prayer leaders,
appointed by Ayatollah Khamenei, in four Turkic-majority provinces (West
Azerbaijan, Ardebil, East Azerbaijan and Zanjan) in Iran rallied in favor of
Azerbaijan, calling it a ‘Shia household country’ and terming its actions to
recapture its lost lands as religiously legitimate and lawful [6]. Even Ali
Akbar Velayati, Khamenei’s political advisor, equated Armenia’s control
of Azeri lands to Israel’s occupation of the Palestinian territories and urged
Armenia to evacuate Azeri lands. Although Iran officially rallied behind
Azerbaijan, it gravitates in favor of Armenia to maintain status-quo in the
region, as a strong Azerbaijan could hamper Iran’s regional dominance.

Iran has its concerns concerning Azerbaijan’s growing influence in the
region. Firstly, Azerbaijan has close relations with Israel, Iran’s main rival in
the Middle East. Iran is at loggerheads with Israel on a number of international
conflicts, primarily on the long-standing Israel-Palestine issue. Azerbaijan,
a Shia-majority country like Iran, has close diplomatic and trade relations
with Israel, and it has decided in 2023 to open its embassy in Israel for the
first time. Israel imports forty percentage of its petroleum consumption from
Azerbaijan, while Azerbaijan imports 60 percent of its weaponry from Israel
[7]. Azerbaijan used Israel-made weapons against Armenia in the 2020 war,
and Azerbaijan’s president, [lham Aliyev, has compared Azerbaijan-Israel to
an iceberg, 90% of which remains under the surface.

Iran fears that Azerbaijani land and air bases would be used against
it had there arisen a serious conflict with Israel. Moreover, Azerbaijan and
its close ally, Turkey, can pose serious threats to Iran’s regional hegemony.
Iran’s senior authorities have time and again blamed Turkey for creating
instability in Caucus for its material and geo-political gains. Iran’s strategic
goals are at loggerheads with Azerbaijan, which keeps religious affinity
at bay. On the other hand, Armenia, Azerbaijan’s main rival, is anti-Israel
and its pro-Iran policy is evident, which Iran appreciates. When the former
president of Iran Mehmood Ahmadinejad publicly denied the Holocaust, all
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the countries criticized it except Armenia, which maintained that outsider
issues (such as Holocaust) do not affect its relations with Iran [8, p.131].
Not surprisingly, Israel does not recognize the Armenian genocide of 1915
by the Turks, and sides with Erdogan’s Turkey. It is crystal clear that Iran-
Azerbaijan relations are dented by Azerbaijan’s closeness with Israel and
Turkey, and Iran’s paranoia of the trio.

Another concern regarding Azerbaijan that Iran has is that Azerbaijan
germinates and supports Azeri and Turkic nationalistic tendencies amongst
the Azeri/Turkic population of northern Iran. The Azeri community is
the largest ethnic minority in Iran, comprises of almost thirty percent of
Iran’s 83 million population, which outnumbers the Azeri population in
Azerbaijan. With the formation of Independent Azerbaijan, Iran is fearful
that voices for a unified Azerbaijan would arise; Iran has similar issues with
Pakistan (Baluchistan) and Turkey as well. As Iran has a glorious history
of conquests and it prides itself on its rich history, it wants to preserve its
national coherence and unity. Azerbaijan, in the past, has provided hints
that the Azeri community in Iran would be better off with it, as it was
before the Soviet capture of present-day Azerbaijan. Especially, the first
president of Azerbaijan, Abdulfaz Elchibey, had expressed such views that
had greatly irked Iran [8, p.149]. Azerbaijan has in the recent past refrained
from indulging in such expansionist tendencies, calling them unrealistic and
undesirable. Iran, however, views Azerbaijan with suspicion. In the wake
of Azerbaijan’s successes in Armenia and elsewhere, Iran would like to
contain the growing Azerbaijani/Turkic national consciousness, so that the
Turkic/Azeri population of Iran does not support a united Azeri country.
“An Azeri-Turkish military victory on the other side of the border is likely
to boost the Ankara-Baku alliance’s ethnocentric, sociopolitical influence
across northwestern Iran and embolden secessionist forces at the expense
of the central government in Tehran.” [9]. As an outsider would suppose
that Iran’s foreign relations with its neighbors would be driven by religious
sentiments, but realpolitik and strategic goals drive Iran’s foreign relations.

Although Iran officially supported Azerbaijan in the 2020 Nagorno-
Karabakh War, Iran has reacted angrily due to the prospects of Azerbaijan’s
control of the Zangezur Corridor in the aftermath of the war. Armenia
has hesitantly agreed under the ceasefire agreement signed in 2020
with Azerbaijan and Russia to rebuild the Soviet-era routes and gives
free passage to all the parties in the agreement. The trilateral ceasefire
agreement signed in 2020 stated: “All economic and transport connections
in the region shall be unblocked. The Republic of Armenia shall guarantee
the security of transport connections between the western regions of the
Republic of Azerbaijan and the Nakhchivan Autonomous Republic in
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order to arrange unobstructed movement of persons, vehicles and cargo
in both directions.” [10]. Nakhchivan is an autonomous region under
Azerbaijan’s control; Armenia’s Zangezur Corridor disunites it from the
rest of Azerbaijan. Azerbaijan (and Turkey) wants to enjoy unhampered
trade through the corridor but is not ready to give trade access through its
territories to Armenia. The proposed trade route will connect Azerbaijan
with Turkey through the Armenian Syunik province. Azerbaijani president
ITham Aliyev exclaimed that the Zangezur Corridor will connect the Turkic
nations with each other, and warned in a joint press conference with Recep
Tayyip Erdogan that “both Turkey and Azerbaijan will take necessary steps
for the realization of the Zangezur Corridor,” should Armenia not agree to
it [11]. Iran analyzes the Zangezur Corridor as a pan-Turkist agenda that
will connect all the Turkic nations. It can give Azeri national consciousness
a boom in Iran. Moreover, Azerbaijan has taken over many of its territories
from Armenia that it had to give up to Armenia in the first war, including
the main highway linking Iran to Armenia, Russia and the Black Sea [12].
Azerbaijan has imposed heavy taxes on Iranian vehicles and arrested Iranian
truck drivers in 2020 claiming that they had crossed the border illegally,
thus effectively paralyzing trade between Iran and Armenia. Iran fears that
even if Armenia struck a deal with Azerbaijan (and Russia), its interests
would not be properly safeguarded. Moreover, Iran views Azerbaijan’s
moves as a threat to the regional multi-billion project, International North
South Transport Corridor (INST), a 7200 kilometers trade route that aims
to connect the Indian Ocean and the Caspian Sea through the Persian Gulf,
which will go up to Russia and North Europe [13].

No region in the world has been free of global superpowers wrestling
for domination since World War Two, between the American-led capitalist
faction and the Russian-backed ‘Socialist’ group. The Caucus region is one
of the main causalities of the power struggles during the Cold-War era, which
is still being affected by it. During the post-Soviet breakup, some former
Soviet suzerainties opted to join the Western camp, such as Azerbaijan. Iran-
Azerbaijan relations have been determined greatly by the Russian-American
rivalry. Iran’s policy concerning Caucus has been cautiously designed not to
infuriate the Russians, as the sanction-laden Islamist regime needs Russia’s
support in the United Nations Security Council (UNSC) and the proxy wars
in the Middle East and beyond. Azerbaijan, on the other side, has sided with
the Western bloc, along with Turkey, to balance Russian secretive support
of Armenia in the First Nagorno-Karabakh War. Moreover, Azerbaijan has
skillfully played the card of ‘facing the dangers of Islamic radicalism’ to
curry favor with the West, especially the United States of America [2, p.70].
Iran, along with Russia, aims to stop Western peacekeeping forces to come
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into the region, which, in their view, can destabilize the Caucus. Moreover,
Americans want to keep an eye on China, Russia, and Central Asia from the
Caucus by establishing NATO units there. The Iran-Azerbaijan relations are
likely to remain the way they are till the global power struggle between the
two big blocs continues and the Nagorno-Karabakh conflict is not resolved.

Conclusion

Iran-Azerbaijan relations have been characterized by diplomatic and
formal acceptance of each other, but harboring deep misunderstandings
and misapprehensions clandestinely. The countries with a shared history
and religious beliefs went on to follow different forms of government and
outlooks on life, as secular Azerbaijan followed a radically different path
when compared to theocratic Iran. The global power struggles between the
US led capitalist bloc supports Azerbaijan and Turkey against the Russian-
backed faction consisting of Iran and Armenia in the Caucus. Iran-Azerbaijan
relations remain torrid due to Azerbaijan’s proximity with Israel, which is
Iran’s arch-rival in the Middle Eastern fiascos. Iran’s can not tolerate its
neighboring Shia country’s closeness with the Israel, the eternal “enemy
of Muslims”, as the Irani religious circles call the Jewish state. Iran’s fears
that installing Israeli advanced technology near its borders in Azerbaijan is
a security threat for the Islamist regime.

The fear of rising Azeri nationalism in Iran and Azerbaijan’s
apprehensions regarding Iran’s alleged expansionist views in the region
divide the two Shia-majority countries. Moreover, Iran views Azerbaijan’s
affinity with Turkey in the region as a Pan-Turkish agenda that could produce
secessionist tendencies in Iran. Finally, the Nagorno-Karabakh conflict
have shaped the historic trajectory of the Iran-Azerbaijan relationship. Iran
has secretly sided with Christian Armenia against Shia Azerbaijan in the
ongoing conflict to balance Azerbaijan’s influence in the region, which has
acted as a catalyst for increasing their mutual misunderstandings.

There have been repeatedly many attempts to resolve Iran-Azerbaijan
relations, and all have failed to produce the desired results. The starting
point of improving Iran-Azerbaijan relations is to find ways to resolve
the Nagorno-Karabakh conflict, as it appears to be the main reason of the
distorted relations between Iran and Azerbaijan. With the Russian-brokered
deal between Armenia and Azerbaijan in 2020, it can be realistically hoped
that both countries mend their ways and improve their relations. It can only
be achieved if both countries let go of their expansionist aims and become
more accommodating of the other. Following the United Nations Security
Councils resolutions (822, 854, 874 and 884) regarding the Nagorno-
Karabakh conflict and respecting the sanctity of the territorial sovereignty
and autonomy of the other states is the way forward.
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Iran-Azerbaijan can foster good relations as they have plenty in
common, including history, culture, language, ethnicity and religion. If both
countries vow to let go off their hegemonic ambitions and start negotiating
with each other as equal stakeholders on all outstanding issues, they can
make substantial progress in improving their relations. Their relations can
improve on long-term basis if they increase Cultural exchange programs
between the two states, cooperate in geo-strategic issues, bolster mutual
trade and commerce, and finally, if they let go off their expansionist views
and end their paranoia of each other. Only by improving their relations, the
oil-rich neighboring countries can embark on a path of unhindered progress
and prosperity.

Abstract. In this article, the author examines the process of forming the
image of a neighbor in world politics through the prism of Kazakh-Chinese
relations. The question of the perception of a neighbor is an important tool
in the process of building good neighborly relations. The image of China
and the Chinese is contradictory in the Kazakh society. In this article, the
author tries to consider the question of the evolution of perception of the
image of China, through consideration of the main stages of the formation
and development of bilateral relations. The problem itself is relevant and
very controversial. As we know, China was mainly formed in a negative
image, this is the consequences of the Soviet-Chinese confrontation, and
historically China was perceived as an enemy of nomadic peoples. The
negative perception of the image of a neighbor mainly affects the further
development of relations, of course not at the state level, but in private.

The purpose of this article is to review the problems of the
evolution of the formation of sinophobia in Kazakhstan. In the article,
the author elaborates on the opinion that in current publications, Beijing
is purposefully implementing the strategy of expansion, expressing the
intention to settle the border space of its citizens. However, many facts
and documents do not allow for a one-sided explanation of this issue, as
scientifically researched.
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In the course of writing the article, according to the topic, official
documents and sources about the start of the trade war between China and
the USA were used, as well as the scientific views of Chinese, Kazakh,
Russian and scientists from the Internet. As for the methodology of the
work, systematization, generalization and historical-ethnographic methods
were used during the research.

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Annotation. At present, in connection with the military conflict
between Russia and Ukraine and the sanctions of the Euro-Atlantic powers
against it to enforce peace, our northern neighbor has stepped up interest in
the states of the post-Soviet space, in particular Central Asia.

The main purpose of the article is to identify Russia’s foreign policy
strategy towards the post-Soviet states of Central Asia in order to ensure
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its own national security and neutralize the efforts of NATO states in the
Eurasian space.

The scientific and practical significance of the article lies in identifying
areas of possible mutually beneficial interaction between Russia and the
countries of Central Asia in the context of global confrontation, since
three states — Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan are members of the
CSTO and the EAEU (excluding Tajikistan), which imposes contractual
obligations on them. The main methods of scientific research used in the
article are general scientific - logical analysis, systemic and comparative.
The methodology is based on a systematic approach to the analysis of
international relations, which allows for a comprehensive assessment of all
multi-vector processes in various subsystems.

As a result of the study, it was found that Russia still adheres to the
imperial projection of maintaining a zone of influence in Central Asia, in
its so-called “underbelly”, from where it is necessary to oust other external
players in order to ensure its own national security, economic and logistical
activities in the context of comprehensive sanctions restrictions. In turn, the
Central Asian states are striving to demonstrate to Moscow a multi-vector
policy aimed at avoiding secondary sanctions from Western countries, while
at the same time developing relations with Russia in those areas in which a
corridor of opportunities has been preserved, so as not to irritate it and not
provoke unfavorable measures of economic pressure.

The value of the study is seen in the development of the history
of international relations in the context of regional studies, since both in
retrospect and in the long term, Russia is an obvious factor of strength in
the Central Asian region, which must be taken into account in building
regional foreign policy strategies. The results of the article will find practical
application among university teachers when reading special courses on
international relations, students of specialized specialties, etc.

HYBRID WAR IN THE CONTEXT OF FOREIGN POLICY,
NATIONAL SECURITY CONCEPTS, AND MILITARY
DOCTRINES OF RUSSIAN FEDERATION

Annotation. The foreign policy of the Russian Federation and the
state of hybrid warfare are analyzed in detail from the point of view of
politics in general and national security. The author gives his own view on
the foreign policy of the Russian Federation and practical forms of hybrid
warfare.

The article emphasizes that the analysis of the concept of hybrid warfare
in the context of foreign policy, national security concepts and military
doctrines of the Russian Federation helps to understand why Russia, to a
greater extent than other countries, has made hybrid warfare an instrument
of its foreign policy. The article describes in detail the repeated systematic
pressure from Russia, revealing the hybrid war for four reasons: to get
the necessary experience and make sure of its effectiveness (for example,
during the war in Chechnya); the use of necessary resources (capabilities,
specialists, technologies); low cost of hybrid operations; hybrid warfare
has difficulties in identifying the aggressor.

All this 1s fully explained by the resource extraction model according
to Ch. Taliaferro, which shows which strategies are at risk of being
implemented in order to increase the likelihood of competitive advantage
and survival.

The article gives various definitions of the problems of a hybrid society
and how they relate to the international laws of war, suggesting that Russia,
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faced with external threats, has chosen one of three balancing strategies:
immutability, imitation and innovation, which requires the creation of
completely new institutions, technologies or management methods.

Basic provisions

Russian views on international relations and foreign policy exclude
intervention in the domestic affairs of third countries, including in the case
of human rights, which is often labelled an instrument for intervention.

Together with the increased anti- Western sentiments, it is also
noted the feeling of ‘being under siege and pushed out in the periphery of
international relations.

Introduction

Condemnation with moral arguments the increased influence of the
Western countries in the system of the international relations. If the two
previously mentioned points had strongly realist character, this one has to
do with the messianic role of Russia, as well as with Soviet Union legacy,
which led to a creation of a self-image of protector and defender of good
counties’- those one which, according Russia, are victims of the reach and
unjust West.

Doctrine of Information Security of the Russian Federation

The first Information Security Doctrine of the Russian Federation
was approved by President of the Russian Federation Vladimir Putin on
September 9, 2000. Based on it, the Doctrine of Information Security of the
Russian Federation was approved by Decree of the President of the Russian
Federation N. 646 of December 5, 2016. It came after the accusations of
several countries that Russia wages cyber and information war against
several countries. It outlines three main purposes: countering external
threats; overcoming the international dis-crimination’ of the Russian
media; and eliminating the drawbacks and limitations faced by Russia in
the domain of information technologies. Opinion exists that the Doctrine is
much more aggressive that previous one: The first obiective has a clear aim
to establish full state control over the domestic information space.... The
second objective is related to the Kremlin’s growing despair over losing the
benefits of its external propaganda, which cost a fortune and was designed
to justify Moscow’s unlawful actions at home and abroad to the world
audience.... The final objective highlights Moscow’s growing concerns
that Russia is lagging behind other key players in the domain of IT and
cyber security’ [1]. In it, information sphere is defined as a combination
of information, informatization objects, information systems and websites
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within the information and telecommunications network of the Internet
(herein-after referred to as the Internet’), communications networks,
information technologies, entities involved in generating and processing
information, developing and using the above technologies, and ensuring
information security, as well as a set of mechanisms regulating public
relations in the sphere’ [1].

Description of materials and methods

Asresearch methods, we used the general scientific methods of analysis
and forecasting, as well as the historical method within the framework of
considering the main stages of the development of bilateral relations. The
article uses general scientific methods, such as the selection of literature
and its systematization, which made it possible to create one level for the
analysis of various approaches, opinions, and points of view of foreign
experts about the hybrid war of the Russian Federation. Analysis as one
of the main general logical methods is used to identify the problem posed.
Selection of data, including official documents (for example, doctrines),
analytical reports of research centers (for example, Rand Corporation),
periodicals (The Journal of Slavic Military Studies), etc. we have compiled
another level of methodological approaches. The synthesis method made it
possible to collect various aspects of the studied issue into a single whole
and to obtain research results and formulate conclusions.

Results

In its turn, information security is grasped as the information security of
the Russian Federation (hereinafter referred to as the “information security”)
is the state of protection of the individual, society and the State against
internal and external information threats, allowing to ensure the constitutional
human and civil rights and freedoms, the decent quality and standard of
living for citizens, the sovereignty, the territorial integrity and sustainable
socio-economic development of the Russian Federation, as well as defense
and security of the State’ [1]. The need of such a strategy is motivated with
the fact that according to the Doctrine, some foreign countries build their
cyber capabilities for military purposes; because of the multiple intents of
cyberespionage; because intents of destabilize internal political situation;
because bad intention of some countries to present the events in Russia in a
distorted way; Russian mass media often face blatant discrimination abroad,
what does not allow Russian journalists are prevented from performing their
professional duties; and finally, there is a growing information pressure on the
population of Russia, primarily on the Russian youth, with the aim to erode
Russian traditional spiritual and moral values.

At the end of the document an appeal to create ‘a national system of
managing the Russian segment of the Internet.’ It woke up the fear that that
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Putin’s government will seek to increase control over content and use of the
Internet; fear that proved to be reasonable.

Some final thoughts about the strategic documents

Finishing the analysis of strategic documents of Russia federation, I
would like to summarize some - in my view - important issues.

There is no doubt that Russian foreign policy changed after the illegal
annexation of Crimea. The basis for the change is the military doctrine
(December 25, 2014), Security strategy (signed by Putin almost a year
ago) and the Foreign policy concept (November 30, 2016). Despite of the
fact that they deeply transformed the security context, they contain some
characteristic for Russia elements: its pretentions to be respected as a great
power; its view of a new polycentric world where it will have an important
role; and the concept ‘near abroad? - a belt of friendly states what warrants
that it never will be attacked.

However, these three strategic documents contain also a set of newer
elements. The first one is the perception that Russia’s getting stronger meets
hostile attitudes of other great powers which do not recognize its right to have
its own foreign policy curse. The second one is especially important for the
hybrid wars - Russia recognizes that in the future world competition States
will rely on a wider kit tool - political, financial, economic, information
instruments, special services, etc. Thirdly, Russia’s view that the intention
of the West to maintain its leading positions under conditions of eroded
political and economic world order leads to greater instability. Forth,
Russia’s concept that ‘Western states and organizations [are] obstacles to
the realization of its ambitions in former Soviet countries’ [2].

There is a second issue I would like to call the attention. A conviction
exists that EU is seen by Russia as a lesser evil than NATO. The careful
reading of the strategic documents shows that this is not exactly the truth.
There are quite a lot of reasons of Russia’s hostile attitudes towards
EU. It has been perceived negatively by Russia because of the waves of
enlargement as well as because of the aggressive rhetoric of some of its
members (Poland, Baltic States). Moreover, since a point of view of values,
EU is the major competitor of Russia. It is not by chance that one of the
cruelest Russian hybrid attacks aim at European values, in intent to prove
that they are values of decadent civilization that go against the nature and
God. Then, Russia felt offended by attitude of Brussels, with which it wants
to develop relations based on equality, and not based on norms and standards
imposed by Brussels.

Neither should not it be forgotten that Russia sees EU as a geo-
political rival in the post-soviet space: Russia is definitely concerned that
its neighbors gradually absorbing EU norms and standards will lessen its
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influence over them - an influence that often materializes through inter-
elite channels, informal, sometimes corrupt economic and investment
schemes.’ [2, p,19]. The same is the situation with the so called Eastern
neighbourhood where Russia feeld threaten by EU. And finally, in addition,
Russia sees the EU as a kind of a strategio continuation of the United States
and NATO, which are associated with the notions of military challenges and
hard security problems. The proposed rapprochement between the EU and
NATO will hardly alter this Russian approach.’ [2, p.21].

A report of RAND corporation also confirms these conclusions. It
outlines five general goals of Russian foreign policy that would most likely
lead Russia to pursue hostile measures in Europe in the next five years [3].

1. Russia pursues its own security and the preservation of the regime.

This might be because of its geography and history- it lacks major
natural bareers and has been attacked several times during his history.
Other analysts hypothetize that information policy is an important vector of
Russian security - at least because it can contribute to maintain the control
over information internally [3, p.7].

2. Russia sees itself as a great power and seeks recognition as one of
the world’s great powers. In case of peceived lack od respect,

“there are a wide range of hostile measures that Russia could use to
bolster its influence, prestige, and autonomy along these lines.?’ [3, p.8].

3. Russia pursues influence within its neighborhood. Sociological
surveys demonstrate that Russians consider that national interests of their
country go beyond its borders (64% - 2008; 43,3% - 2012; 82,3 - 2018) [4, p.8].

This means at least control on its neighborhood, part of which is
Europe. (Reynolds 2008: 8). But which territories covers this control?
Some scholars consider these will be the three Baltic states; Dugin suggests
Lithuania and Poland; the above-mentioned strategic documents and
policies, however, show that ‘Russia has a more active policy in the non-
Baltic former Soviet countries (including Central Asia, Be larus, Ukraine,
Moldova, Georgia, Armenia, and Azerbaijan) than in the Baltics or other
EU and NATO members’

Russia secks economic prosperity, which in turn, likely requires some
level of cooperation, trade, and investment with Europe [3, p.10]. That’s
why even in times of hardes rethoric against EU, Russian governing circles
confirmed their readiness to cooperate with it.

Related to many of the aforementioned obiectives, Russia seeks to stop
EU and NATO enlargement and to undermine EU and NATO activities in
Russia’s perceived sphere of influence [3, p.12]. It has been expressed more
than one time by several Russian politicians: Putin, for example, argued that
the EU’s integration effort with Ukraine was mistakenly intended ‘to disrupt
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an attempt to re-create the Soviet Union, while Deputy Prime Minister
Dmitri Rogozin also connected Ukraine’s decision to sign the Association
Agreement with eventual NATO membership’ [S]. (Aleksashenko, 2014)

6. Valery Gerasimov and doctrine on hybrid war

The ideas and theories on hybrid war, as well foreign policy concepts,
doctrines for national security and the military doctrine of Russia, together
with Doctrine of Information Security of the Russian Federation, provide
that framework, in which it is possible to understand the ideas of Valery
Gerasimov in a proper way. Such kind of contextualization is always, if
no required, quite useful to catch the roots and the development of a given
process or event. Is it by chance that three generation of Russian military and
political analysts and practitioners, living under different regimes and forms
of government, develop the same idea? I would rather answer negatively.
Just the opposite - the fact that people with different political preferences
and epochs but belonging to the same national political and strategic culture
shows that some norms of the latter are so deeply interiorized, that could be
nor impacted, neither eradicated by political change, whatever it be.

Speaking about the case of Doctrine Gerasimov, it should be said that
connection between hybrid war and the name of Gerasimov was established
by Western journalists. In practice, the doctrine was already in existence -
systematized by Messner (under tsarism), developed by Isserson and others
(during communist time, under one of the bloodiest regimes in the history
of mankind - Stalinism and completed by Dugin (in postSoviet epoch).

Gen. Gerasimov, 57, was born in the city of Kazan, on the Volga River
and capital of the ethnic Tatars. He began his military career in 1977 with
the Northern Group of Forces. After serving in the Far Eastern and Baltic
Military Districts, he became chief of staff of the 58 Army in the North
Caucasus Military District in 1999. The journalist Anna Politkovskaya, a
vocal critic of the Chechen conflict who was murdered in 2006, described
him as a man who was able to preserve an officer’s honor during the war.
(BBC, 2012). In 2001, at the height of the Chechen conflict, Gen. Gerasimov
was appointed commander of the 58th Army. In 2003-2005 he became chief
of staff of the Far Eastern Military District.

Later he went on to serve as commander of the military districts
covering St Petersburg and Moscow, before becoming deputy chief of
general staff. The text which contains his main views in fact is a summary
of his report, presented a bit earlier to the general assembly of the Academy
of military sciences.

The 2000-word article, The Value of Science Is in the Foresight, was
published in the weekly Russian trade paper Military-Industrial Courier on
26 February 2013. [6]. What is important to mention is that Gerasimov never

uses ‘hybrid war’ in it. Instead, he applies the term ‘indirect and asymmetric
methods’, which was interpreted by Western scholars as hybrid war. In the
article gen. Gerasimov searches answer to several questions: What is the
modern war? What shall the army must be prepared for? How it should be
armed? What forms and methods should be employed for the development
of the armed forces?

The text begins with a claim that in the XXI century the differences
between war and peace are blurred: In the 21st century we have seen a
tendency toward blurring the lines between the states of war and peace.

Wars are no longer declared and having begun, proceed according to
an unfamiliar template’. The recent experience from the military conflicts
has demonstrated that even stable and flourishing countries can succumb
in few months or weeks to enemy aggression and become arena of chaos,
humanitarian catastrophe and civil war.

Gerasimov gives the Arab Spring as example of the modern war: it
is a war with different rules, where non-military means are used to achieve
political and strategic goals and they have proven to be very effective.
So far military has never been interested in such type of con-Ricks, but
for the future they should become their main interest and will probably
set the model for the future war. The change of rule consists in the wide
application of political, economic, information, humanitarian, and other
similar measures, used together with the rebelling potential of the local
population. Even when military measures are used, they are disguised.
Gerasimov points out that ‘military means of a concealed character is ...
carrying out actions of informational conflict and the actions of special-
operations forces’. Together with this, he claims that ‘peacekeeping and
crisis regulation’ are also disguised military.

Gerasimov tries as well to establish a connection between the
technological advancement and the way the wars are carried out. According
to him: New information technologies have enabled significant reductions
in the spatial, temporal, and informational gaps between forces and control
organs. Frontal engagements of large formations of forces at the strategic and
operational level are gradually becoming a thing of the past. Long-distance,
contactless actions against the enemy are becoming the main means of
achieving combat and operational goals. The defeat of the enemy’s objects
is conducted throughout the entire depth of his territory. The differences
between strategic, operational, and tactical levels, as well as between
offensive and defensive operations, are being erased. The application of
high-precision weaponry is taking on a mass character. Weapons based
on new physical principals and automatized systems are being actively
incorporated into military activity’ [7].
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Gerasimov also mentions the importance and the role of the
asymmetric activities in the modern war, which allow to achieve superiority
over stronger enemy. In this category, the author includes the use of Special
Forces, the actions of the internal opposition and the information activities.

There are different views on Gerasimov’s first article. Some people
claim that it doesn’t contain anything new and just openly states everything
that the Russian army has always done. Other think that it legitimizes the
imperial policy of Putin. Molly K. McKew describes it in the following
way: ‘The article is considered by many to be the most useful articulation
of Russia’s modern strategy, a vision of total warfare that places politics
and war within the same spectrum of activities - philosophically, but also
logistically’ [8]. According to him, the main approach is guerrilla with rich
arsenal of symmetric and asymmetric, military and non-military tools. What
Gerasimov doctrine does, is to build a framework for those tools and clearly
state that non-military instruments are not auxiliary to the kinetic, but the
preferred ones. They are not a preparation of war, but war itself.

Roger N. McDermott argues in his article Does Russia Have a
Gerasimov Doctrine?’ that Gerasimov ideas and intentions were largely
mis-understood, since Western scholars failed to take into account the
specific Russian approaches, traditions, uniqueness and context. Examples
of these include:

- ‘Historically Russian army has avoided entering in a military conflict
without careful preparation of the battlefield, which means conducting an
analysis of the operational environment and making tangible efforts to shape
it according to the requirements of the mission’

Russian officers are prone to examine the historical example of wars,
especially the German invasion in Russia and the followed Great Patriotic
War, to draw conclusions about the present-day and future operations and
wars. This point is especially important for the Russian military thought and
can be seen as well in Gerasimov, whose famous article which is widely
believed to be the root of the Russian hybrid warfare is also within the
historical framework of the Great Patriotic War and the need to be prepared
for future conflicts in order not to be taken by surprise as it happened in
1941. As pointed out, one of the main tasks of the Russian military science
is to gain foresight in terms of future conflicts. The historical framework of
the Great Patriotic War, used by Gerasimov can also be explained by the
context. The article comes shortly after the change Of the defense minister,
who was removed from office together with other high ranked military
officers in a corruption scandal and by writing it, Gerasimov wanted to
establish himself as a supportive to Sergey Shoygu and to appeal to other
military officers in attempt to repair the damage in their relations followed
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the staff changes. The choice of media, (Voyenno Promyshlennyy Kuryer),
also suggests that the targeted audience is very limited. The journal is mainly
of interest to Russian military theorists, and the choice to publish there and
not in other military journals which are more spread in other circles, also
speaks clearly of the purpose of the article.

In his article Gerasimov does not speak of new approach for the
Russian army. On the contrary, his logic leads to Alexandr Svechin’s idea
that ‘war is difficult to predict’. Therefore Gen. Gerasimov points out the
uniqueness of every conflict which requires understanding of the specific
logic behind it. In this sense, rather than setting a new course for the Russian
army (such as ‘Hybrid warfare doctrine’), he advices Russian politicians
and military personnel to be open for new ideas and new ‘unconventional
approaches, which are not limited to trying to link technol ogy and power.
He recommended measures aimed to produce counter-measures, able to
expose enemy vulnerabilities. Instead of shaping the operations on a specific
model such as hybrid model’, he recommends shaping military operations
according to the specific conditions.

Some scientists however consider that article should be seen as a
direct guidelines for the development of Russian military capabilities
by 2020: 1) from direct destruction to direct influence; 2) from direct
annihilation of the opponent to its inner decay; 3) from a war with weapons
and technology to a culture war; 4) from a war with conventional forces
to specially prepared forces and commercial irregular groupings; 5) from
the traditional (3D) battleground to information/psychological warfare and
war of perceptions; 6) from direct clashes to contactless war; 7) from a
superficial and compartmented war to a total war, including the enemy’s
internal side and base; 8) from war in the physical environment to a war
in the human consciousness and in cyber-space; 9) from symmetric to
asymmetric warfare by a combination of political, economic, information,
technological, and ecological campaigns; 10) from war in a defined period
of time, to a state of permanent war as the natural condition in national life
[9].

In 2016 Gerasimov published his second article called “The hybrid
war requires high tech weapon and scientific argumentation’ [6]. This is the
first time the term ‘hybrid war’ has been used and defined in the following
way: ‘It is more than clear that the development of the technologies for
armed fight is not the only reason for the improve. ment of the forms and
the means for action of the army or other armed forces. Today, in the age of
globalization, weakened national borders, development of communication,
the most important factor remains the changed forms of international
conflicts. In the modern conflicts it has become more important to apply a
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complex array of political, economic, information and other non-military
means, made with strong back up of military means. This are the so-called
hybrid wars’

Gerasimov presents a detailed description of their nature, underlining
the following: ‘Their essence is not simply achieving political objectives
with minimal use of military means against the enemy’. It happens
mostly through undermining enemy’s military and economic potential,
informational-psychological manipulation, active support for the internal
opposition and partisan groups. This is possible thanks to the organization
of ‘color revolutions’, which should lead to non-violent transition of power.
The author is very critical about them: Every color revolution is in its nature
a form of coup d’état staged from outside. In their basis lay the information
technologies, carrying manipulations on the protest potential of the local
population, combined with other non-military means’.

This is so, because with the time every information resource becomes
a powerful weapon, and its use could allow any country to be shaken
from inside in a matter of days. He advices, in the course of hybrid war,
to make use of force only if the situation requires it as a last resort, under
the form of peacekeeping missions or similar. The conclusion is that the
indirect and asymmetric actions of the hybrid war will deprive the enemy
of sovereignty without occupying its territory’. Gerasimov also underlines
that if the methods of the classic wars are well-known, the methods of the
indirect war can only be guessed. Nevertheless, it is obvious, according to
him, that the state, victim of the hybrid war quickly falls into chaos, internal
political crisis and economic collapse. The results of color revolutions on
the other hand are visible in the murders carried out on national or religious
motivation, increased crime, mass-immigration etc.

With the conflicts from Syria and Irag, Gerasimov proves that the
hybrid war is not a ‘future war, it is already conducted one - in reality; in
every military conflict in the world today there is a combination of military
and non-military means and the scenario is always the same: the internal
conflicts are transformed into violent or military actions of the opposition.
These actions, with the help of foreign instructors, become organized. Later
on, the terroristic organizations appear, with help from outside. Gerasimov
claims that important part of the hybrid war is the falsification of the events
and the usage of the mass-media for this purpose.

The effect of the mass-media, according to him, is equal with the
effect of large-scale use of military force.

The third article of Gerasimov appeared in March 2017 and was
published under the title Peace on the edge of the war’, again in the same
newspaper (I'epacumoB, Mup Ha rpansx BoitHbl, 2017). It starts with the
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claiming thatnew classification of wars isneeded. Hybrid wars are understood
as actions during period, which can’t be classified neither as peace, nor
as war. According to Gerasimov, the Russian scholars have established far
more balanced approach to the classification of the modern conflicts, which
accounts for bigger number of indicators. Another interesting claim of gen.
Gerasimov is that adopted the term hybrid war’ has been accepted recently,
after the experience of only few conflicts in the last decade such as the
NATO operation in Yugoslavia, which opened the path for the wars without
contact, or the operations in Libya and Syria, in which US and NATO
applied ‘hybrid strategies’ since those are usually not considered a form of
aggression. Gerasimov admits that in the beginning of the XXI century the
transformation of the military conflicts is a fact. It is clear that the border
between war and peace is blurred. The other side of the ‘hybrid war’ is its
perception in peace time, when there is no open military aggression against
a country, but its national security and sovereignty are threatened and can
be destroyed. In the same time the spectrum of reasons for use of military
force is being expanded. Today more and more we can see how wars are
being fought for economic interests of specific country or countries, but
under the disguise of ‘defense of democracy’ or democratic values. The
non-military forms of war, through the technological advancement, become
formidable and very dangerous means. Their use can lead to collapse of
the bank system, economy, information, electricity or other systems, which
are essential for any country. As example gen. Gerasimov gives the cyber-
attacks on the Iranian energetic infrastructure in 2015. According to him,
however, there is still no reason to give up on the use of military force in the
wars, as in all of the upper mentioned conflicts the military force was used
at some point and to some extent.

Implementing Russian hybrid war concept in practice

It would be a great mistake to think that what we see in Russian-
Ukrainian crisis is only the implementation of modern doctrines, strategies,
and concepts. The acts of Russian Federation show that it has strictly
followed the views of fathers-founders of hybrid war - military and civil
scholars. If it is so successful, it is also because of deeply rooted strategic
culture that tolerates coups, insurgency and hidden action, and due to
immense experience that Russian army has in the field. Almost all toolkit of
hybrid warfare has been used and developed in this crisis. In what follows,
I will mention some examples.

Open military force

Russian Federation applied openly military force only in 2018. It
happened on November 25, when Russian warships opened fire on a group
of Ukrainian warships. Russian authorities have arrested Ukrainian vessels
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and seamen on charges of attempting to cross the Kerch Strait (the Kerch-
Enikal Canal) illegally; Kerch Strait which connects the Black Sea with the
Azov Sea. The crisis in the Sea of Azov is the first case since the beginning
of the conflict to this day in which Russia attacks its smaller neighbor openly,
with forces under the Russian flag, instead of green men’ without distinctive
military signs. Sea of Azov is important for both countries because here
are the key ports of Donbass - Mariupol and Berdyansk. Russia began to
impose itself in the Azov Sea in 2015 when construction of the long-planned
bridge over the Kerch Strait began. At the same time, Moscow introduced
a restrictive regime for the entry of ships into the Azov Sea and the Kerch
Strait and adopted tonnage limits for passing ships. The bridge extended
from Russia to the territory of Eastern Crimea, annexed sovereign part of
Ukraine. The purpose of the facility was to help ship even more weapons,
soldiers, and equipment to the Peninsula. Russia designs the bridge in such
a way as to limit the movement of ships between north and south, i.e. from
and to the Ukrainian ports of Mariupol and Berdyansk, which are crucial for
the Ukrainian export of grain and steel. The Kerch Bridge is only 33 meters
high, which virtually prevents the passage of larger ships at full load. The
strait itself is narrow, even before the bridge was built, ships often had to
wait before they could cross. As a result, traffic dropped by a quarter and
Kiev estimated its losses at $ 38.5 million.

Discussions

Hidden use of military force

Since the very beginning, Russian Federation makes use of hidden
military force. In a joined publication, Sweden defense University, Center for
asymmetric studies and The European Centre of Excellence for countering
hybrid threats describe in the next way the taking of Crimea:

On February 22, 2014, battalions of Spetsnaz (elite Russian military
intelligence infantry) and Vozdushno-Desantnye Voyska (Airborne Forces
or VDV) began mobilization. Two days later, the city council of Sevastopol
installed Aleksei Chaliy, a Russian citizen and businessman, as mayor.
Naval units arrived in the city square in armed personnel carriers and 200
Special Forces arrived on February 25 by way of Alligator-class landing
ship. These troops were Special Operations Command [KSO], a small unit
designed to operate ‘independently and abroad.’ In order to mask further
movement of troops, Russia launched a snap exercise...

The next day, KSO special forces, VDV, and Spetsnaz, claiming
to be a local ‘self-defense militia’, barricaded themselves inside the
Crimean Parliament building and raised the Russian flag’ (Treverton, G.
et al., 2017). Unmarked Special Forces extended their control on Belbek
air base, Simferopol airport, Ukrainian naval air base at Novofedorovka,
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and closing Crimean border crossings. Nowadays they continue fighting
in illegal Donetsk and Lugansk Republics. Russia never recognized their
engagement, despite the fact that the International Volunteer Community

‘Inform Napalm’ identified in Donbas war invasion of the artillerymen
of the 136th Separate Motorized Rifle Brigade (MRB of the Russian Armed
Forces into Ukraine in August 2014; 291st Artillery Brigade of the 58th
Field Army, invading the territory of Ukraine in summer and autumn 2014,
which led to deaths of hundreds of Ukrainian citizens (Inform Napalm,
2017); Artillerymen of the Russian 7th Military Base involved in the cross-
border shelling of Ukraine in September-November 2014 have been also
identified.

Lawfare

The conflict in the Sea of Azov has shifted to the legal front as well.

The status of the sea is the subject of several agreements and ongoing
legal disputes. In 2003, Ukraine and Russia decided to treat the Azov Sea as
‘historic inland waters’ belonging equally to both sides, leaving it without
demarcation lines. Now, some Ukrainian nationalists are calling on Petro
Poroshenko to cancel the agreement and claim ownership of the territorial
waters 12 miles offshore (22.2 km). However, this can lead to recognition of
Russia’s right to control most of the Sea of Azov and leave Ukraine without
access through the Kerch Strait, as it will not be able to impose its power on
the territorial waters of Crimea. Ukraine has filed a complaint against Russia
under the United Nations Convention on the Law of the Sea, alleging that
Russian ships prevent the country from exercising its coastal state rights
in the maritime zones belonging to the Crimea in the Black and Azov Seas
and the Kerch Strait. The 2003 agreement did not create common check
mode and it is ensure protection of the rights of specific countries. Ships
traveling between Russian ports or to Rostov-on-Don, for example, are not
stopped. Delays in shipping are associated with significant financial costs.
Turkish vessels suffer the most from the crisis, but Bulgarian and Romanian
crews, as well as other EU-flagged ships, also face prolonged and expensive
unplanned shutdowns.

Russia’s goal is to repel international business from the region in long
term.

Washington Post calls it ‘covert influence operation’; other use
psychological operation; still another put another label. I will stick the term
‘disinformation campaign’ in the sense I described it in the chapter about
toolkit of hybrid war.

Conclusion

The analysis of the concept of hybrid war in the context of foreign
policy, national security concepts, and military doctrines of Russian
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federation helps in many ways to understand why Russia converted hybrid
war in a tool of its foreign policy more than any other country. Put in the
explanatory framework of neoclassical realism, it contributes to realize
processes and events that otherwise are difficult to be explained.

There is no doubt that systemic pressures in several occasions
determined the reaction of Russia. In such occasions it recurred to hybrid
war because of the next four reasons: 1. It had accumulated the needed
experience and was convinced in its efficiency (as for example during war
in Chechnya); 2. It disposed of needed resources (capabilities, experts,
technology); 3. It understood the low price of hybrid operations; 4. Hybrid
war arise difficulties to identify the aggressor. All this is completely
explicable through the Taliaferro’s resource extraction model, which points
out which strategies are threatened stated likely to implement in order to
enhance competitive advantage and probability of survival. Facing external
threat, Russia had the choice among three balancing strategies: non change,
emulation and innovation. It has chosen innovation, which requires creation
of entirely new institutions, technologies, or governing practices. Russian’s
concept of hybrid war is a response to this perceived misbalance and an
intention to shift balance of power in its favor. It is that innovation which
gave Russia chance of balance of power without great economic resources
it does not dispose with. It is also compatible with the norms of Russian
strategic and military culture to wage successfully irregular warfare since
Napoleonic war till today.

Secondly, not all choices of Russia to use hybrid war were dictated by
international security environment, just as not all foreign political choices
were determined by systemic influences. Several scholars consider that
the West’s actions were a factor but not the core driver- in Putin’s foreign
policy’ (Bugayova, 2019). In the spirit of Soviet legacy, Putin blamed the
West for all misfortunes of Russians, who didn’t get more rights, jobs or
money for the 3 terms of his government. The development of the political
process in Russia illustrates the extent to which Russian foreign and
defense policies are increasingly driven by domestic factors, specifically
by the growing challenges to Putin’s ability to maintain power.’ (Goure, 21)
Russian ruling elite used hybrid war to strength its control over Russian in
Russia. Benjamin Fordham’s model explains it while establishing relations
between foreign and domestic policy.

Once again, actions of Russia can be explained by different points of
view, but the cluster of realist views are, in my opinion, the most convenient.

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employed by scholars for analyzing the phenomenon; explore the research
gaps and possible ways ahead; outline the research work’s structure and the key
features of each chapter. The modernization of China’s higher education today
is the result of the reform and opening policy. The unique experience of the
rapid expansion of Chinese higher education over the last decade has attracted
increasing attention from academic scholars both in China and abroad.

We study the works published at different times and focus on their
source value. The existing research in China and abroad mainly focuses
on the background and conditions of higher education reform, existing
problems and countermeasures, experience and reference of other countries’
construction. We did this by systematizing and comparing a number of data
according to our chosen topic.

The majority of Chinese scientists, acknowledging the principle of
justice as one of the values of educational policy, believe that justice in
education implies the unity of two components: equality of opportunities
for obtaining high-quality basic education for all citizens of the country and
ensuring state guarantees for continuing education in vocational educational
institutions. The authors come to the conclusion that Chinese researchers
propose to solve problems in the field of education by using the progressive
experience of domestic and foreign education while maintaining the priority
of China’s national traditions with a close relationship to the solution of
socio-economic, political, cultural and even moral and ethical problems in
Chinese society.

Key words: China, higher education system, modernization, politics,

Basic provisions. From the perspective of history, this study takes
the four major reform measures in the construction of higher education in
China over the past four decades as the object. This study considers the
implementation of these reform initiatives and construction effectiveness.
On the basis of the literal examination, this paper concludes that the
reformation of China’s higher education has distinct characteristics of
hierarchical, phased and dominant.

On the basis of reviewing and summarizing the four important reform
measures, this study concludes that there are many problems that cannot
be ignored in the reformation of China’s higher education. These problems
are mainly expressed in three aspects. First, the state domination and
administrative power offside in the dislocation of the logic of university
operation. Second, the university functions, which include personnel
training, scientific research, social services, cultural heritage and innovation,
are uncoordinated. Third, the universities lack their own characteristics,
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specifically in university orientation, disciplinary development, and talent
training model.

Introduction. Since the reform and opening up in 1978, China has
taken the construction of building a strong nation of higher education as
an important national strategic task. Since then, China has issued major
reform measures such as “211 Project”, “985 Project”, “2011 Collaborative
Innovation Program” and “First-class University and First-class Discipline
Construction” [1, p.45]. These reform measures have led China’s higher
education to transform from the extension to the connotation, from the
scale to the quality [1, p.71]. It is a fact that China’s higher education has
made great achievements in a short period of time. These achievements
include a major shift in the university’s ideology, and the quality of higher
education is constantly improving. However, due to the influence of the
environment and other factors in China ‘s real system, the development of
higher education has many practical problems. The implementation of these
four reform initiatives, and the problems during the reform are worthy of
in-depth study.

In view of the existing problems, this study puts forward the strategic
thinking of the reformation of China’s higher education. First, we should
follow the inherent logic of university development. We should adhere
to the unity of academic power and administrative power as well as
government control and university autonomy. Second, we should insist
on the coordinated development of university functions, which include
personnel training, scientific research, social services, cultural heritage and
innovation. Third, we should build the university’s own characteristics in
clearing their own positioning, developing the characteristics of disciplines
and cultivating talented people.

Purpose and objectives of the research: The purpose of this research
work is to study the progress, problems and results of the reforms of
China in the development of higher education since 1978 and to look for
opportunities to gain experience for the development of higher education in
Kazakhstan.

Description of materials and methods

Thisresearch focuses on the core proposition of “Review and Reflection
of China’s Higher Education Reform in the Past 40 Years”, and insists on the
unity of history and logic. “211 Project”, “985 Project”, “2011 Collaborative
Innovation Program” and “First-class University and First-class Discipline
Construction” four strategic initiatives as clues, according to “why reform”
(background analysis), “how to reform” (strategic measures), “what effect”
(construction effect), “what is the problem” “(Insufficient reflection) The
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logical path of “how to improve” (propose countermeasures), systematically
sort out the major reforms of China’s higher education in the past 40 years.
On this basis, we focus on reflecting on some of the deep-seated problems
in China’s higher education reform, and based on reality, propose strategies
and suggestions for further improving China’s higher education reform in
the future, in order to provide a useful reference for the others.

This topic will adopt comprehensive research methods such as literature
method, historical research method, statistical analysis, policy analysis
method, description and induction method, content analysis, case-study etc.

Results

This dissertation research work is directly based on the “theory of
modernization”, a wide range of sources.The monograph “Modernization
of China and Kazakhstan” [2, p.103], written with the participation of P.
Bekturganova, A. Serikkalieva, D. Dauen, M. Asyl, under the guidance
of Professor of Chinese Studies Nurzhamal Aldabek, Al-Farabi Kazakh
National University, has a high cognitive value.

This work studies the process of modernization of China. It analyzes
Chinese modernization from the middle of the XIX century to the present
in terms of historical retrospective. An analysis of the political, ideological
and theoretical foundations of China’s modernization, the adopted
strategic policy and the way of its implementation by historical periods.
It also describes the changes in socioeconomic structures, development
achievements, and accumulated social problems in the course of Chinese
modernization. In particular, this work helped to understand the transition of
China to cultural influence in the world process as a result of modernization
of China in the field of education and culture.

Discussion

1980s, under the influence of modernization theory which was
developed by Western scholars as a new research paradigm for interpreting
and analyzing worldwide societal evolution, then broadly used by
economists, socialists, and historians, and introduced into China in the early
1980s, most Chinese scholars who prefer to perceive the history of modern
higher education in China as part of China’s modernization process, and
believe that education not only has composed of but also facilitated China’s
modernization since the 1840s. However, the establishment of modern
higher education in China is a complex and slow process, full of different
kinds of confusions such as the complex relationship between Chinese
traditional education and its modern one. Chinese scholar Qu Zhenyuan is a
representative of this concept [3, p.13].
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China’s post-1978 modernization plans include an internationally
competitive higher education system. Central to this effort are researchers
and professors capable of advancing China’s technological capabilities
and educating its ambitious, globally-minded youth [4, p.45]. National
funding for scholars going abroad was designed to infuse the nation with
sophisticated knowledge and to improve university quality. Research on 131
Chinese scholars who spent significant time abroad, mostly in the United
States, shows little evidence that these funded experiences abroad were
used deliberately to improve Chinese universities [4, p.55]. Results show
that policies supporting scholarly exchange have not produced successful
internationalization efforts on Chinese campuses. Scholars in STEM fields
and those receiving national funding indicated significantly higher research
focus and productivity, however did not indicate putting it to use at their
home institutions [5, p.786].

Chinese scholars’ research on higher education reform is mainly
divided into three aspects:

-The first group of data: Research on the Background and Conditions
of Higher Education Reform. The reform of higher education is carried out
on the background of building a strong country with high quality education.
Combining the existing research results, the most representative ones are Min
Weifang, Chen Xuefei, and Li Wenli (2008) that China’s implementation of
the strategy of strengthening the country by higher education is based on the
background that higher education is closely related to the country’s social
and economic development and countries around the world are beginning
to focus on improving the quality of higher education [6]. Chen Xuefei and
Shen Wenqin (2011) used quantitative analysis methods to analyze the seven
realistic conditions for China to build a country with higher education [7, p.9].

Judging from the existing research results, scholars have mainly used
qualitative and quantitative research methods to analyze the background
and realistic conditions of China’s building a strong higher education
country. At the same time, they have concluded that building a strong higher
education country must “increase investment and institutional reforms.”
The conclusion of “The two main points “[7, p.11] is very convincing for
the construction of China’s higher education power. However, its analysis
is mainly to compare to the world’s higher education powers in terms of
indicators, and it lacks the excavation of building a strong higher education
country with Chinese characteristics.

-The second group of data, Research on the Problems and
Countermeasures of Higher Education Reform. Chinese higher education
reform has gone through more than forty years. During these forty years,
scholars believe that China’s higher education reform has made great progress.
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This is worthy of recognition. However, there are still a series of problems such
as the low quality of higher education, the lack of autonomy and academic
freedom in universities, the dislocation of administrative power and academic
power in universities, and the low status of humanities in universities.

How to deal with these problems, scholars mainly put forward
countermeasures and suggestions from five aspects. The first is from how
universities themselves put forward the idea of building a strong country in
higher education. Hong Chengwen (2012) emphasizes that universities should
focus on the construction of internationalization, from domestic attention to
the world, and from international learning to foreign promotion [8, p. 95];
Li Lu ( 2010) emphasized that universities should adhere to the scientific
concept of development, scientific positioning, build their own distinctive
brands, reform and innovate, and achieve harmonious development[9, p.8];
Wang Yiqiu (2010) believes that the key to university reform is to achieve
diversification, that is, the diversification of organizers, Diversification of
higher education types, diversification of levels, diversification of forms,
diversification of disciplines, diversification of student sources, diversification
of teaching models and evaluations, diversification of sources of teachers,
diversification of scales and Diversification of management[10, p.5].

The second is to propose construction countermeasures from the two
perspectives of the government and universities. Luo Xiangyang and Zhi
Xizhe (2009) proposed that the government should increase investment
in higher education and actively transform government functions, while
universities themselves should expand their scale, improve their quality,
optimize their structure, build faculty, deepen reforms, increase openness,
exchanges and cooperation Level, innovative higher education concepts;
Some scholars started from the “National Medium and Long-term Education
Reform and Development Plan Outline (2010-2020)” and put forward many
strategic suggestions. Liu Baocun (2012) pointed out that in addition to
improving the quality of higher education, it is also necessary to optimize
the structure, highlight the characteristics of running schools, accelerate the
construction of first-class universities and first-class disciplines, strengthen
international exchanges and cooperation, increase funding, and accelerate
the reform of the higher education system|[11, p.181].

In addition, some scholars have put forward countermeasures and
suggestions for higher education reforms for different types of colleges
and universities. For research universities, Gu Binglin (2008) believes that
it is necessary to build and own a number of world-advanced high-level
disciplines, to gather an overall outstanding high-level faculty, to train
more top-notch innovative talents, and to form a university culture and
academic environment conducive to education and innovation [12, p.10].
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For high-level universities, Zhang Anfu and Tu Juanjuan (2008) believe that
high-level universities should improve scientific research and innovation
capabilities, improve school-running concepts, strengthen international
cooperation, and build faculty; for local universities, Yang Tianping (2010)
) It is believed that local higher education should clarify development goals,
systematic planning, scientific decision-making, reform the school-running
system and management system, and improve the ability to serve the
local economy and society. Some scholars have used a certain function of
universities as an entry point to discuss in-depth and specific issues of what
universities should do. Hu Jianhua (2009) discussed from the perspective of
talent training; Wang Aiping (2009) proposed the path choice for university
reform from the perspective of higher education concept innovation; Zhang
Maolin (2012) started from the perspective of cultural innovation, thinking
Cultural innovation is the only way to build a strong country in higher
education, and the reform of colleges and universities must pay attention to
cultural innovation.

Analyzing the literature in this area, existing studies have put forward
suggestions on the path selection of higher education reform from the
macro and micro perspectives. The macro perspective mainly emphasizes
the handling of the relationship between universities and the government,
while the micro perspective focuses on how to carry out higher education
reforms for schools of different levels or for a certain function of universities.
However, generally speaking, the research in this area is mostly focused on
the theoretical level, and lacks strong support from empirical research.

- The third group of data, Research on the experience of other countries
for reference.

Almost all developed countries in the world promote the development
of higher education through higher education reform, which ultimately
drives the economic and social development of the entire country. Therefore,
their experience in the development of higher education is worth learning
from. Zhang Wenjing (2009), Zhu Shuhua (2011), Bie Dunrong, and Zhang
Zheng (2013) summarized the experience of American higher education
reform and believed that the experience of American higher education
reform includes the importance of the quality of higher education and the
establishment of a system of academic freedom. Environment, innovative
education concepts, professional education and vocational education are
simultaneously developed [13, p.46]. Feng Xiaoling and Wu Yiying (2010),
Wu Yue and Li Xiaobin (2013) summarized the experience of Japanese
higher education reform, and believed that the experience of Japanese higher
education from weak to strong mainly includes the development of higher
education as a construction Strategic decision-making in a powerful country,
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the establishment of a special policy consulting agency, adhere to the principle
of hierarchical and classified development of state-owned and private higher
education institutions, and adhere to a three-dimensional development model
that combines educational concepts, educational policies, and educational
practices[14,p.80]. ZhuJiade (2009) studied the experience of the development
of higher education in France and believes that the construction experience
in France includes the construction of a higher education system with French
characteristics, adherence to the diversification of higher education, emphasis
on science education and research, and vigorously develop higher vocations
Technical education, the establishment of a centralized education management
system suitable for the national conditions of France, and the promotion of
higher education reform in the form of legislation [20, p. 39]. Luo Siming
(2009) studied the experience of the development of higher education in
Germany. He believes that the experience of Germany includes advanced
university concepts, a gradual university reform process, and emphasis on the
relative independence of universities [15, p. 43]. Zhou Guangli (2009) studied
Russia’s experience in the development of higher education, and believes that
Russia’s experience includes implementing the ownership system of higher
education management departments, vigorously developing postgraduate
education, and creating professional education models [13, p.50].

Analyzing the existing literature in this area, scholars combed the
development process of higher education in different countries, and then
summarized their experience. Scholars did not give an explanation as to
why this country was selected and where the representatives of this country
were. Moreover, a comprehensive comparison of these countries shows that
there are many similarities in their experiences, which shows that scholars do
not dig deep into their experiences. In addition, the road to higher education
reform in developed countries has not been smooth sailing, and the lessons
and mistakes have been hardly covered by existing studies. Therefore, this
aspect is worth continuing to study in depth.

In fact, combing through the history of the reform and development
of higher education in the West, it is not difficult to find that in each specific
historical period, the rise of a powerful country must be supported by a
strong higher education. For example, the prosperity of Germany in the
19th century was largely due to the rise of the University of Berlin; the
prosperity of the United States in the 20th century was due to the prosperity
of high-level research universities. The rise of the University of Berlin
benefited from Humboldt’s reform of higher education teaching and
scientific research; the prosperity of high-level research universities in the
United States benefited from the reform of the social service functions of
higher education, and so on.
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Conclusion. A major modernization of Chinese higher education
has taken place over the past decade with a rapid growth in the number
of its graduates from less than 1 million a year in 2000 to stand now at
6.3 million a year. At the same time, record numbers of Chinese students
still go abroad to study. It is expected that within the next five years China
will have more PhD engineers and scientists than the USA. China is also
attempting to make higher education available to many more of its citizens,
while also continuing to develop the quality of its graduates. China is
exceptional among lower income countries in using tertiary education as a
development strategy on such a scale. But has China got its policies right?
Can its universities move from quantity to quality? Can China achieve
sustainable higher education development or even stand still? How will so
many graduates find jobs with expectations? What are the implications of
China’s higher education development for international provision? What are
the prospects of cooperation with universities in Kazakhstan? The author
will answer these questions during the writing of the research work. The
purpose of the research work is to provide research and analysis of these
issues and to consider the prospects for Kazakh and foreign providers and
other stakeholders regarding the future of China’s higher education.

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Annotation. Integration is one of the most important aspects in
contemporary international relations. In the context of constantly changing
geopolitical and geoeconomic situations, new global and regional
integration trends that affect the foreign policy strategies of states are
emerging. Nowadays, regionalization can be considered one of the main
trends in international relations due to a variety of socio-economic factors:
the changing role of certain regions in global politics, the current regional
labor division and the existing common cultural identity of regional ethnic
communities. There is no question that the strengthening of regional
cooperation and integration is crucial to the accomplishment of political,
military, and environmental security as well as the long-term and sustainable
economic prosperity of the area.

The authors of this article present their opinion on the impact of new
cooperation/integration trends in Central Asia. The issues raised in the
article are analyzed through the prism of theories that explain the nature of
new integration trends. The possibility of the Central Asian states to adapt
to the new conditions of integration is associated with the methodological
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problems of interaction between states in the face of new opportunities.
In order to attain the objectives of economic growth, modernisation, and
country development, regional cooperation is objectively necessary for
Central Asia. The development of regional unity among the Central Asian
nations is the primary means of preventing disintegration of the area.

Key words: integration, region, Central Asia, cooperation, new
trends, open economy, window of opportunity, economic diplomacy

Basic provisions

New trends influence the development of Central Asian integration
and form modern systemic integration links that allow creating an open
economy of the state, developing regional interaction, and integrating into
global technological chains.

A new approach is now required to bring the countries of Central
Asia together. First and foremost, this entails the acceptance by the region’s
nations of solutions to the most difficult issues that threaten regional peace
and security that have been jointly agreed upon and accepted by all parties.
The foundations of ties between the nations of Central Asia must be built
through cooperative efforts. This strategy needs to be focused on creating
a theoretical framework for regional relations, emphasizing the most
important political and economic growth directions, and predicting how
international and interstate interactions will evolve.

The political and economic realms are first and foremost responsible
for finding solutions to these issues: in the political domain, this presents a
chance to further regional integration efforts; in the economic sphere, this
calls for the exploration of trade and economic cooperation arrangements
that are mutually advantageous.

To overcome challenges that none of the Central Asian republics
can handle alone, they must cooperate. The republics of Central Asia will
only be able to attain intellectual and technical advances and social human
development via cooperation. This necessitates political compromise,
which calls for balancing regional interests with those of individual states.

Introduction

Integration is an essential part of contemporary international relations
and involves the intensification of interstate interaction. Regional integration
is especially effective because it is based not only on common economic
interests, but also implies a new level of political, cultural and security
cooperation.

Strengthening regional cooperation and striving for integration
is of particular importance for Kazakhstan. The country’s participation
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in integration processes is considered as a condition for strengthening
sovereignty and ensuring sustained economic growth. This implies deep
modernization, the creation of a knowledge-intensive model of the economy,
an increase in the level of investment, scientific developments, labor
productivity, the development of small and medium-sized businesses, and
an increase in the quality of life of the population. One of the fundamental
mechanisms for the implementation of this ambitious goal is the deepening
of the integration of the economy of Kazakhstan into the regional and global
systems. It is important to mention that in the Concept of the Foreign Policy
of the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2020-2030 “achieving a higher level
of integration of Kazakhstan into the international community and world
economic relations” is defined as one of the main goals [1].

Description of materials and methods

To analyze the problems discussed in the article, three main approaches
were used that explain regional cooperation/integration: political and
economic integration; realism and/or functionalism; interstate and/or
supranational character.

The two main theories that were used to examine cooperation and
possible integration are realism and functionalism. These theories examine
integration from different points of view:

- Realists focus on the dominance of states in international relations
and define the nature of regional integration as an interweaving of national
and regional interests. According to an American academic Stephen Krasner,
“sovereign states are rational actors, resolutely concerned with benefits...”
[2].

- The theory of functionalism explains new forms of integration that
create associations not only on a geographical, but also on a functional basis.
Functionalists believe that integration is based on the normative regulation
of international relations, without the use of force. They suggest considering
integration as a two-stage process consisting of a low level (pragmatic
goals: economic growth, social stability) and a high level (promotion of the
country’s foreign policy interests) [3].

An analysis of integration processes is impossible without using the
main provisions of the theories of federalism and pluralism that describe
the need for the institutionalization of economic and, above all, political
relations, which should result in the creation of supranational institutions of
protection [4].

Particularly important is the thesis that as a result of building
relations between states (“zero-sum game”), weaker and smaller countries
adjoin stronger ones, which leads to a certain “balance of power” in the
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international arena.

Functional-based regionalism has following characteristics: broad
areas of cooperation (environment, terrorism, energy, etc.); multitasking
(different levels); diversity of formats (summits, forums, programs,
initiatives); diversity of vectors (the state can be a member of several
integration associations, different both in terms of areas of activity and
goals of creation — organizations can even represent competing players in
the international arena) [5].

New integration trends can also be analyzed through the theory of
constructivism, which implies that national interest alone does not explain
the integration process and is not the only regulatory function. Modern
realities of international relations create a common social world that
interprets the meaning of international behavior [6].

Results

An analysis of theoretical and methodological approaches to the
study of contemporary regional integration in general and in Central Asia in
particular, demonstrated the following:

- The theories chosen by the authors of the article explain the new
integration trends of a regional nature. Integration trends vary significantly in
regions with different civilizational values, levels of economic development
and cultural interaction. Therefore, the formation of the integration policy
of'the state largely depends on the trends that prevail in the region (emphasis
on the economic, military or cultural components, the format of integration,
its scale, etc.);

- In the context of the formation/change of integration spaces, the
countries of Central Asia are faced with the problem of effectively using
new trends in regional and global integration, which is a condition for
creating the basis for sovereignty and ensuring the progressive economic
growth of countries. This problem is relevant in the context of geopolitical
and geoeconomic changes around the region.

- Modern trends show that the primary stages of integration are a
free trade zone and a customs union, focused on optimizing trade relations
between countries, which are gradually being replaced by a common
economic market and then a political union [7]. Integration is not only a
linear forward movement (for example, EU) but also a multi-dimensional
and multi-layered process. In the context of the development of new
regionalism, integration can develop not only within the framework of
institutionalization, but also acquire other forms.

Discussion

Based on the analysis of the processes and models of modern
integration, new trends in regional integration were identified, the main of
which are the modern market, shared risks, the factor of democracy, the
economization of diplomacy and the integration of countries into new
technological chains.

Modern market. The market is transforming from national to regional
and global, becoming a factor that largely contributes to the integration
process. The states of Central Asia are integrated into the world market,
where they occupy a niche of resource suppliers in the global division
of labor. According to the Eurasian Development Bank, the main trading
partners of the Central Asian countries are Russia (the share of trade turnover
was 21.6% in 2021), China (20.4%) and Turkey (6%) [8].

Within the framework of the modern market and “new regionalism”,
developing countries with natural resources have a chance to use the
opportunities of integration to strengthen their positions in the world
economic arena and protect their national interests in the context of
globalization.

In the context of criticism of the raw material export model of
economic development of the countries of Central Asia, it is necessary to
study the capacities of the resource economy to adequately respond to the
geopolitical challenges of our time. The term “resource curse” refers to a
lack of economic diversification and a relatively weak level of economic
development. However, there are many examples when natural resources
served as a catalyst for the rapid development of the country. For instance,
Norway has achieved significant economic success as a major raw material
exporter. According to the latest data, the oil sector accounts for about 40%
of Norway’s exports [9].

Thus, based on the fact that the resource orientation of the economies
of the Central Asian countries is of a long-term nature, the countries
should focus on their potential. These opportunities are connected with the
formation of a new economic model of the country’s development. It is
important to use new integration trends that strengthen the role of countries
with rich natural resources in regional and global issues.

A free market economy implies the opening of the national market
for the free movement of goods, capital, services and labor (WTO, EU),
the openness of society for the free exchange of ideas, achievements of
science, culture, art and language (EU). For developing countries, like the
countries of Central Asia, the openness of economies means the process of
entering the world economy. The role of developing countries in integration
processes can be strengthened by the presence of rich natural resources,
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primarily energy raw materials, which allows them to defend their national
interests when interacting with industrialized states. The interdependence
in the field of energy raw materials between countries is one of the most
important factors of integration on a regional and global scale.

In the context of changing geopolitical conditions, the “shared risks”
trend is becoming more relevant. An example is the Eurasian Economic
Union, where “risk sharing” is associated with the increasing isolation of
Russia and its economic shocks, social instability and residual military
power. This may become a new threat not only for its allies and partners,
but for all democratic countries.

One of the “shared risks” factors is Anti-Russian sanctions. Given
the interdependence of the EAEU member states, it negatively affected
the technological development of certain industries in Kazakhstan and
Kyrgyzstan due to the fact that technological products, engineering goods,
and components for agricultural machinery used to be imported from Russia.

Given the rising inflation, these problems will lead to a slowdown in
GDP growth throughout the post-Soviet space. Kazakhstani business suffers
greatly because its logistics are tied to Russia. Kazakhstan exports most of
its oil products through Russian ports, including the port of Novorossiysk.
Oil from Kazakhstan gets there through the Caspian oil pipeline: out of
1.5 million barrels, 91% of daily pumping through it is from Kazakhstan
[10]. The Ministry of Trade of Kazakhstan confirmed that “due to the
imposition of Anti-Russian sanctions and the absence of new mechanisms
for determining the country of origin of goods, there are delays in a number
of seaports of Kazakhstani cargo transiting through Russia to the markets of
the EU countries” [11].

The factor of democracy is becoming increasingly important
throughout the integration processes because politics and political regimes
affect them. Democracy creates conditions for integration, as it gives new
opportunities to the population of the country, provides economic freedoms,
ensures freedom of labor and protects the interests of the individual.
Non-democratic regimes can hinder integration processes. For example,
Turkmenistan pursues a policy of neutrality and does not participate in
regional integrations of a trade-economic, military-political, cultural-
humanitarian nature, and it negatively affects its citizens.

Economization of diplomacy. In the conditions of economization of
foreign policy and diplomacy, the economy acts as a fastening element
for the countries participating in various integration projects. Regional
integration does not undermine the role of states as the main actors of the
IR system, since the degree of consolidation of the positions of participants,
even in such an advanced integration association approaching a quasi-state
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format, as the European Union, cannot yet be compared with that which is
generated in the political structure of a sovereign state. Regional integration
can aggregate the interests of states, embrace them with a common outline,
but it does not make them completely identical.

Globalization and the latest technologies lead to the formation of a
space that is associated with the desire and ability of national economies
to integrate into global technological chains. This is manifested in the
practice of cooperation, when research and development, production, sales
and company management can each be conducted in different countries.
The creation and promotion of new products to world markets now require
the construction of global networks, including specialized suppliers, main
producers and consumers connected by a technological chain. Developing
countries are acting as outsourcing and offshoring zones in the automotive,
ship and aircraft manufacturing, precision engineering, electronics and IT
industries [12].

The Central Asian states are integrated into global technological chains
mainly with the help of foreign companies. But the question of finding and
developing their own sources of development of the national economy
and niches of their application is becoming more and more relevant. This
process has several stages:

- The first stage is characterized by the entry of large foreign
companies into the domestic markets. These companies are suppliers of
equipment, which usually seek to locate their service centers closer to the
sales markets.

- At the next stage, with the growth of the market for the consumption
of technologically complex products, the placement of high-tech industries
that use domestic labor and foreign technological platforms in Kazakhstan
as outsourcing should be expected.

- The most important stage is the opening of research centers that
develop high-tech products. Kazakhstan already has such experience. For
example, the Kazakh-French technology transfer center; and the Center for
Digital Engineering created by the Fraunhofer Society (Germany) on the
basis of the Caspian University of Technology and Mechanical Engineering
in Aktau.

Given the new geopolitical conditions, the issue of regionalization
of Central Asia is becoming extremely relevant. Relations between the
Central Asian countries have long been characterized by a low level of
cooperation and regular disputes, including trade wars, border disputes, and
disagreements over the management and use of water and energy. Attempts
to integrate within the framework of the Central Asian Union (1994-2004)
turned out to be unsuccessful.
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The meeting of Central Asian leaders in Astana in March 2018 and
the initiative of the President of Uzbekistan Sh. Mirziyoyev encouraged the
expert community to predict the launch of a process that can be described as
“Central Asia 2.0”. There are a few factors behind the possibility of a new
regionalization of Central Asia.

First, under the new President of Uzbekistan, Tashkent’s foreign
policy began to take on regional characteristics. In the first year of his
presidency, Mirziyoyev paid official visits to all the countries of Central
Asia. During his travels, he resolved such issues, as territorial disputes and
energy projects that threatened to create a water shortage for Uzbekistan. In
2018, for the first time since gaining independence, Uzbekistan took part in
a meeting of the Cooperation Council of Turkic Speaking States, known as
the Turkic Council, in Bishkek. Mirziyoyev also initiated the creation of the
Consultative Meeting of the Heads of State of Central Asia, which was first
held in March 2018 in the capital of Kazakhstan [13].

Secondly, in the context of changing geopolitics, the Central Asian
countries are looking for their place in international and regional processes,
as well as new opportunities for expanding cooperation, independently
without the participation of Russia. Consultative meetings of the heads of
state of Central Asia are a new format for interaction between the countries
of the region. As a result of these meetings, “Treaty of Friendship, Good
Neighborliness and Cooperation for the Development of Central Asia in
the 21st Century” was signed in 2022. The agreement provides for the
intensification of cooperation between the parties in military, trade, economic,
logistics, cultural and humanitarian, civil defense, as well as energy and
tourism fields [14]. However, the refusal of Tajikistan (the presence of
border territorial disputes) and Turkmenistan (status of neutrality) to sign
this agreement slowed down the integration process within the region and
outside of the Eurasian Economic Union.

Thirdly, relations between the key Central Asian countries, Kazakhstan
and Uzbekistan, are being strengthened. Based on the economic potential,
trade partnership and legal framework, both countries can become the
locomotives of Central Asian integration, as Germany and France are for
the European Union. An important factor is mutual understanding on such
issues as the regional agenda, the development of cooperation in the trade
and economic sphere, investments and joint projects. For instance, the
creation of the International Center for Trade and Economic Cooperation
“Central Asia” [15].

Fourthly, the participation of the Central Asian countries in global
supply chains makes it possible to develop regional trade transport links.
The location of the Central Asian countries at the crossroads of transport
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corridors creates opportunities for developing transit potential both in
terms of transporting goods and for involving the countries of the region
in cross-border production chains. The implementation of the transit
potential of the states of the region is facilitated by two main factors: the
development of full-fledged national infrastructure projects and intra-
regional corridors, and the participation of the Central Asian countries in
the trans-Eurasian corridors connecting China with Europe. Infrastructure
development allows increasing the volume of transported goods and creates
favorable conditions for trade, turning the region into an international
multimodal transport corridor. Supply chain development in Central Asia
is key to poverty reduction and economic diversification. This is especially
relevant for a region that is landlocked because of its restrictions on overall
socio-economic development and trade competitiveness. Close transport
connectivity will allow the region to cover a significant share of world trade
and accelerate the integration of domestic producers participating in global
value and supply chains.

Conclusion

An analysis of the problems discussed in the article showed that
the main effect of adaptation and use of the new opportunities in regional
integration for the countries of Central Asia should be the deepening of
cooperation and the transition to integration. Integration will solve the
following tasks: moving away from the raw materials and export economy;
increasing the competitiveness of national business and national goods;
increasing investment attractiveness; implementation of transit potential
and development of transport and logistics infrastructure; development of
industrial cooperation; elimination of remaining barriers and restrictions on
trade; and formation of the human resources potential for a common labor
market. Modern trends in regionalization form a qualitatively new space,
where Central Asia is part of the global integration space and is influenced
by regional and global powers.

Annotation. The phenomenon of the “Korean wave” is very popular
today. With the birth of Hallyu, Korea entered a new phase of'its life. Research
conducted in the field of cultural development of the country showed the
undeniable impact of the “Korean wave” on the country’s economy.

Despite the stagnation that occurred in 1998, South Korea managed to
find a way out of the economic crisis quickly. By effectively using the “soft
power” mechanism, he increased interest in his culture. As a result, Korea’s
budget began to be replenished successfully. Due to the “soft power”
mechanism, South Korea has global popularity. In addition, it is one of the
countries with the highest economy.

The purpose of the article was to study the phenomenon of “Hallyu”
and its impact on the socio-economic life of the country. In the course
of the study, the features of the emergence of the “Korean wave” and
the development trends were analyzed. The impact of the “soft power”
mechanism on the economy of South Korea was determined.

The study of the issue of digital transformation in the Central Asian
Region (CAR) countries allows us to assess the effect of changes and
prospects for further transformations. In this regard, the article aims to
assess the development of such a phenomenon as digital transformation
in international relations.

The scientific significance of this article is to determine the impact of
digital technologies on various international political and economic processes
in the region. Finally, the article analyzes the process of transformation of the
integration idea of the CAR countries under the influence of digitalization.
In this study, an attempt is made to retrospectively assess the prerequisites
for the use of electronic network tools.

The practical significance of the work is to analyze the degree
of penetration of digital transformation in the CAR countries. Special
emphasis is placed on foreign experience in regulating and using the
political dimension of digital technologies. The research team of authors
seeks to contribute to the literature on comparative regionalism. Since
modern authors have little studied the issue of the practice of using digital
technologies, especially in the political discourse of the CAR countries.
Theoretical and methodological analysis of scientific literature provided an
opportunity for scientific understanding of digital transformation.

The methodological basis of the study allowed us to determine
the features of the digital environment and formulate its main prospects.
The emergence of new hotbeds of instability and tension in different parts
of the post-Soviet space increases interest in the topics of crisis resolution.
We believe that the search for answers to the questions posed in the
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framework of the study leads to an increase in the relevance of the topic of
digital transformation of the region.

Basic provisions. It is indisputable that modern technical means are
needed to deepen cooperation. In almost all meetings of the heads of state
of the CAR countries, as well as their governments, the importance of the
use of global digital technologies is noted. The analysis of international
relations in the field of digital interaction shows that all countries of the
world agree that digital transformation is a decisive factor in solving many
socio-economic problems.

Already today, an attempt at regional cooperation, including in the
field of digital development of Central Asian countries, is systematically
turning them (at least Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan) into developed centers of
Eurasia. However, at the same time, competition for influence in the region
is also intensifying. Russia, China, European countries, the USA, Turkey,
and a number of countries of the Islamic world, with varying degrees of
success, do not give up trying to influence Central Asia. In this series, the
republics of Central Asia occupy an important place as a zone of special
interests of world political actors.

Taking into account the above facts, firstly, we consider it necessary
to verify the positive impact of technological initiatives and projects of
countries on the digital transformation of the Central Asian region. Secondly,
to put forward the assumption of deep regional cooperation of the CAR
countries under the influence of digital transformation.

Introduction. After the collapse of the USSR on the territory of the
former «Central Asia and Kazakhstan», the Republic of Kazakhstan, the
Kyrgyz Republic, the Republic of Tajikistan, Turkmenistan and the Republic
of Uzbekistan began the process of building their national states. In the post-
Soviet period, in most countries, the now newly formed independent «states
of Central Asia» built their own narrative. There was a noticeable rise in the
national consciousness of peoples and their desire for self-realization in the
course of democratic transformations of public relations.

At the same time, in the foreign policy of the CAR countries, a
strategy for entering world markets was being formed. It is known that the
countries of Central Asia are isolated from world markets due to their special
territorial location far from the World Ocean. Therefore, the countries of
the region were interested in deepening political and economic cooperation
within the region. For example, a «historic» agreement on the delimitation
of state borders between Kazakhstan, Turkmenistan and Uzbekistan was
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signed. After a 25-year break, Tashkent and Dushanbe were able to find
an opportunity to open air communication. Relations between Bishkek and
Tashkent have rebooted, border negotiations have resumed, and the Dostyk
checkpoint has been opened. In early August 2021, Turkmenistan held a
summit of Central Asian countries. The third consultative meeting of the
leaders of the Central Asian countries in Turkmenistan was historically
important. In this regard, the works of experts and scientists who raise
the issue of possible regional integration of Central Asia are increasingly
appearing.

The countries of the region are striving for cooperation in the field of
regional security, cybersecurity, especially now, when problems at the borders
are intensifying. It should be noted that since the collapse of the USSR, the
countries of the region have been trying to overcome the consequences of
the collapse of the centralized system. For the CAR countries, it turned
out to be more difficult due to the low level of technological development.
Although relative economic growth was observed in the Central Asian
countries during Soviet rule, the countries of the region remained essentially
raw materials appendages of the huge economic system of the USSR.

Although more than 30 years have passed since the collapse of the
USSR, the interests of Russia, which, as is known, is the legal successor
of the USSR, still remain in the region. Threats of international terrorism,
religious extremism, and the drug industry continue to dominate the territory
of Central Asia, which makes the Central Asian direction an integral part of
Russia’s foreign policy [1]. At the same time, problematic points are being
expressed regarding the future development of integration ties with Russia
in the Eurasian space. In particular, in a recent speech, the President of
Tajikistan Emomali Rahmon at the CIS summit focused on the problem of
old approaches in building cooperation with the countries of the CAR and
Russia [2].

As for relations with China, the CAR countries have legitimate
concerns about creating conditions for equal status and close partnership. As
it is known from official speeches, China gives the Central Asian countries
a sense of equality. It is obvious that for China, along with its integral role
in transport, communications and trade, the comprehensive role of digital
infrastructure is increasing. All this testifies to the attempts of «the Celestial
Empir»e to increase its technological influence within the framework of the
«One Belt, One Road» initiative [3].

All these circumstances in general force the countries of the region
to continue to look for alternative ways of cooperation, including in the
field of digital technologies. The countries of the region are forced to look
for new formats of cooperation with each other and within the framework
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of the formats: the «Central Asian Five» with external players according
to the formula EU +5, USA +5, Japan +5 and others [4]. In addition, since
gaining independence, the countries of the region have officially declared
the creation of political systems like Western democracies as their key task.
Presidential elections were held in each of the countries, a parliament was
elected, and a judicial system was formed. In general, the attempt to build
an integration association leads to a Eurocentric narrative.

Nevertheless, geographical remoteness, different historical retrospect
of development probably lead to the fact that the CAR countries still cannot
have deep ties with other centers of economic, political and technological
development. In this case, we are talking about the developed countries
of the West and, above all, the United States. Of course, to help overcome
regional difficulties, the World Bank has proposed an intersectoral approach
to regional cooperation, initiating a program known today as the «Central
Asian Knowledge Exchange Network». However, it does not cover the
level of government interaction. The Central Asian Regional Economic
Cooperation (CAREC) program has prepared a strategy to promote
digitalization in the member countries. As a result, in 2021, the ministers
of the CAREC member countries approved the Digital Strategy of CAREC
2030, which identifies areas of possible cooperation to expand digitalization
in the region [5].

Itis obvious that the CAR countries receive comprehensive assistance,
but it is provided within the framework of narrow projects and not on a
permanent basis. Western countries are clearly aware of the limits and
boundaries of their immediate geopolitical interests [6]. The presence of
countries in close geopolitical proximity with two powers like Russia and
China is precisely this factor. In this regard, a number of basic questions
arise, the answers to which must be found within the framework of this
study. What is the role of democratic institutions in the development of the
digital transformation of the CAR countries? Will the countries of the region
be able to establish their own technological chain of digital transformation
independent of geopolitical factors? And finally, in this regard, we consider
it important to determine the degree of digital transformation both within
the countries themselves and at the level of relations between the republics
of the CAR.

Description of materials and methods. The methods of comparative,
statistical and SWOT analysis are used as the main methods in the work. The
analysis of texts of various media sources covering the attitude of the leaders
of the countries to the topic of digital development of the countries of the
region is also used. We believe that thanks to this combination of methods,
it is possible to analyze and compare various cases of implementing digital
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strategies in Central Asian countries. The model of interaction between
the parties both within the countries of the region and between them was
chosen as a working one in the framework of the analysis. For a comparative
analysis of different types of digital transformation, regions that are ahead
of the development of the Central Asian region were selected. In order to
verify the main provisions put forward, data was taken from the Internet
resources of such international organizations as the UN and the World Bank.
The resource of the democratic research website and electronic platforms of
the governments of the CAR countries were used as auxiliary bases for the
methodology of data analysis.

Results. In the course of the conducted research, we came to the
following result. As our analysis has shown, the world community is divided
into digital democratic and transitional systems. Thus, the first model serves
to solve social problems associated with digitalization. This model optimizes
the development of the digital space in practice. The second one is aimed
at turning the digital space into a tool for promoting the socio-economic
policy of the state.

As the analysis carried out in the framework of the study on
the developed regions of the world has shown, at this stage of digital
development, it is extremely important for the CAR countries to move to
the following forms of digital transformation. This conclusion follows from
the fact that, based on the results of a quantitative analysis of the research,
we have recorded the stagnation of the dynamics of digital transformation
in the Central Asia region. Also, according to the conducted research,
the CAR countries at this stage of development have limited themselves
only to technological transformation (automation and digitalization). The
implemented projects do not demonstrate a complete transition to digital
transformation. Thus, the main provisions put forward by us at the beginning
of the article were confirmed.

Discussions. By the beginning of the new millennium, access to the
Internet in the world has become not just a necessity, but a human right
[7]. Although the availability of digital technologies by that time did not
solve all the issues, but tens of millions of Central Asians missed many
opportunities due to the poor quality of the Internet connection. While the
prospects for work, education, civic participation, international cooperation
and innovation have shown growth in the developed countries of the world.

In the early 2000s, development strategies and almost all policy
documents of the CAR countries began to note [8] that the future belongs
to digitalization. At the same time, the Governments of the Central Asian
countries began to develop their national digital strategies, simultaneously
establishing a digital agenda with an appropriate ICT infrastructure. And over
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the years of active implementation of ICT in the CAR countries, the level
of implementation of these digital services, ICT infrastructure, including
coverage, speed and power of the Internet connection has really increased.
In general, it is impossible not to note the widespread use of information
and communication technologies. Thus, according to open data, as of 2022,
Kazakhstan has the highest Internet coverage in the region — 85.9% (the
country has the highest Telecommunications Infrastructure Index (0.7520)
among all countries in the region). In Uzbekistan, more than 70% of the
population has access to an Internet connection, in Kyrgyzstan, Internet
penetration is lower (51.1%). Among the countries of the region, Tajikistan
and Turkmenistan have similarly low levels of Internet penetration (40.1%
and 38.1, respectively) [9].

Taking into account the available facts, international organizations
(the World Bank, the UN) nevertheless identified problematic aspects of
regional digital transformation [10]. Moreover, such reviews noted the
weak positions of the development of the digital transformation of the CAR
countries. These conclusions are largely explained by the fact that there is
a huge number of studies in which digital technologies are positioned as
powerful political tools that empower the broad masses of citizens [11].
The opposition of democracy and autocracy has long been laid down in
the Western political science tradition. In this sense, the CAR countries
were among those countries where there was no political pluralism and
competitiveness, gender equality in political rights. In addition, the
authors deduce an indirect link between the influence of democracy on
economic growth [12]. Consequently, according to the recommendations of
international structures, the CAR countries needed to move to the next stage
on the way to digital transformation. It was supposed to be the creation of
a digital platform for collecting information in the assistance of citizens.
Digital systems were supposed to act as platforms for the formulation of
political issues, acceptance of citizens’ wishes, their analysis and application
in work.

In the policy documents of the governments of the CAR countries of the
early 2010s, an optimistic view prevailed on how information technologies
would affect the development of democratic principles of governance. The
result of all this was the decision of the governments of most of the CAR
countries to create structures for the use of information technologies and
the development of electronic platforms. The concept of «electronic portal
of the state» has come into use in the CAR countries. But the application
of the comparative analysis method helped to detect some discrepancies,
the specifics and uniqueness of the development of electronic portals of the
state in the CAR countries.
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According to the study, Kazakhstan was the first among the countries
of the region in initiating the launch of e-government services. By the time
it was launched in 2008, the country had already adopted laws on public
services and new technologies to legalize electronic status. So, in the recently
published review of the E-Government Development Index (EGDI) UN,
Kazakhstan is on the 28th place, having significantly risen in the ranking
[13]. Uzbekistan ranks 69th in the EGDI ranking with average indicators of
electronic participation and open government data. In this regard, the decree
of President Sh. Mirziyoyev of 2020 provides for the integration of most
services into the electronic system.

Kyrgyzstan is in the third position in the ranking of the Central Asian
countries developing this direction of digital transformation. It is worth
noting that, unlike Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan has problems with providing
basic Internet connections due to limited coverage and high prices. At the
moment, in the EGDI rating, Kyrgyzstan ranks 81st with a high EGDI [13]
and a high e-participation index, while the open government data index is
rated as average.

Although Tajikistan presented its «Concept of e-Government
Formation» back in 2011, the country is still significantly behind schedule
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in providing e-government services. There is still low Internet access in the
country due to the inability to own electronic devices and the high cost of
connection. Accordingly, Tajikistan is ranked 129 in the EGDI ranking with
a low EGDI index [13] and electronic participation, as well as a low index
of open government data.

Turkmenistan is among the countries of the world with a low level
of ICT infrastructure and problems in providing connectivity. As the data
show, Internet penetration in the country remains significantly low. It is
worth noting that the country’s authorities announced their «Concept of
Digital Economy Development» and the relevant laws on electronic
document management and digital services only in 2019. As a result, among
the 193 UN member states included in the EGDI, Turkmenistan ranks 137th
[13] with a low level of electronic participation and open government data.
As a result, the average indicators of the region, due to individual country
indicators, still have average positions, or below average (on average at the
level of 0.4).

The figure (above the text) shows the degree of digital development
of electronic platforms through the indication of the regions that are ahead
in the digital development of the electronic platforms of the CAR countries.
During the analysis of the UN rating, it was found that in the context of the
regions of the CAR, they are in average positions in terms of indicators.

In general, it is important to note that over the years of digital reforms,
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conditions for direct interaction with the state have been created in the CAR
countries. Moreover, national digital strategies, digital implementation of
public services and e-government have become prerequisites for responding
to unforeseen events. In this regard, the most eloquent period is the spread
of the COVID-19 pandemic, which once again reminded of the importance
of digital technologies for the CAR countries. Then most of almost all basic
services (education, business or public services) became available only
on the Internet. Governments have taken various measures to combat the
disease, introducing remote work, distance learning, government online
services and automated chatbots.

In a way, the possibilities of the global spread of the virus have made the
governments of the CAR countries more open and receptive to the problems
of the population. It has become easier for citizens to communicate their
demands to the authorities through various Internet portals. Nevertheless,
is it possible to talk about a full-fledged digital transformation in the CAR
countries based on the formation of state platforms?

The analysis of data obtained also from the websites of government
agencies showed that each of the countries in the region has its own
parameters for measuring the success of digital transformation. And one of
the biggest problems is the difference in understanding success in digital
transformation. In this regard, we consider it important to analyze existing
examples of solutions to the issue of the introduction of digital democracy
and, based on them, determine the reasons for the formation of the specifics
of the development of digital transformation.

We believe that the main reason for this is that by now a special
management mechanism has been formed in the countries of the region. A
model of the informal nature of relations has been formed both within the
countries of the region and in the relations of countries in the region. We are
talking about the fact that there are many significant political and diplomatic
relations in the CAR, which are informal in nature. It is accepted that the
existence of at least some form of cooperation requires the presence of
bureaucracy and physical buildings. In the case of Central Asia, the process
of informal regionalism continues due to the deepening of cooperation.
This is an order of relations that does not necessarily reflect the integration
dynamics that are inherent in Europe and other parts of the world.

There are certain general norms, rules and principles in Central Asia
that are understandable in the region. Their implementation takes place
through informal mechanisms, meetings of leaders of countries, as well as
among other representatives of the country. Therefore, the question of the
relevance of digital platforms that require data analysis, data exchange and
their application in management remains open.
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The next wave of new technical improvements of the majority of state
and collective organizations of the CAR countries forced the introduction
of new digital technologies within the framework of regional cooperation.
At the same time, each department in the general management mechanism
used various systems for analysis, project management, prototyping,
as well as other digital tools in its industry. And this caused significant
complications. Many systems are layered on top of each other, unwittingly
reducing productivity. Monitoring and switching between systems to
perform individual functions overload employees.

Digital tools, as a rule, differ in interface, functions and methods of
their use. It cannot be assumed that employees will be able to independently
use the necessary skills from their previous experience working with similar
platforms. Training and ongoing support is an important and integral part
of digital implementation. Therefore, as the data show, the learning process
is ongoing. Nevertheless, the assessment of the quality of training and the
level of professionalism of employees causes some difficulty. Moreover,
managers were required not just to enter data into the database, but their in-
depth analysis and application in practice.

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The analysis of reviews, reports and recommendations on the regions
of the world (such organizations as the UN, the World Bank) showed
that there were deviations from the principles of digital transformation to
varying degrees. In particular, it was noted that in the process of active
technology adoption, the importance of data collection and analysis
through open digital platforms was overlooked. The problem is that the
authorities and private businesses view digital transformation as a well-
defined change management exercise, and not as a fundamental shift in
how the organization as a whole functions. Many organizations mistakenly
consider digital transformation primarily as the introduction of IT systems,
and not as a new way of working, which is facilitated by advances in
technology. Through the definition of interrelations and the unification of
various elements into a single whole, it is established that the problem lies
in the lack of transformation of models of interaction between the state and
society. Namely, in the issue of digital development of electronic platforms,
the CAR countries have not yet passed some stages. The analysis of digital
portals shows relatively low efficiency in this direction. Although portals
are the only legitimate form of public participation that exists today, there
is a formal approach to filling the Internet portal (comments are given
in the SWOT analysis). So, for example, there is no mechanism for real
consideration of comments and suggestions, as well as their quantitative
and qualitative analysis. The heads of government of the countries of the
region, in particular, noted the existing problems [14].

As a result, as international practice shows, there is an open clash of
the interests of the conditional two parties. In this case, the analysis of the
simulated conflict situation is of particular scientific interest. So, we have a
model of a conflict situation between two parties (the government and the
active part of the population or country No. 1 and country No. 2). Classically,
the situation remains the same: the authorities prefer the already created
«electronic portals of citizens’ appeals», the active part of the population
conditionally requires «digital voting and data processing systemsy». If
they have different desires, then the situation remains the same in political
terms. It is obvious that officials who have implemented existing platforms
are pessimistic about complicated versions of platforms and, in general,
innovations. Research by other authors confirms that digital innovations
in the state context are fraught with ambiguity and disagreements between
various stakeholders [15]. Thus, an official in his argumentation can
focus on the negative consequences of further «excessive digitalization»:
cybercrime, dehumanization of society, alienation of a person. Often,
the “digitalization of interaction” (built on the principles of maximum
transparency, accessibility and mass participation, as well as direct contact
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between society and the authorities) is considered premature by officials.
Nevertheless, it is much more important for both sides to come to a common
decision than their own methods of communication (although preferred).
After all, the adoption of digital tools and the intensity of communication
will result in the establishment of close cooperation between citizens and
the government.

Thus, the result of using the synthesis method, by generalizing the
individual parts, was the conclusion that the CAR countries have formed their
own «digital climate» (Figure above the text). Based on the consideration of
the relevant data, we have identified three significant facets (directions) of
considering the digitalization of political relations: digital democracy, digital
bureaucracy (improving the competencies of the authorities and the formation
of technocratic platforms based on new versions of «electronic government»),
as well as digital diplomacy (using the possibility of new technologies to solve
political problems at the international, supranational level).
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The above—mentioned situation in the CAR countries refers us to
one of the main stages in the digital transformation - digital democracy.
It is worth recalling that O. Toffler wrote about the possible appearance of
another form of democracy back in 1970. The essence of digital democracy
is that the government, when making political decisions, should listen to
the opinion of people regarding the possible consequences of the proposed
changes. At the same time, citizens themselves, through interested groups,
can proactively apply with proposals and projects for the development
of the country or any initial institution to state bodies. Initially, this form
of democracy relied on traditional media, but with the advent of new
technologies, its capabilities have grown significantly.

The issue of the real development of digital platforms returned to the
agenda after criticism from the population or after harsh criticism of the head
of state. For example, the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan Kassym-
Jomart Tokayev has repeatedly criticized the weak development of digital
platforms. As a result, it led to the disbandment of the Zerde holding. This
topic is of particular relevance in connection with the President’s message
about a hearing and fair Kazakhstan. After criticism from the public, the
heads of the highest state structures, international organizations in the CAR
countries, attempts were actively made to introduce digital systems of public
control over the alleged decisions of the parliament and the government.
Relatively speaking, this practice lasts more than ten years. This is an online
discussion of draft laws, electronic voting systems, and voting platforms.
Using the example of the Republic of Kazakhstan, it can be noted that ICT
demonstrates the accountability of the government and there are proposals for
citizens to have an additional opportunity to participate in political processes.
These steps were well aligned with the United Nations agenda aimed at
promoting the use of digital tools to ensure direct democracy based on data.

In general, it should be noted that for many years the governments
of the Central Asian countries have been implementing issues with digital
transformation quite successfully and without significant problems. And
according to the model presented by us, it is clear that a compromise has
been worked out both within the CAR countries and at the inter-country
level. Being at the crossroads of the interests of international actors, the
five countries inevitably fall into various force majeure situations. But so
far there has been no open confrontation either within or between countries.
Nevertheless, we consider it important to answer a number of questions:
which of the equilibrium situations can be accepted as satisfactory to
all parties (the principle of optimality)? What is necessary for the CAR
countries in promoting regional cooperation through digital transformation?
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Now digitalization is understood as a labor market that liberates
professions, replaces people with robots, which, perhaps, also implies its
next stage. Digital evolution is fraught with reformatting not only the labor
market, but also the political world, including the profession of a politician
and even the institution of political parties itself. As one of the sides of the
relationship, officials always ask the question, “will the digitalization of
society displace the traditional representations of society?” They are known
to include political parties and politicians.

The public of the CAR today perceives the state platforms of appeals
to the authorities as samples of new digital opportunities being probed by
the creators of state programs. Indeed, research shows that open government
platforms, while offering many advantages of effective governance, also run
the risk of abuse in matters of regulation of these systems. In this regard,
the practice of functioning of the portal shows low activity of the population
when discussing various kinds of projects. According to the data on public
engagement, the CAR countries (with the exception of Kazakhstan) are on
average in very low positions.

Thus, according to the UN report, for 2022, the governments of the
CAR countries provide their voters with basic information leading to a
second, bilateral form, when people are invited to contribute to governments.
However, as the data show, at the level of «partnership» during which citizens
become the main actors, a low level of involvement in the management of
the state policy development process is noticeable. As can be determined
by the overall dynamics according to the available UN data, for example,
Kazakhstan dropped by 12 positions (in 2012 it was in 3rd place). While the
rest of the region’s countries continued to occupy lagging positions.

As events have shown, as a result of the formation of such contacts in
the CAR countries, a stage has come for the formation of new communication
links on virtual communication platforms (Twitter, Facebook, Whats app,
Telegram). An active part of the public began to express their opinion
more actively on official platforms. There was an addiction to express their
opinions more and more actively on social networks. There was another part
of social network users (like Chinese online censorship) prefer to forward
rather than directly comment on posts.

In social networks, there was an acute discussion about raising the
retirement age, raising energy and fuel prices, and as a result, the rise in food
prices. During the protest days, the public learned about what was happening
in the country not through traditional media — television, newspapers and
radio — but through publications in social networks. It should be noted that
there have always been users actively distributing data on the problems of
their city on the Network. It is obvious that they are doing an important job
in principle, since they draw public attention to the shortcomings of the
work of the city administration. The problem is different: they transfer local
problems to the whole country. In fact, this is not even fake news, but a fake
interpretation of real news. As a result, the growth of digital platforms and
their active use has posed a number of problems for the authorities.

The amount of misinformation spread over the Internet. Unreliable
information at such moments grew so fast that fake news began to displace
the real ones. The population hardly distinguished fake news from real
news. The public then clearly showed a tendency to believe information
from social networks, because they trust friends and relatives who distribute
it. It is known from world experience that influential media personalities
are able to influence stock prices or prices on commodity exchanges of the
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world with their messages on Twitter. A lot of works have been devoted to
the fact that the level of disinformation and fake news has sharply increased
in the world recently.

The analysis used in this study just reveals the situation in the CAR
countries when citizens, using electronic communication systems, show
their distrust of the decisions of the authorities. As a result of distrust, the
heads of departments are immediately removed. As was demonstrated on the
basis of the method, such decisions occur only when the situation escalates
and reaches an open conflict. When it comes to the boiling point and the
authorities make concessions. The analysis of the press suggests that often
the state structures of the Central Asian countries strengthen the general
sense of legitimate expectations about what is happening in their country
and abroad. As a consequence, all of the above factors have recently led
to conflict situations within the CAR countries. Consequently, if the use of
digital technologies in the official electronic system was not very successful,
then they proved to be effective in the communication of the population for
organizing and coordinating protests.

From the point of view of comparative analysis, the experience of the
countries at the top of the rankings is of practical interest. The countries
of such regions as Western Europe, North America also had experience in
regulating the issue of uncontrolled platforms of the will of society. For
example, the first significant success of using social networks to consolidate
protests was the Occupy movement in the United States during the economic
crisis of 2007-2008. But the most famous example, of course, is the series
of revolutions in the countries of North Africa, known as the «Arab
Spring», when social communications of citizens played a decisive role in
the confrontation with political regimes. In France and Hong Kong, where
a special application notified protesters about safe places to hide, about
where the police are. Social communications then played an important role
in organizing protest moods.

But as the analysis shows, digital communications in advanced
countries today are already perceived not only as a tool for organizing
protest. Social networks and messengers have long been a channel
for transmitting information and an effective forecasting tool. In this
sense, it is important to explore the possibility of integrating the base
of government platforms with social networks. There is a well-known
practice when data about Internet users in digital spaces is transferred to
companies for analytics, personalization and advertising. In other words,
digital platforms act as a data set that includes commercial surveillance of
objects on the network.

We believe that the sad experience of other countries has been well
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learned by China. The country today actively applies advanced foreign
experience and a modern approach. So, for example, the Chinese approach
combines both big data and algorithm models that create a new form of
governance for the Chinese government. The system combines data
received from various government departments in order to monitor Chinese
citizens. In fact, this is the most ambitious project in the world in the field
of using digital technologies to work with the population. It is worth noting
that China is making a historic leap forward in modernizing the national
management system and management capacity by taking advantage of the
historic opportunity provided by digital technologies. Analysis of human
behavior in social networks is actively used by businesses in other countries
for targeted advertising and for making decisions about lending or hiring.
But the Chinese model in this case for the formation of a full-fledged
digital transformation is useful from the point of view of data collection
and analysis. In this case, we are not talking about changing the behavior
of citizens in accordance with the government’s agenda. In this regard,
the question arises about the readiness of managers at different levels of
the CAR countries to manage changes, to carry out a full-fledged digital
transformation.

Conclusion. Thus, it should be noted that during the years of
independence, the heads of the five republics of the CAR have repeatedly
made attempts to deepen regional cooperation, but real integration has not
happened. We believe that in the development of regional cooperation,
especially in the digital sphere, between the CAR countries, it is important
to highlight the specifics of relations between the countries, leaders. Indeed,
there have always been individual preferences and decision-making processes
in relations between neighboring countries. So, the scenario of problems when
choosing a Russian, Chinese, European or other platform is not excluded.

According to the data, after more than 30 years, the mechanism
of multilateral cooperation with the participation of all the republics
of the region still needs to be developed in the region. The process
of rapprochement, including in matters of digital development, in the
region is rather declarative. Thus, there is a need for clear plans for the
implementation of projects, experts often note the unwillingness of the
leaders of the republics to transfer part of their powers to supranational
bodies. Differences in economic indicators, weak opportunities for the
implementation of regional projects have become the main obstacles to the
full development of a unified digital agenda.

In this regard, the question of expanding the competencies of the
CAR countries in technological niches, the ability to analyze the amount of
information received remains open. We believe that in order to develop deep
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regional cooperation, countries in successful regions of the world did not
have to strive for identity or sameness. A similar situation in political science
is called «isomorphism». So, for example, within the EU, it is difficult to
compare Poland with Germany, and also in East Asia - South Korea with
Vietnam. Nevertheless, these countries have a common understanding,
common norms or a sense of belonging to the same regional order. Which
ultimately helps to avoid conflicts. As practice shows, regional construction
is the practice of forming a common and unified approach.

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Annotation. After gaining independence, Kazakhstan and China
have achieved significant results in the development of cooperation in
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the oil and gas sector. This study analyzes the energy component of the
Belt and Road Initiative (BRI) and the prospects for the development of
cooperation between the two countries in the oil and gas industry, and also
traces its configuration and dynamics after the proclamation of the BRI,
in order to study the motives for China’s investment in Kazakhstan, as
well as prospects development of relations between the two countries. The
purpose of this article is to analyze the dynamics of development of oil and
gas cooperation between Kazakhstan and China within the framework of
the Energy Silk Road. In order to determine how much the proclamation
of the BRI has affected the relations between the two countries in the
energy sector, it was studied using a comparative analysis of two periods:

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The main purpose of the article is to highlight the existing internal and
external reasons for the outflow of Kazakhstani students to study at leading
universities of the Russian Federation and the conditions for their return to
the Republic of Kazakhstan for the organization of professional activities.
In addition, the article provides a brief description of the legal framework
for regulating cooperation between the Russian Federation and the Republic
of Kazakhstan in the field of education, reflected in several international
agreements. The substantiation of the need for further cooperation between
Russia and Kazakhstan in the educational sphere is given. It is focused
on obtaining knowledge in majors that are not provided by the curricula
of universities of the Republic of Kazakhstan, but these specialists are in
demand in the Kazakh labor market. Therefore, cooperation in the field of
education should be aimed at the exchange of knowledge and experience
in those areas that are most important for the development of the country.
In addition, it is necessary to strengthen the legal framework for regulating
cooperation in the field of education between Russia and Kazakhstan.
Existing international agreements should be supplemented with new ones
that take into account current trends in the development of education and
meet the needs of both countries. In general, cooperation between Russia
and Kazakhstan in the educational sphere is of great importance for both
countries. The exchange of knowledge and experience, as well as the
creation of conditions for attracting talented students and keeping them at
home, will ensure the future development of Kazakhstan’s higher education
system and improve the qualification level of Kazakhstani specialists.
