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Abstract. This article is devoted to the foreign policy of the Republic
of Uzbekistan. At present, the foreign policy of the Republic of Uzbekistan
towards the countries of Central Asia,namely Kazakhstan, is of special interest
and discussion among the expert community. And this is no coincidence.
Since 2016, after the accession of Sh. Mirzieyev to the post of President, the
foreign policy of the state began a new stage of development. In the Action
Strategy in five priority areas in 2017-2021 and the Development Strategy
of New Uzbekistan for 2022-2026, the President of the country outlined
the main foreign policy priority - Central Asia, thereby setting the goal of
creating a belt of good neighborliness and mutually beneficial cooperation,
stability and harmonious neighborhood in the region. The author of the
article considers the main directions of foreign policy at the present stage of
development, noted in a separate direction of the Strategy, focusing on and
analyzing the main achievements in the relationship between the Republic
of Uzbekistan and the Republic of Kazakhstan, by applying methods such
as historical, comparative and content analysis. These methods allowed
the author to fully analyze and identify the main factors contributing to the
strengthening and development of friendly relations between the Republic
of Uzbekistan and Kazakhstan. The main purpose of this article is to analyze
the foreign policy of the Republic of Uzbekistan and summarize the results
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achieved by Sh. Mirzieyev in cooperation with a neighboring state. The
author came to the conclusion that Uzbekistan, being an equal subject of
international relations, pursues an active foreign policy at the regional level,
develops and strengthens mutually beneficial relations with the Republic of
Kazakhstan.

Basic provisions

The Republic of Uzbekistan pursues an open, mutually beneficial and
constructive foreign policy based on the national interests of the country.
The modern foreign policy of the republic is built taking into account the
dynamically changing situation in the world and the region, as well as large-
scale internal transformations in the country.

One of the main tasks of the foreign policy activity of Uzbekistan is
the formation of a belt of peace, stability and security around the country.
In this regard, the main priority of the foreign policy direction is the
development and strengthening of friendly, good neighborly and mutually
beneficial relations with the states of Central Asia. [1].

Introduction

Uzbekistan is the most populous country in Central Asia. It is
noteworthy that the majority of the population is young, accounting
for more than 60 per cent of the total population. It should be noted that
Uzbekistan occupies a favourable geopolitical position in the centre of the
Central Asian region, which contributes to mutually beneficial cooperation
with the Central Asian countries. However, the State did not always have
friendly relations with its neighbours. I. Karimov’s approach in this regard
was very conservative, which was reflected in his decisions. With the arrival
of the new President, significant changes have taken place in the foreign
policy of the Republic of Uzbekistan. Unlike his predecessor, Sh.Mirzieyev
started a multi-pronged policy process with an emphasis on cooperation
with Central Asian countries, strengthening the position of an important
regional player. The new President outlined his foreign policy vision in the
Strategy for Action in five priority areas in 2017-2021, where a whole section
was devoted to Uzbekistan’s foreign policy. The main priority direction of
foreign policy Sh.Mirzieyev identified the countries of Central Asia and this
is expected, as the observance of friendly neighborly relations between the
states is important for the development of the country. The continuation of
the policy of establishing relations with the neighbors continues in the New
Uzbekistan Development Strategy for 2022-2026. The Strategy envisages
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joint development of the Strategy for Regional Cooperation for Central
Asia, continuation of the annual regular Consultative Meetings of the Heads
of State of Central Asia and active participation in them, etc. [2] Despite the
already existing pool of sources on this topic, the author intends to expand
the source base on the foreign policy of the Republic of Uzbekistan.

Description of materials and methods

In the course of writing the article were analyzed both primary and
secondary sources: scientific articles published in scientific publications
and analytical portals, legislative documents, analytical notes and official
statements of heads of states and politicians, speeches, interviews, messages
of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan. In carrying out the article,
the author used traditional methods of research - comparative, historical,
content analysis, which contributed to the analysis of the foreign policy of
the state, priorities of its foreign policy and the identification of the main
indicators, achieved during the presidency of Sh.Mirzieyev.

Results

The main objective of the foreign policy activity of the Republic of
Uzbekistan is to consolidate the independence and sovereignty of the State,
strengthen its place and role in the international arena, and create a belt
of security and stability around the country; active promotion of national
interests of the republic. In a short period of time Sh.Mirzieyev has given a
new impetus to relations with the countries of Central Asia, especially with
the Republic of Kazakhstan, having solved a number of important issues
that have arisen under the first President of Kazakhstan. The new President
has raised Uzbekistan’s relations with its neighbouring State to a high level
of strategic and alliance partnership, which is particularly important in the
midst of the ongoing geopolitical transformation.

Discussion

Under 1. Karimov, Uzbekistan was quite isolated from regional
affairs. This inevitably affected relations with neighbouring countries,
created difficulties in developing a common algorithm for solving regional
issues, began to accumulate regional problems and increased tension in the
region. Foreign policy of Sh.Mirzieyev served as a trigger for new ideas and
intensive integration into Central Asia. Over the years, the dynamics set by
the president is only growing. The main strategic priority of the Republic
of Uzbekistan is the strengthening of trustful and friendly relations with
neighbouring States, for which integration and joint solution of pressing
problems of ensuring stability are necessary, and achieving sustainable
development in the region.
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In 2017, Sh.Mirzieyev initiated the annual Presidential Consultations.
In total, 4 meetings were held, 5 meetings are planned in September 2023
under the chairmanship of Tajikistan. Such meetings have a positive impact
on the relations of the states in the region, as they are open to constructive
and open discussion of topical issues of cooperation in the region and
solution of common problems.

Border disputes, as well as water problems, have often led to tensions
between States. After the transit of the authorities in Uzbekistan, the process of
delimiting the borders of the Republic of Uzbekistan with neighbouring States
has almost been completed, and water issues have also been speedily addressed.

The first strategic ally of Uzbekistan in Central Asia is Kazakhstan,
the largest country in Central Asia. Since S. Mirzieyev came to power,
the number of meetings and telephone conversations between Astana and
Tashkent has increased dramatically. Sh. Mirzieyev made his first visit
as President to Kazakhstan in March 2017, during which the leaders of
the states adopted a Joint Declaration on further deepening the strategic
partnership and strengthening good neighborliness, signed documents and
agreements worth more than $800 million. The state visit of Sh.Mirzieyev to
Astana in December 2021 immediately after the inauguration is also proof
of the improvement of relations. Leaders of Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan
discussed a wide range of issues of bilateral strategic partnership, including
key aspects of political, trade and economic, investment, transport and
transit, cultural and humanitarian cooperation. Special attention was paid to
ensuring stability and security in the region, as well as interaction through
multilateral structures. [3]

Industrial and economic integration

The leading place among industrial cooperation and economic
integration between the republics is occupied by the spheres of transport
and communications, mechanical engineering and agricultural production.
Due to the sale of fuel, agricultural products, textiles, transport equipment,
trade between Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan is gaining momentum. Wheat,
oil, cars, ores are mainly exported. Bodies, engines, spare parts for cars,
grapes, etc. are sent to Kazakhstan from Uzbekistan.

The number of joint ventures is increasing every year. To date, more
than 1,200 enterprises with the participation of Kazakh capital operate in
the Republic of Uzbekistan, 14 representative offices of Kazakh companies
are accredited, in Kazakhstan, in turn, there are about 200 enterprises with
the participation of the Uzbek side. The level of mutual trade is increasing
every year. The dynamics of trade between the Republic of Uzbekistan and
the Republic of Kazakhstan is shown in Table 1.

At the end 0f 2022, the trade turnover reached a record $5 billion, thus
showing an increase of 29.8% compared to the previous year. In the near
future, it is planned to increase the trade turnover to $10 billion. Kazakhstan
has taken one of the first places among trading partners in Central Asia, which
confirms the importance and interconnectedness of the two economies.

In April 2021, on the border of Uzbekistan and Kazakhstan, the
construction of the International Center for Trade and Economic Cooperation
“Central Asia” was started, and in May 2023, Astana and Tashkent signed
a Roadmap to accelerate the construction of the ICPC “Central Asia”, the
construction of which will contribute to deepening cooperation in agriculture,
including increasing mutual trade in the agro-industrial complex and the
food industry, as well as further developing industrial cooperation.

Cultural and humanitarian cooperation

Relations between Uzbekistan and Kazakhstan are developing
not only in the trade and economic sphere, but also in the cultural and
humanitarian sphere. 2018 in Kazakhstan was proclaimed the year of
Uzbekistan, and 2019 - the year of Kazakhstan in Uzbekistan. In this
regard, various cultural events were held on the territory of Kazakhstan
and Uzbekistan, for example, concerts, exhibitions, performances, festivals.
This testifies to the mutual respect between the fraternal peoples. This is
also evidenced by the “Declaration between the Republic of Kazakhstan
and the Republic of Uzbekistan on allied relations™ signed in December
2021, which brought the relationship of states to a completely new level.
The priority area of cooperation is also the sphere of transport and transit
traffic. Tourism between Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan is growing. Residents
of Kazakhstan acquire tourist vouchers to Tashkent, Samarkand, Bukhara
and other historical cities, where they get acquainted with the original
culture and traditions of the Uzbek people. Tourists from Uzbekistan prefer
to visit sacred places, for example, Turkestan, and the megacities of Astana,
Almaty, the resorts of Burabay, Balkhash, etc.
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The sphere of education is developing dynamically: memorandums
are concluded between the higher institutions of the states (more than 50
memorandums), there is an exchange of students and teachers to increase
the level of professionalism and exchange of experience. In 2023, there
were more than 15 thousand students from Uzbekistan in Kazakhstan.

In addition, it is planned to open three Kazakh universities in the
Republic of Uzbekistan. Negotiations are underway to open branches of
Al-Farabi Kazakh National University, L.N. Gumilyov Eurasian National
University and M. Auezov South Kazakhstan University in Tashkent. In
turn, the opening of the Tashkent Institute of Irrigation and Agricultural
Mechanization Engineers is planned in Taraz city. The opening of branches
of Kazakh universities in Uzbekistan and branches of Uzbek universities in
Kazakhstan is an important breakthrough in relations between the two states
in terms of mutual projection of what is called “soft power”.

Regional Security

The integration of Uzbekistan and Kazakhstan plays a significant role
inthe security of the region. An example of'this is the Declaration between the
Republic of Kazakhstan and the Republic of Uzbekistan on allied relations
signed in December 2021, which took the form of the Treaty on Allied
Relations. “Allied relations between the Republic of Kazakhstan and the
Republic of Uzbekistan are built on the basis of comprehensive cooperation,
trust, equality and mutual consideration of national interests, mutual respect
for independence, sovereignty, territorial integrity and inviolability of state
borders, as well as conscientious fulfillment of mutual obligations,” the
Treaty says [2]. The agreement provides for close cooperation in the field
of security, that is, in the event of a threat to one of the republics, the other
side guarantees comprehensive support, including military, if necessary. In
addition, the parties undertake not to participate in any blocs or alliances,
and also refrain from participating in any actions directed against the other
side. At the same time, states are making efforts to promote the settlement
of regional conflicts by peaceful means/through negotiations on the basis
of generally recognized norms of international law, and above all, respect
for and ensuring the sovereignty, territorial integrity and inviolability of
the borders of states [5]. In the current realities, in the context of global
geopolitical turbulence, we believe that this was a necessary step for even
greater regional integration.

Conclusion

Thus, having made a brief analysis of the foreign policy of the Republic
of Uzbekistan in relation to the Republic of Kazakhstan, it can be said with
confidence that since 2016, the relationship between the two states has
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reached a completely new high level. The leaders of the states resolved such
issues as water use, delimitation and demarcation of state borders between
Uzbekistan, use of transport communications, crossing state borders.
Industrial and economic cooperation, the cultural and humanitarian sphere,
and the sphere of regional security are actively developing. Undoubtedly,
the foreign policy of the Republic of Uzbekistan meets the national interests
of both states. To date, the leaders of the states have laid a solid foundation
for prosperity and mutually beneficial cooperation and integration.

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Abstract. International student migration is a current trend in modern
migration processes. Educational migration of Kazakhstani youth is one of
the vectors of the country’s external migration, which has certain effects
in the socio-economic and political development of the country. This
study is intended to study the main channels and some of the mechanisms
of international educational migration of Kazakhstani youth. The article
provides an overview of the most used methods of admission to study
abroad for young people from Kazakhstan. On the basis of the research, the
main channels and types of mechanisms for educational emigration from
Kazakhstan were established, including within the framework ofthe Bolashak
program, within the framework of bilateral international agreements and
independent admission to both paid and free education. The mechanisms of
educational migration over the past two decades have already been stable,
but still need to be improved. Educational migration from Kazakhstan is
not only a current trend in the context of reflecting the migratory moods of
young people, but in order to increase the competitiveness of specialists and
form communities of professionals from various industries. The study of
the main channels and mechanisms of educational emigration in the Kazakh
context also affects the long-term effects of this phenomenon, including
return, reintegration and involvement in the national labor market and its
sustainable development.
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Basic provisions

Over the past two decades, educational migration from Kazakhstan
has become a significant trend, reflecting the aspirations of young people
to seek educational opportunities abroad. This form of migration is driven
by the desire to enhance competitiveness and gain access to a diverse
range of educational resources and experiences. Thus, understanding the
main channels and mechanisms of educational emigration of Kazakh youth
allows to assess long-term effects and to encompass various aspects such as
return, reintegration, and participation in the national labor market.

Introduction

International students are generally defined as having left their country
of origin and moved to another country for the purpose of study, and are
usually divided into two groups: a first group includes those who move
abroad to complete a degree, the other for those who move for a short-term
study exchange. Education was the most important factor in the production
of human capital and was of great importance for the realization of the
economic interests of the host states. With the rapid rise of international
education, more and more students are seeking higher education in foreign
countries and many international students now consider overseas study
a stepping-stone to permanent residency within a country. It is crucial to
highlight all possible mechanisms of youth migration for studying abroad.
Kazakhstani youth choose to apply for universities in different ways.
In particular, students traditionally study abroad through study abroad
programs, or through a third-party provider, enroll directly with a university
overseas or at a language school abroad. Besides, students take a global
independent study based on their research projects, become an intern
abroad, study through a student exchange program or get supported by the
federal government to study abroad.

The main purpose of this study is to reveal main channels and
mechanisms of educational migration that Kazakhstani youth are involved.

Description of materials and methods

The methodological basis of this scientific article lies upon the method
of studying and analyzing resources, synthesis and statistical method. These
methods have been employed to study and analyze scientific works and
articles based on educational migration. A descriptive analysis has been
used to identify basic channels and mechanisms in the case of Kazakhstan.
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Literary review

The study of migration channels and mechanisms is therefore important
since they play a key role in explaining how students choose to migrate,
and, how international educational migration is controlled and directed.
For the first time in the migration science, the complete description of the
migration “channels” was developed by Findlay and Garrick who proposed
“migration channels” for the evaluation of international skill transfers on
patterns of British skilled transient movement” [1]. In particular, channel
and mechanisms of international student migration were studied by Hans
de Wit underlining “mechanisms and factors that shape student migration”
[2], and Michael A. Woolf who has written extensively on topics related to
student migration, including the mechanisms and factors that contribute to it,
focusing on the “growth and expand of short-term programs” [3]. The study
of student migration mechanisms has been enriched by the Ronald Skeldon
noted “understanding the migration of students and skilled professionals”
[4]. There are new actors, new rationales, new programs, new regulations,
and the new context of globalization. It is important to shed a light on the
growing numbers of students, professors, and researchers participating
in academic mobility schemes, the increase in the number of courses,
programs, and qualifications that focus on comparative and international
themes, and the establishment of new national, regional, and international
organizations focused on international education [5].

Results

For almost the entire second half of the 2000s and 2010, the trend of
educational migration from Kazakhstan affected the change in the quality
of the country’s human capital. Among the neighborhood countries, the
Russian Federation is still leading the list of top destination countries for
Kazakhstani youth, followed by Kyrgyzstan, Tiirkiye and China, although
the number of Kazakhstani students choosing Russian universities has
decreased over the past four years. It also should be noted, in particular, by
2020, educational emigration and student movement vectors and directions
have changed significantly. In total, during the period under review, the main
outflows of educational migration from Kazakhstan have been directed to
European countries such as the UK, Czechia, Poland and Germany, and the
USA [6]. UNESCO defines “mobile students” as those who cross a border
to seek education, and works with global, regional, and national authorities
to ensure that students receive a quality education that will benefit all
concerned: the student and both origin and destination countries. According
to the Bureau of Statistics, the number of young people leaving the country is
really growing. For example, in 2016, 3,769 people left the country, in 2017
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— 3,708, in 2018 — 4,069, in 2019 — 4,038 people, and in 2020, despite
quarantine measures, 5,712 people (aged 14 to 28 years) left the country [7].

As educational migration involves the movement of individuals
across borders for the purpose of pursuing educational opportunities, here
are some key mechanisms to outline: a) International Student Exchange
Programs; b) Scholarships and Financial Aid; ¢) Migration Policies and Visa
Regulations; ¢) Global Rankings and Reputation; f) Language Proficiency
and Standardized Tests; g) Cultural and social networks; h) Globalization
and technological advancements. Consequently, we would extensively
research based on resources within the framework of educational migration
mechanisms and channels. This research will further determine primary
mechanisms and channels of receiving education abroad which Kazakhstani
youth prefer to imply.

Discussions

Educational migration, among other migration flows, can be
distinguished based on such a classification feature as the purpose of
movement. Educational migration accounts for a significant share in
the overall structure of migration flows the period of globalization, the
internationalization of higher education increased dramatically, and it
has become a market driven activity. Mobility of students, scholars and
programs; reputation and branding (manifested by global and regional
rankings), and a shift in paradigm from cooperation to competition were the
main manifestations of the agenda of internationalization in higher education
over the past 30 years. International education became an industry, a source
of revenue and a means for enhanced reputation and soft power.

In 2020, there were 4.4 million international students enrolled in
the OECD, accounting for 7% of all tertiary students. The most important
receiving countries are the United States (22% of all international students),
the United Kingdom (13%) and Australia (10%) [8].

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According to the analysis of the recent outflow of Kazakhstani
young people, the import of educational services and departure for higher
education to foreign universities is growing. As of 2020-2021, about 14%
of Kazakhstan students study abroad. In OECD countries, it ranges from
1% to 8% [9].

In the case of Kazakhstan, young people who preferred to study
abroad in the 2020-2021 academic year at various universities all over the
world were 89, 292. We have listed the top 10 destination countries where
Kazakh youth chose to study. Overall, the biggest share of students abroad
shows the Russian Federation accounting for 71368 students. Then, Tiirkiye
comprised nearly 2200 students, which was followed by Kyrgyzstan with
2083, and Czechia with 2027 students. The USA is leading in the list among
the 1000s reaching at a mere 1800 students leaving behind the UK, Poland
and Germany. South Korea takes the 9™ place in the choice of student’s
for education destination with 755 students whereas Canada showed 651
students [10].

Based on the concept of international education, countries offer various
study programs in support to foreigners in the form of simplifying the process
of obtaining visas, scholarships and creating the necessary infrastructure for
the adaptation of newly arrived students. Business structures, as a rule, are
interested in citizens of another country if they plan to expand the staff of a
foreign branch of your company. They, like the state, provide scholarships
to talented young people with subsequent employment in the company. For
Kazakhstani youth, there are also main student migration channels. Kazakh
students can achieve their missions to study abroad in 5 ways:
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1) state program “Bolashaq”;

2) international scholarships eligible for Kazakhstani student
population;

3) through bilateral scholarships and allowances;

4) mobility programs within the framework of the Bologna process;

5) independent admissions, which are more popular among youth;

In accordance with the carried-out research analysis, it is important
to highlight that all possible mechanisms to foreign education lead to best
experience of living and developing must-have skills widening students’
horizons. Hence, we shall give descriptive data analysis of all channels of
student migration from Kazakhstan.

Kazakh State scholarship “Bolashaq”. This well-established
presidential scholarship program has been operating in Kazakhstan since
1993 and has already helped thousands of local students get a decent foreign
education. Within the framework of the program, the government of the
country pays for Kazakhstani students to study in master’s and doctoral
studies at leading foreign universities, a list of which can be found here.
Support is also provided to Kazakhstanis who want to train in foreign
companies. To receive assistance, a student must choose one of the priority
specialties, pass a scholarship competition, submit the necessary documents,
pass exams for knowledge of Kazakh and English languages. The Bolashak
scholarship program is primarily aimed at training qualified personnel
to work for the benefit of the economy of Kazakhstan. The vast majority
of Bolashaq fellows return to the country after graduation to work in the
civil service or in large local companies. It should be noted that among the
universities of the USA and Europe. From 1993 to 2022, 12, 071 students
have had an opportunity to study abroad through this program [11].

International scholarships for Kazakh youth. 1) Kazakhstan has had its
own branch of the German Academic Exchange Service DAAD since 1994,
which provides comprehensive assistance to students who dream of studying
in Germany. With the support of DAAD, Kazakhstanis can enroll in German
universities, as well as go to language and academic courses. However, the
most popular service remains assistance in obtaining scholarships and grants
to study at German universities. DAAD scholarship programs are designed
for graduates of schools with in-depth study of the German language and for
students entering the master’s and doctoral programs of German universities
[12]. 2) Kazakhstan is among the countries whose citizens can apply for
Chevening government scholarships, has been available to students from
Kazakhstan since 1993, which give the opportunity to study at universities
in the UK for free. The scholarships are primarily aimed at supporting
young leaders who are going to study full-time at master’s degree programs
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at British universities. Within the framework of this program, scholarships
cover not only the cost of studying in the chosen program, but also living
expenses during the entire study period [13].

Bilateral scholarship programs.

1) The “Abai-Verne” Scholarship Program is a joint program of the
Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan and the
Ministry of Europe and Foreign Affairs of the French Republic. Within
the framework of this Program, which provides 30 scholarships for 2-year
undergraduates master students’ studying at Kazakh universities and 5
scholarships for doctoral students preparing a dissertation under joint
scientific supervision, a competition is announced without limiting the
choice of specialties.

2) Within the framework of the Agreement between the Ministry of
Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan and the Ministry
of Human Resources of the Republic of Hungary on cooperation in the
field of education and science, 250 grants are allocated annually under the
Stipendium Hungaricum Program. Since 2014, Kazakhstani students have
had the opportunity to apply for Stipendium Hungaricum scholarships to
pursue their higher education studies in Hungary.

In general, students’ migration for studying purposes can also be
described within academic mobility. The academic mobility refers to
students and teachers in higher education moving to another institution
inside or outside of their own country to study or teach for a limited time.
The Bologna process regulates academic mobility within European higher
education area. Mobile students are usually divided into two groups:
free-movers are students who travel entirely on their own initiative,
while program students use exchange programs at a department, faculty,
institution, or national level. The best-known example of a mobility program
is the Erasmus+ program, which was set up in 1987. In 2016, Erasmus+
supported 725 000 mobilities and funded close to 21 000 projects. Overall,
79 000 organizations have benefitted from the Erasmus+ program in 2016.
In its turn, Erasmus+ program started in Kazakhstan in 2014. For the period
2015-2020, on international credit mobility Kazakhstan showed 56% leading
among Central Asian countries. In its turn, degree mobility, the long-term
form of mobility, is the physical crossing of a national border to enroll in
a tertiary level degree program in the country of destination. Students are
enrolled as regular students in any semester of a degree program taught in the
country of destination, which is different from their country of origin with
the intention of graduating from the program in the country of destination.
Credit mobility is the short-term form of mobility. It is defined as temporary
tertiary education or a study-related traineeship abroad within the framework
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of enrolment in a tertiary education program at a “home institution” for the
purpose of gaining academic credits. Through the opportunities provided
for students to pursue a self-organized, mobility-based traineeship abroad
with relevance for their studies at certain organizations or higher education
institutions, students could develop real-life skills and experience in support
of their longer-term professional goals.

In this article, we have analyzed the basic migration channels of
students’ mobility. In particular, students choose to mobilize with a package of
experience either to continue education for better qualification abroad, or they
actually would have aims to set a good perspective in a destination country
in terms of educational migration. For that, they mostly enroll by individual
admissions and directly with universities abroad. Nowadays, technologies
are improved and sending on-line applications makes it more convenient.
Additionally, scholarships and allowances agreed between two countries
for Kazakhstani young population, as for both graduates of high school and
undergrads for further academic degrees, with the aim of full-time tuition is
regarded as the second main channel. Seeking opportunities is a key intention
of determinants of migration which relates to an educational emigrant.

Conclusion

Educational migration for Kazakhstan is increasingly seen as one of
the factors influencing the socio-economic and demographic processes in
the country. At the same time, this migration trend is seen as a necessary
condition for the modernization of the country. Along with this, state
regulation of educational migration is an important component in the
system of state migration policy. Due to the educational migration of the
country, the competitiveness of young people and the development of the
internationalization of education, science and production are developing. The
acquired experience in the field of culture and language during the period of
study will contribute to further advancement and gaining benefits, and on
the other hand, may contribute to the development of business structures
between countries.

As part of our study, we conducted a study of the mechanisms of student
migration, as a result of which the following conclusions were drawn. Firstly,
education abroad guarantees the high quality of the educational process and
its standards. Thus, students always try their educational missions abroad
at the expense of the nation state and benefits, for example, this is attractive
to young people from border provinces and regions. Another channel for
the exchange of young minds is international training programs. Thirdly,
most universities in the world offer individual admission programs, and the
benefit for the exporter of education is obvious: the country does not incur
costs but receives payment for the provision of educational services and the
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integration of a young specialist and a member of the society into the host
society. Bilateral study programs are also a reliable way to study abroad.

The definition of the main channels and mechanisms for the development
of educational migration from Kazakhstan shows a diversified spectrum,
including state participation, involvement in exchange programs and the
use of financial opportunities of citizens themselves and other countries.
To enhance the benefits of educational emigration abroad in the country of
origin, in particular in Kazakhstan, it is necessary to have a steady attraction
to the labor market and science so that the outflow channels have a reverse
flow.

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Abstract. In the context of globalization and integration, the world
community is a rather complex system of relationships between various
actors. In addition, one of the active participants in civil society is the
youth. Modern innovation and digitalization have contributed to rapid
maturation, development of flexible skills and the integration of youth.
Today young people started to participate in solving the pressing problems
of society, especially if these issues affect such areas as the socio-political
development of society, values, state stability and sustainable development,
etc. Moreover, young people in this direction are gradually becoming more
active on not only a national scale, but also show interest in working at
international associations and organizations. Thus, young people are
reaching a qualitatively new level of cooperation and integration, which
contributes to the emergence of new structures and forms in regional and
international organizations.

One of the examples of youth cooperation with supranational structures
is the specifics of the youth direction in Shanghai Cooperation Organization
(SCO). The purpose of this research is to show how young people work in
SCO, what are the main areas of work and opportunities available today.
The object of the study is youth and the youth direction in the activities
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of the SCO. Subject of the article is the current issues and challenges that
exist in the SCO region, and the role of young people, their assistance in
resolving these problems. It was also concluded that activities of the SCO
and the Youth Council provide great opportunities for young people and act
as a unique platform for solving problems of the young generation both at
the regional and state levels, create opportunities for young people to realize
their interests and goals in order to build a more sustainable and secure
peace.

Basic provisions

In contemporary world, the trend towards internationalization of
international relations has led to an expansion of the range of actors, and
one of the active participants are represented by the young people. The
desire of young people to participate in various international and regional
associations gradually strengthens their willingness to integrate beyond the
national level, and youth policy within countries and organizations plays a
bigrole. Based on the analysis of works and research, it can be confirmed that
youth policy today is becoming an integral part of the political mechanism
of both a sovereign state and an integration association. And in the context
of the development of modern integration processes in the Eurasian region,
considering the existing socio-public relations between states, it is youth
policy that should become the driving force that will contribute to the
development of regional integration and mutually beneficial interstate
cooperation in the long term.

Introduction

In the history of modern international relations, the process of
establishment and development of the SCO is a positive result of creative
and diplomatic work. The organization laid the foundation for a new
world view of security, which contains the foundations of mutual trust,
disarmament, partnership and security; enriched the new type of interstate
relations initiated by the Russian Federation and China, on the basis of
which a partnership, not a union, a form of regional partnership was created
[1]. Being complex and at the same time attractive in its structure, the SCO
is currently gradually transforming and evolving in its activities through
the involvement of various civil society actors, especially the integration
of young people of the participating countries through the organization’s
structures is interesting.

The youth generation representing the Shanghai Cooperation
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Organization member countries accounts for almost half of the world’s
young population. The SCO member states are improving their work
mechanisms and development policies in the field of geopolitics and
regional security every day. Even today, we can observe a growing trend
in the youth movement, which means that special importance is attached to
the issue of involving the younger generation in pressing issues of the SCO.

The main directions in this research are updating the strengthening
of youth integration within the SCO, identifying new challenges and new
opportunities for youth cooperation. The article also attempts to analyze the
possibilities of creating and expanding platforms for youth exchange and
cooperation.

Description of materials and methods

When writing this article, the theoretical methods were based on the
method of system historical analysis, as well as the method of forecasting
and causal analysis. As an empirical method, we applied situational analysis,
observation and description methods that were used to study the content of
documents, speeches, events and other materials on the research topic.

Results

The development of young people themselves and their involvement
in the processes of national and international development is quite a
complex process in itself. Young people, together with their interests, goals
and objectives, are a unique and at the same time insufficiently studied
phenomenon of civil society.

Studies have shown that the integration of young people within the
framework of international associations and organizations is directly related
and depends on increasing the level of activity of these organizations,
activating youth mobility, and thereadiness of young people and organizations
for mutual cooperation, an objective perception of socio-economic, socio-
political, scientific and cultural transformations taking place in modern
society. It was also revealed that the most popular programs among young
people are cultural exchanges and youth policy, informal meetings and
seminars, which are usually implemented in the SCO countries, and here
the SCO Youth Council acts as a dialogue platform for cooperation between
young people from the participating countries.

As a result of the research, data information was also obtained on the
factors and features of the development of integration processes of the SCO
youth, which can later be used to improve the work of the SCO, choose
methods and forms of work on the development of communications of the
younger generation, develop effective management decisions, forecast the
potential of youth policy development not only at the and in the state policy
of the participating countries.
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Discussion

To date, the creation of regional and international organizations has
become a general trend in international relations. Regional cooperation
considers an increasing geography of actors in the global community, which
in turn creates various conditions and mechanisms for interaction between
participants, establishes their legal relationships with all legal consequences.
Similar changes have taken place in the Eurasian space.

Shanghai Cooperation Organization

The collapse of the USSR on the one hand, and on the other hand, the
mutual interests of independent states in the context of new socio-political
and economic realities and geopolitical changes became the main factors
in the formation of regional security and integration of the Central Asian
countries [2].

Independent countries are faced with acute questions about self-
identification, determining the future path of development, and solving
problems in various areas of the state’s life. At that time, the newly
independent states were already making national security and the integrity
of borders their primary task, countering challenges and threats, and
preventing drug trafficking and terrorism.

The desire of States for socio-economic, military-political integration
faced some unforeseen problems and challenges, such as the hidden
confrontation that existed at that time in the ranks of some independent
states that were not ready to delegate some of their powers and functions
to supranational structures. Nevertheless, gradual trust and common goals
for the sake of collective security in the region and further cooperation of
States at the regional and international levels have led to the creation of
organizations and associations that differ in their composition and direction
of work, one of which is the Shanghai Cooperation Organization. This
organization was created to ensure stability and geographical coverage, and
it has become one of the most significant regional organizations in the world.

The main goals and objectives of the SCO are:

» strengthening mutual trust, friendship and good-neighborliness
between the Member States;

+ development of multidisciplinary cooperation aimed at maintaining
and strengthening peace, security and stability in the region, contributing
to the construction of a new democratic, just and rational political and
economic international order;

 joint counteraction to terrorism, separatism and extremism in all
their manifestations, fight against illegal drug and arms trafficking, other
types of transnational criminal activities, as well as illegal migration;

» promotion of effective regional cooperation in political, trade and
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economic, defense, law enforcement, environmental protection, cultural,
scientific and technical, educational, energy, transport, credit and financial
and other areas of common interest;

» promote comprehensive and balanced economic growth, social
and cultural development in the region through joint actions based on equal
partnership in order to steadily raise the standard of living and improve the
living conditions of the peoples of the Member States;

 coordination of approaches to integration into the global economy;

* promotion of human rights and fundamental freedoms in
accordance with the international obligations of Member States and their
national legislation;

* maintaining and developing relations with other States and
international organizations;

* cooperation in the prevention of international conflicts and their
peaceful settlement;

* joint search for solutions to problems that will arise in the twenty-
first century [3].

The launch of the SCO’s activities in the Central Asian region gave
a new impetus to the development of the region, and also became another
incentive for the development and improvement of the mechanisms and
principles of the international regulatory framework of the participating
countries. It is also worth noting that when studying the work of the SCO and
other organizations, it is also worth noting that there is mutual cooperation
between young people, some mutual enrichment, exchange of opinions
and views, which is useful both for young people and for improving the
mechanisms of work in the organization itself.

Today, the SCO is one of the key players in the region, whose activities
cover not only military-political, but also cultural, social, trade, economic
and other areas of state life. Later, a number of important documents were
adopted and structures were created, special operations and measures
aimed at maintaining peace and stability in the region were implemented.
However, one of the breakthrough events in the field of youth cooperation
and integration within the SCO was the establishment of the SCO Youth
Council.

According to the legal documents, the purpose of creating the Youth
Council is to develop international youth cooperation of the SCO countries
in various fields, such as:

+ cooperation of young leaders — development of proposals to
the SCO governing bodies on issues of interstate cooperation, on issues
discussed within the framework of the SCO agenda, on the most acute
problems of concern to the youth of the participating countries;
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* development of cultural exchange — holding festivals, exhibitions,
creative competitions, literary readings, lectures on art to get acquainted
with the culture and traditions of countries; establishment of awards and
implementation of encouraging programs; organization of youth camps;
programs of multilateral youth exchanges;

* cooperation in the field of sports — tournaments and friendly
matches, sports competitions of youth teams; holding sports camps;

* cooperation in the field of education-organization of international
conferences, student exchanges.

5. The SCO Youth Council is a unique dialogue platform aimed at
improving the activities of youth organizations, associations, and movements
within crpan the SCO countries: the Republic of Kazakhstan, the People’s
Republic of China, the Kyrgyz Republic, the Russian Federation, the
Republic of Tajikistan, and the Republic of Uzbekistan. (The national part
of the Republic of Uzbekistan joined the SCO MC on July 15, 2018 in
Qingdao.) [4]

The issue of including the youth component in the work of the SCO
dates back to the moment of voicing the initiativessr of the first President of
the Republic of Uzbekistan Shavkat Mirziyoyev in 2017, and the meeting
of the Council of Heads of SCO Member States, where the Joint Appeal
of the Heads of SCO member States to Youth and the Action Program for
its implementation were presented. The document emphasized the current
idea, namely, the call to pay attention to education, spiritual and moral
education of young people, the formation of the desire for knowledge
and self-improvement among young men and women, the harmfulness of
involving the younger generation in the activities of various types of terrorist
organizations and extremist movements that seek to attract them to their
activities by manipulating the fragile consciousness of destructive, in fact,
criminal activity. The adoption of such a document was a breakthrough,
as the SCO member states once again confirmed the organization’s desire
to cooperate with young people and identified the younger generation as a
priority of the SCO countries.

Subsequently, a number of important documents were adopted and
meetings were held, which became a breakthrough in the SCO’s activities,
and the voice of young people from each participating country became more
significant in solving pressing problems in the region.

Currently, the Monoaexxaom coBereSCO Youth Council is working
on the adoption of national parts from youth organizations of the Republic
of India and the Islamic Republic of Pakistan. At the same time, the non-
native part of the SCO Youth Council consists of representatives of national
youth organizations that are founders Mononexuoro coseraof the SCO
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Youth Council, and meetings of the councils are held at least once a year.
The Council’s activities are carried out on the basis of special programs,
for example, there are also projects to create a “youth map of the SCO”,
a youth business incubator in the SCO space, and an International Youth
Information Agency of the SCO countries. Perynsipao mpoBoasrcs The
forum of young leaders of the SCO countries, student forums, seminars,
and youth informal meetings are regularly held.

In recent years, one can observe the gradual development of
cooperation between the SCO and youth, and many researchers note the
integration not only between young people from the SCO member states,
but also the active interest, initiatives and involvement of young people in
the development of strategies and programs, which gives a new impetus
to the development and improvement of the SCO’s working mechanisms.
Thus, young people contribute to the achievement of a sustainable and
secure world, which gives a new breath to the work of the SCO.

The importance of the role and participation of the younger generation
is emphasized in almost all international meetings and events of the SCO. For
example, on March 23-24, 2023 B Hero-/lenn, at the international conference
on the SCO “Reunification-Renewal” in New Delhi, the organization once
again stressed the importance of strengthening integration and stability in
theEurasian space, strengthening connectivity and uniting peoples. Among
other things, special attention was paid to the problem of climate change,
as it has a negative impact not only in the environmental sphere, but also in
humanitarian issues.

According to some researchers, more than 3.2 billion people currently
live in the SCO, of which young people make up more than 55%. The
younger generation of the SCO countries faces all the existing threats and
new challenges, not only in the socio-humanitarian and economic spheres,
but also in the military-political ones at the regional and international levels.
Onena of these threats is the involvement of the younger generation in
terrorist activities. Therefore, it is necessary to create conditions for self-
realization of young people. This is one of the main tasks for the SCO
member states [5].

Some aspects of youth policy

Today, against the background of socio-economic, cultural and
political processes and changes, the voice and participation of young
people are important components in solving the problems of society and
the state. Despite the fact that it is impossible to speak with certainty about
the strong influence of youth associations on the foreign policy of the state,
it is impossible to ignore the great potential of young people in making
decisions and programs at the national level.
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6. Young people are not only the future of the country, they are an
active participant in civil society, they are a carrier of the nation’s genetic
information. In this regard, States need to take into account the interests and
needs of young people, as well as take into account the youth factor in the
development of State and international programs and projects. An example
of this is also the improvement of State mechanisms and policies on youth
issues at the legislative level. For example, Kazakhstane has seen positive
changes in the promotion of youth issues, and a number of documents have
been adopted that have contributed to strengthening and improving the
regulatory framework for youth policy.

The adoption of anumber of important documents and the announcement
of the Year of Youth in 2019 and in the following Year, serve as a vivid
example of the activity and importance of the voice of the younger generation
in society and strengthening the dialogue between the state and youth at the
state level [6, 7]. There is no doubtthat the state policy on youth should create
certain conditions for supporting the potential of young people, developing
their capabilities, ensuring their civic participation in decision-making, giving
them the opportunity to be heard and respond to the needs of young people
within the framework of the Concept of a “Hearing State”, which is clearly
reflected in the strategically important document as the “ Concept of Youth
policy of the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2023-2029 “ from 2023 [8].

When studying youth policy, many domestic and foreign researchers
use a comprehensive approach and take into account the following areas:
education, employment, cultural and political participation, and healthcare [9].
However, some issues of great importance for the integration of young people,
such as migration, recreation and sports, the environment, family, society and
religion, are still unresolved and often remain insufficiently studied.

Conclusion

In the Central Asian region, at the time of independence, two polar
vectors were historically formed in the countries. These are, first of all,
disintegrating tendencies associated with an attempt to overcome the
influence of negative factors of the past as soon as possible. At the same time,
there is also a tendency to establish new connections with the outside world.
There is also competition in political and economic aspects, integration
intentions and the desire for cooperation and integration-which are based on
the political will of the leaders of the Central Asian countries [2]. E- features
of the region in the Eurasian space received their legal reflection through
the creation of regional associations and organizations. A striking example
of this is the establishment of the Collective Security Treaty Organization,
the Shanghai Cooperation Organization, the Conference on Interaction and
Confidence-building Measures in Asia, and others [10].

Today, the SCO, like other regional organizations, strives to improve
the mechanisms of interaction between its member countries, and is
constantly looking for ways to solve modern challenges and threats. And
one of the actors of civil society that can make positive changes not only at
the national but also at the international level is the young generation, its
initiatives and views.

Young people within the framework of international organizations
and associations can contribute to the development of youth cooperation in
such areas as education, culture, tourism, sports, mass media, information
technology and the digital economy. Therefore, youth cooperation within
the framework of the SCO Youth Council is of great importance for the
development of both the SCO itself and the young population of the SCO
countries, and opens up new opportunities for the self-realization of young
people in these countries.

Due to the adoption of important programs and projects at the state
and international levels and the implementation of measures to support
young people in the framework of youth policy, certain difficulties arise
in the participating countries today. First of all, this is related to one of
the most pressing issues — how to support the interests and involvement of
young people, what means and mechanisms to implement their initiatives. It
is only a matter of time before these problems are resolved, and cooperation
and dialogue between the younger generation and States are fundamental
and strategically important factors.

Abstract: The article explores the importance of the Turkic factor in
the development of diplomatic relations between Kazakhstan and Turkey.
The interaction between these two countries is rooted in a common linguistic,
cultural and historical basis, which creates a fruitful field for cooperation.
The author analyzes the influence of this factor on various aspects of
relations, starting from the first steps after Kazakhstan gained independence
in 1991. The article draws attention to the key points of cooperation, such
as the exchange of experience in the field of management, education and
culture. In addition, joint efforts in the field of economic development and
mutual investment are considered, which contribute to strengthening the
interdependence between the two countries. The study also touches on
the geopolitical dimension of relations, showing how similar interests and
views on world issues contribute to cooperation in the international arena.
It is important to note that the article also pays attention to the challenges
that Kazakhstan and Turkey face in the course of developing a partnership,
such as the need to balance between diverse interests and aspirations. In
conclusion, the article emphasizes that the Turkic factor has a significant
impact on the development of diplomatic relations between Kazakhstan and
Turkey. Building on a common cultural base and combining vast areas of
cooperation, the two countries continue to develop their relationship in a
multi-dimensional and mutually beneficial manner.

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CONFLICTING PLURALISMS IN CARIBBEAN SOCIETY:
CHRISTIAN AND NON-CHRISTIAN VIEWS OF THE OTHER

Abstract. The Caribbean region is perhaps the most culturally
diverse of world civilizations. In this cauldron of conflict and creativity
are descendants of the First Peoples, (Caribs and Arawaks, among others)
African slaves and free persons, Indian indentured workers, Chinese,
Portuguese, Jews, Syrians, Lebanese and Arabs, to name the major groups.
Each sector came here with different philosophical beliefs rooted in their
cultural experiences and these have persisted over the centuries despite the
deliberate efforts by the European conquerors to impose a Western Christian
ontology onto conquered peoples and on later settlers. Colonialism was not
just economic domination; it was equally the imposition of a value system
which denigrated anything that was not European and Christian. In our own
time because of their control of the electronic media, these Western values
continue to dominate our airspace and our minds. At the same time, the
non-European, non-Christian sections of the heritage continue to seek their
space, often in direct opposition to the imposed Western systems.

This paper will trace the ideological origins of this cultural clash
and its continued salience in our own time. It will trace the growth of the
Western, Christian ethic from its early beginnings in Europe to the French
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Revolution and its separation of the Church from the State. It will also trace
the separate origins and beliefs of non-Christian, non-Western immigrants
to the Caribbean. Among these were the Africans who brought Islam and
traditional beliefs such as Shango, Rastafari and syncretic faiths such as
Afro-West Baptist belief. There was also the South Asian connection which
brought Hinduism and South Asian Islam. During the 20" century and
even in the early twentieth -first century, other versions of non-Christian
beliefs were added from North America and the Middle East, adding to the
complexity of Caribbean religiosity. The paper will end with an advocacy
for a deeper intra-Caribbean appreciation of the religious Other in a
predominantly Western Judeo-Christian environment so that many of the
tensions which now exist can come closer to a peaceful resolution.

Introduction

The evolution of Western, Christian thought can be traced through such
events as the fall of Rome in the 5" century followed by the Renaissance,
Protestant Reformation, the Age of Enlightenment, the Scientific Revolution
and the French Revolution of 1789 in that order.

The
more mature European leadership noted but did not openly celebrate Bin
Laden’s death. They were aware of the high esteem in which the Osama was
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held in the hearts of so many of their citizens and refugees. In remembering
William Shakespeare, we must recall the bard of Avon’s advice that “the
rarer action is in virtue than in vengeance”.

All that violence begets is more violence. Drone attacks on Islamic
leaders will be met with indiscriminate human carnage as we have seen in
France, Belgium and Turkey. On the 23 of May 2016 the Western press
rejoiced over the drone assassination of Mullah Mansour in Pakistan. The
Pakistani government itself led the protest against the strike. Perhaps an
understanding of the antecedents of civilizational differences and of the
dichotomy between the ecclesiastical and secular works can temper the
antagonism between the two spheres.

The barbarian invasions of Europe, culminating in the fall of Rome
in the 5™ century, led to the disintegration of European civilization, the
burning of books and their authors and the flight of scholars and leaders
of thought to foreign lands. Shortly thereafter, from the 7" century, there
was the rise of the Arab Empire under the religion of Islam. This dynamic
religion was able to break out of the Arabian Peninsula one year after the
death of Muhammad (u.w.bp) and thereafter it spread like a forest fire to
cover most of the Middle East: Syria (635 AD), Iraq (637), Palestine (640),
Egypt (642) and the Persian Empire (Iran) by 650. The faith then moved
eastwards to India and northwards, crossing the Straits of Gibraltar, moving
to Spain, Portugal and France.

Of direct concern to our present discussion is the decisive role played
by Islam-sponsored scholarship in the European Renaissance of the early
16" century. This re-introduction of the ancient classics of Greek and Rome,
the humanist tradition and the re-invigoration of European science was due
to the protection offered to fleeing scholars and their books as well as the
facilitation of further research. Names like Abu Sina (Avicenna), Ibn Rasheed
(Averroes), al Razi (Rhazes) and their amazing works are well-known.
Because of the Islamic belief that the pen of the scholar was mightier than
the sword of the warrior, Islamic scholars borrowed mathematical systems
from the Hindus and made these known to the Western world, the three
most basic tools of Mathematics, namely “Arabic” numerals, the decimal
system and the concept of zero. By adding splints (jabbar) to Arithmetic
they gave us Algebra. The Renaissance was made possible by the return of
all this accumulated knowledge from Islamic centres in Spain (especially
Toledo) and from North Africa. This energized Europe and made possible
not only the Renaissance but equally those intellectual movements which
followed. The Muslim memory is long. Whilst most of this information
is not widely available in the Western world, this legacy has gained much
currency in the Islamic Ummah. In 2016, the Muslims of Serbia dived into
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cold neighborhood rivers to collect the remnants of a 16™-century mosque,
destroyed in the Balkan War thirty years ago. That ancient material was
used to re-build that mosque which was re-opened in May 2016.

Description of materials and methods

The secularization of the West

This article uses a comprehensive literature search method on
sustainable development from academic databases such as SCOPUS,
Web of science, including articles from recognized research institutions.
These data sources provided essential details about resource efficiency,
pollution levels, and the current waste management techniques in order to
evaluate sustainability efforts of Trinidad and Tobago, the Roman Catholic
Archbishop seems not to be caught in this contradiction.

The study identifies best practices, obstacles, and
prospective areas for development by looking at Trinidad and Tobago,
the Roman Catholic Archbishop policies, initiatives, and their effects on
the environment, economy, and society [2]. Such information can help
communities, corporations, and policymakers create effective action plans
for achieving sustainable development objectives [3]. The study’s results
can also help advance international talks on sustainable development,
promoting international cooperation and knowledge exchange for a more
resilient and sustainable world.

The historical movements mentioned above, namely the destruction
of ancient Europe by the barbarians, the Renaissance, Reformation,
Scientific Revolution and French Revolution pushed Europe increasingly
away from theological to secular, rational explanations of natural
phenomena and of social relations. From thenceforth everything needed
to have a “scientific” explanation. Information had to be provable before
acceptance and faith-based beliefs were largely cast aside by “enlightened”
thinkers and rulers. Leaders of thought and philosophers such as Locke,
Rousseau and Montesquieu advocated the separation of Church from State
and such separation was sealed by the French Revolution. Priests were now
“ecclesiastical functionaries”, the long arm of the Papacy was shortened
and European monarchs could no longer claim to be God’s anointed. These
ideas were soon exported Westwards, across the water to early America
whose leaders were equally willing to warn churchmen to know their place.
One founding father, Thomas Jefferson wrote in1802 that:
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Legislature should make no law respecting an established religion,
or prohibiting the free exercise thereof, this building a wall of separation
between Church and State. This separation was concretized in the
First Amendment to the US Constitution, restricting the influence that
either could exercise on the other. In the long period after the American
Revolution the debate regarding the sharing/separation of the two spheres
has continued unabated and various arguments have been given for and
against this artificial separation. Many who support the separation quote
Jesus’ diplomatic advice that one should render to Caesar what is Caesar’s
and to God what is His. Western, Christian society is very divided on this
issue of separation of Church from State largely because of the illogicality
of such a separation. The affairs of State, dealing with temporal matters,
cannot, in fact be separated from those of the Church which are spiritual.
Each person is composed of logical as well as emotional elements which
constantly interact in the person. How then can these attributes be separated
in the nation. In Trinidad and Tobago, the Roman Catholic Archbishop
seems not to be caught in this contradiction. Therefore he has no problem
in speaking out against abortion or freedom for persons incarcerated for
victimless crimes. And in modern-day politics persons seeking office
have no hesitation, as in the USA, for seeking the votes of Evangelicals or
other religious groups. In our nation (Trinidad and Tobago) we see both
the major parties making strenuous efforts to court the support of Baptists,
Hindus, Muslims and other religious groups whilst loudly proclaiming that
religion should not be mixed with politics. Many persons in the Western
world are caught in a bind imposed upon them during a particular time and
in a different context. And that confusion is reflected in our contradictory
reactions.

This evolutionary ideological journey of Western, Judeo-Christian
thought, resulting in the doctrine of separation of Church from State, did
not take place in the non-Christian world of the Middle East or Asia. Two
major faiths which were destined to increasingly interact with the West are
Hinduism and Islam whose philosophical premises were developed very
differently. Because of their different and separate historical trajectory the
separation between Church and State did not take place. Both these systems
of belief were based on the premise that life was to be holistically lived; the
secular and the spiritual are inextricably bound together therefore human
beings and nations cannot live in separate compartments. Against that
background the use of mosques and mandirs (Hindu temples) to promote
political agendas and social concerns is totally legitimate since these
activities lead to the total development of persons and of nations. This
conflict between separation and holism is the cause of much conflict in
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today’s world. In France as in Trinidad and Tobago there is the problem of
the wearing of the hijab. Eric Williams,Trinidad and Tobago’s first Prime
Minister as part of the western tradition, was so imbued with the idea of
the separation of the spheres that he never understood the Hindu tendency
to use their mandirs or festivals for political mobilization. At one stage
he even stopped the construction of Hindu schools which he described as
“cowsheds” seriously offending a community which regards the cow as
sacred.

A Western soldier who goes to war in Afghanistan or Iraq is usually
more concerned with his equipment than with God. The Islamic soldier is
motivated by the shout “Allahu Akbar!” (Victory to Allah) since he sees war
as a normal part of living and not as a separate activity. In the West there is
consternation that a Shia leader like Moktada Al Sadr can be such a powereful
political force that he can persuade his followers to dismantle a long concrete
barrier in Baghdad, protecting core activities of the State. It is that same
holistic Islamic view which motivates Islamic vigilantes in a German town
to seek to enforce a ban on drinking and other non-Islamic practices, thereby
coming into conflict with civil authorities. In anticipation of such conflict,
Austria is constructing its own legal walls to keep out Muslim refugees.
Unless efforts are made at social integration in the Caribbean and elsewhere,
there will be continuous deterioration of the social fabric.

Results

Attractions of the philosophy of the Other

In both Western and non-Western societies where the youth are
seeking new horizons as bulwarks against the materialism of their own
environments, both Hinduism and Islam offer what appears to be more
viable alternatives. In the Caribbean, Hindu and Islamic culture are in the
ascendant in places like Guyana, Suriname and Trinidad and Tobago . In
these locations, mosques and mandirs dot the landscape, the food, dress
and music are now publicly displayed and India’s rise as a world power
has increased both contacts and confidence. The universalistic values of
both these faiths continue to inspire people in the Caribbean as well as in
other diasporic areas such as North America and Europe. During the past
few decades intra-Caribbean contacts among adherents of these faiths have
significantly increased. All of this activity indicates revival and resurgence
rather than absorption into a Christian-dominated Western ethos. In such
a situation the separation between Church and State becomes increasingly
blurred. There are now distinct Hindu and Moslem media houses which
in their own philosophical mode, see life as an indivisible whole and are
therefore boldly moving in that direction. Hinduism and Islam have now
emerged not only as religions but equally as a social code and a political
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system, heightening the plurality of existing systems of governance.
Western ignorance of this dimension has been the cause of tension in these
plural societies whereas that diversity can be the source of inter-ethnic and
inter-religious harmony. In Hinduism and Islam the religion becomes the
culture whilst Christians swing between the two.

Whereas Hinduism has been more pacific and less proselytizing, but
no less vibrant, Islam has been more aggressive in its approach to the world.
Its assertion of the equality of all believers regardless of race, social or
political status has attracted millions who felt ostracized by race, colour or
class differences.

Discussions

This explains the large number of African-Americans who have now
turned to Islam after centuries of enslavement by Christian planters and
open discrimination afterwards. There are other attractive features to the
young mind, looking for a sense of identity. The profession of the same
beliefs, uttering the same prayers and the turning of the eyes towards the
holy city are powerful binders of people. The purificatory fast of Ramadan
initiated by Christians for a brief period, was extended by Islam to cover the
entire month with fasting limited to the daylight hours. Very significantly
the injunction that each true believer should make haj to Mecca at least once
in a lifetime brings together millions on the plains of Arafat in common
worship. In this way, the Ummah (Muslim Commonwealth) is solidified
and Islam is enormously fortified. In Hinduism, this grand gathering is
matched by the Kumbh Mela on the banks of the Ganges where millions
gather in similar solidarity. The attractiveness of Islam can be gauged
from the fact that recent research has estimated that in 2020 there were 1.6
billion Muslims in 232 countries and this number is expected to rise to 2.2
billion by 2030 At the present time there is friction between the majority
population of Sunni Muslims and the minority of Shiites. This division is
not new. Rather it dates back to the 7" century when there was divergence
regarding the choice of the Caliph. In this debate the Sunnis advocated
election to the post whilst the Shiites felt that the post is divinely sanctioned
and should remain among the descendants of the Prophet (uwbp). This intra-
Islamic conflict has not diminished the over-all impact of the faith globally.
The factors that bind are stronger than those which divide. The religion
continues to be a source of great hope to oppressed peoples everywhere.

Western civilization does not help the international situation since it
constantly sends mixed signals to the world regarding Islam. We have noted
the American administration’s celebration of Osama’s passing. Former
President Donald Trump’s incendiary remarks about Muslims continues
that Islamophobia. On the other hand,there are some Western leaders who
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often proclaim an admiration for Islam. Carly Fiorina, former CEO of
Hewlett-Packard and more recently, Presidential hopeful noted in 2001 that:

Although we are often unaware of our indebtness to this other
civilization, its gifts are very much part of our heritage. The technology
industry would not exist without the contributions of Arab mathematicians.
Sufi poet-philosophers like Rumi challenged our notions of self and truth
leaders like Suleiman contributed to our notions of tolerance and civic
leadership [3].

In similar fashion, King Charles praised the Islamic contribution to
humankind:

The medieval Islamic world, from central Asia to the shores of the
Atlantic was a world where scholars and men of learning flourished. But
because we have tended to see Islam as the enemy of the West, as an alien
culture, society and system of belief, we have tended to ignore or erase its
great relevance to our own history [4].

The raising of the Islamic bogey during the recent election to the
mayoralty of London had added to this ambivalence towards Muslims. Again
this underlies the need for a wider and deeper comprehension about Islam.
The principles of Shura and [jma, consultation and consent, a major principle
of Islamic ontology, needs to find a greater space in western discourse.

Conclusion

The theory of the separation of spheres between the Church and the
State was a drastic solution to a drastic problem which was present in Europe
some four centuries ago. It was really a power struggle between churchmen
and politicians for control of society. Lay society felt that the church was
too influential and sought to curtail ecclesiastical control. The culmination
of this contest for dominance was in the period of the French Revolution.
That theory of separation flourished in the Age of Enlightenment when the
Scientific Method superseded all other considerations. A good example of
this was the new American Constitution, a direct product of the “logical”
doctrines of the time, making clear separation between State and Church.
Similarly, the separation of powers among the Executive, the Judiciary and
the legislative areas of government was a direct result of the new thought.
However the Scientific method lacked feeling, emotion and romance, thereby
denying all sorts of qualities which are natural to mankind. Enlightenment
thinking assumed a mechanistic man, underplaying emotions which are often
stimulated by religious feeling. Therefore the separation of spheres between
Church and State is artificial and now needs to be re-examined and revised.

Because of a different ideological trajectory, Hinduism and Islam
never made the separation between the two spheres. These faiths have
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therefore continued without deviation along the path of marrying the affairs
of Church and of State. In this situation there has been continuous conflict
between these two interpretations. In this scenario, the Western notions
continue to swing between the two systems whilst the adherents of Hinduism
and Islam continue decisively along their different ontology, recognizing
the duality of the human person. In plural societies such as we have in the
Caribbean, it is essential that we shed some of the colonial baggage which
Europe devised for their purposes and which are not necessarily relevant to
our cultural reality. The operational methodology employed by these two
minority faiths differ considerably but the intent is the same.

Security issues cannot be seen in isolation from cultural considerations.
Law and order must not always mean boots on the ground and steel against
steel. Statesmanship must mean an appeal to the totality of each human
being. This appeal must take into account the different ways of seeing
the Other. In this way fundamentalism can be lessened and weakened,
Christian and non-Christian, can engage in more dialogue and try to work
and collaborate with each other and the neglected sectors of society can
be integrated into the larger Whole. The rarer action is in virtue than in
vengeance.

Promoting mindful purchasing, cutting
waste production, and supporting a circular economy is all part of the
transition to sustainable consumption. Incentives, awareness campaigns,
and education can all be quite effective in encouraging people to adopt
sustainable lives and change their behavior.

Disaster Resilience and Climate Adaptation

Natural disasters like earthquakes, tsunamis, typhoons, and floods
are dangerous for Japan. The frequency and severity of extreme weather
patterns are rising due to climate change, further exacerbating these hazards
[14]. Strengthening catastrophe resilience and climate adaptation strategies
is essential to protect people, infrastructure, and the Environment [15]. It
necessitates spending on resilient infrastructure, early warning systems,
community readiness, and eco-friendly solutions that exploit ecosystems’
natural defenses.

International Cooperation

The challenge of sustainable development calls for global cooperation
and knowledge exchange. Japan has a significant influence in worldwide
forums and activities aimed at sustainable development [14]. Japan can
support international efforts to achieve sustainability by exchanging
experiences, best practices, and lessons learned while gaining from shared
ideas and innovations [15].

Abstract. The article is devoted to a critical analysis of the topic of
intercultural communication and modernization in Central Asia, identifying
gaps in the current knowledge and understanding of these relationships.
Then, research methods are described, including qualitative and quantitative
analysis of data obtained during field studies in the region.

The main part of the work is devoted to analyzing the role of key
cultural modulators, such as religion, traditions, education and media, in
forming intercultural communications and the impact on modernization
processes. The study demonstrates that these modulators act as soft power
tools that play a significant role in the region’s socioeconomic development.

Using quantitative methods, including descriptive analysis, cross-
tabulation, Chi-square test and correlation analysis, factors such as religion,
education, media, and ethnic and cultural differences were found to play an
important role as cultural modulators. These modulators can be used as “soft
power” to provide more sustainable and inclusive forms of modernization
that take into account local conditions and the unique cultural and ethnic
characteristics of the region. The importance of attracting young people,
taking into account their education and knowledge of foreign languages,
was also emphasized. The results of the study recommend the development
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and implementation of educational programs that take into account local
cultural and religious characteristics, and the active use of the media to
promote dialogue and cooperation. They also highlight the need for further
exploration of cultural modulators to ensure more sustainable and inclusive
development in Central Asia.

Basic provisions

Intercultural communications in the modern world are becoming
increasingly important in the context of globalization and the growing
interaction of different cultures. In this regard, the Central Asian region is
of particular interest, as it is a unique field of cultural intersections and
interethnic reciprocity.

Central Asia is characterized by the interweaving of the historical,
religious and cultural traditions of different peoples. Modern modernization
processes in the countries of the region represent a complex interaction
between traditional cultural norms and new global trends. In this regard,
the question arises about the role of cultural modulators, such as religion,
traditions, education and media, in the processes of formation of intercultural
communication and their influence on modernization.

Introduction. The purpose of this work is to study the influence
of cultural modulators on intercultural communications in the countries
of Central Asia in the context of modern modernization processes. It
is assumed that these modulators act as “soft power” tools, influencing
the formation of public opinion and the processes of socio-economic
modernization.

To achieve this goal, the following tasks are set in the work:

1. Review of existing scientific literature on the topic of intercultural
communication and modernization in Central Asia.

2. Definition and analysis of the main cultural modulators in the
context of their role in intercultural communication and modernization
processes.

3. Study of the influence of these modulators on modernization
processes in Central Asia based on empirical data collected during field
studies.

It is expected that the results of the study will be of interest to scholars
in the field of intercultural communication, cultural studies and sociology, as
well as to specialists in the field of international relations. In addition, these
works can be useful for the formation of cultural policies and modernization
strategies in the countries of Central Asia.
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The structure of the work includes several main sections. The
introduction is followed by a literature review that will present key
theoretical and empirical works on the topic of intercultural communication
and modernization in Central Asia. This will identify the main problems and
issues that still require research.

The next section will focus on the research methodology, including
the rationale for the choice of data collection and analysis methods. Next,
an analysis of the main cultural modulators and their impact on intercultural
communication and modernization processes in Central Asia will be
presented.

In the final part, the main conclusions obtained during the study will
be formulated and recommendations for further study of the problem will
be proposed. A discussion of possible directions for future research in this
area will also be presented.

Thus, this study seeks to fill a gap in understanding the role of cultural
modulators in intercultural communications and modernization processes
in Central Asia. The results of the work are expected to contribute to the
expansion of the theoretical and practical understanding of these issues.

Description of materials and methods

The problem of intercultural communication in Central Asia has
become the subject of active research in recent decades. Scholars from
various disciplines, including sociology, anthropology, history, and political
science, have analyzed this topic in the context of globalization, ethnic
identity, and religious and political change.

Abdullaev K. and A. Shestopal [1-2] explored the role of religion
in intercultural communication in Central Asia, drawing attention to the
importance of Islam in shaping the cultural landscape of the region. They
note that Islam is a key factor influencing intercultural interaction in the
region, including communication between various ethnic and religious
groups.

On the other hand, N. Martynov and O.Obdalova [3-4]considered
the issue of intercultural communication in the context of modernization
processes. The researchers discuss the impact of globalization on the cultures
of Central Asia, emphasizing how traditional values and norms are being
adapted and transformed under the influence of new global trends. They
argue that this process involves active interaction between local culture and
global influences, leading to the formation of new forms of intercultural
communication.

It is also worth noting the work [5], which conducts a comprehensive
analysis of the modernization processes in Central Asia. They draw attention
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to the fact that modernization in the region often takes place in the context
of friction between traditional values and modern requirements, which is an
important context for understanding intercultural communication.

In the framework of this work, cultural modulators are understood
as factors that shape and influence culture and communication in society.
It can be religion, traditions, education, media and other social institutions
and practices.

The role of religion as a cultural modulator in Central Asia is
undeniable. The works[6] mentioned earlier emphasize the importance of
Islam in the cultural life of the region. However, it is important to take into
account the influence of other religious traditions, such as Orthodoxy and
Buddhism, which are discussed in detail in [7].

Traditions are also a significant cultural modulator in Central
Asia. Studies show that traditional values and practices, such as family
and community rituals, play an important role in shaping social life and
intercultural communication [8-9].

Education is also an important cultural modulator that influences the
processes of intercultural communication and modernization. Some Works
and analyze the role of education in the modernization processes in Central
Asia, emphasizing its importance for the formation of new social norms and
values. [10-11].

Media, in turn, is another significant cultural modulator. Other works
show how the media influence public opinion and shapes images and ideas
about intercultural communication and modernization in Central Asia [12-
13].

Thus, various aspects of intercultural communication and
modernization in Central Asia are analyzed in detail in the existing literature.
The main cultural modulators, including religion, traditions, education and
media, are considered in the context of their influence on these processes.

At the same time, there is a need for a deeper study of the relationship
between these modulators and their role in the processes of intercultural
communication and modernization [14]. In particular, a more detailed
analysis of how these modulators function in Central Asia’s various cultural
and social contexts and how they influence the interaction between different
ethnic, religious and social groups is required.

In addition, an important area for further research is the study of how
cultural modulators influence the processes of modernization in Central
Asia. This includes an analysis of how they can promote or hinder changes
in societal norms and values, and how they can influence the acceptance and
adaptation of new technologies and practices [15].
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Thus, based on the existing literature review, it can be concluded that
the question of the role of cultural modulators in intercultural communication
and modernization in Central Asia remains open for further research. This
suggests the need for a deeper and more comprehensive approach to the
study of this topic, which will include the analysis of various cultural, social
and historical contexts, as well as the application of an interdisciplinary
approach to understanding the complex interactions between different
cultural modulators.

Quantitative research methods will be used to obtain generalized data
on how cultural modulators influence intercultural communication and
modernization in Central Asia. This included the analysis of statistical data
and questionnaires. These methods will collect data from a large number of
respondents and provide the ability to generalize the results to a large group
of people.

Results

This table provides demographic information for the 150 respondents
who participated in the survey.

The respondents were divided into five groups by age. The majority of
respondents (40%) were between the ages of 18 and 25, followed by those
between 26 and 35 (35%). 15% of respondents belong to the age group from
36 to 45 years. Only 5% of respondents are 46 to 55 years old and over 55
years old.

In terms of gender, the sample was evenly distributed: 50% men and
50% women.

In the question about education, the majority of respondents (60%)
indicated that they have higher education. 25% have secondary vocational
education, and 15% have primary or secondary education.

On the question of the profession, the largest percentage of respondents
(25%) work in business. The civil service is 20%, medicine and education
15% each, tourism 10% and other professions 15%.

In terms of ethnicity, the majority of respondents (70%) were Kazakhs.
Russians make up 20%, Uzbeks 5%, Uighurs 2%, and Ukrainians, Tatars
and Germans 1% each. The remaining ethnic groups make up 3%.

Finally, the majority of respondents (80%) live in the city, while 20%
live in the countryside or village (table 1).

In Table 2, the responses appear to be on a scale, possibly from 1 to 5,
where 1 might represent a low or negative response and 5 a high or positive
response. Here are some observations from the table:

1. Interaction with people from other cultures: The average (mean)
response is 3.5, indicating a moderate to high level of interaction. The
median and mode (most frequently occurring value) are both 3, suggesting
a commonality in responses around this point.

2. Experience working in a multicultural environment: The mean
value is 2.7, indicating less experience in multicultural settings. The median
and mode are higher at 3 and 2, respectively, suggesting some level of
experience but with a noticeable dispersion (as evidenced by the standard
deviation of 1.3).

3. Knowledge of foreign languages: The mean, median, and mode
are quite high (3.9, 4, 4 respectively), indicating that respondents generally
reported good knowledge of foreign languages.

4. Importance of cultural modulators: The mean value is 4.2,
indicating that the respondents generally believe cultural modulators are
important. The mode is 5, suggesting that many respondents gave the
highest possible value.
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5. Influence of cultural modulators on modernization and Efficiency
of cultural modulators: Both these fields have high mean, median, and mode
values, indicating that the respondents believe cultural modulators have a
significant influence on modernization and that they are effective.

6. Assessment of the level of regional development: The mean value
is low (2.5), indicating a lower perception of regional development.

7. Problems of modernization, Modernization strategies, and
Problems of interaction between cultures: These fields all have high mean,
median, and mode values, which suggest that the respondents perceive
significant issues with modernization and cultural interaction, but also are
aware of strategies for modernization.

8. Perception of intercultural relations, Stereotypes and prejudices:
These fields show moderate mean, median, and mode values, implying
mixed or average perceptions of intercultural relations and the prevalence
of stereotypes and prejudices.

The standard deviation values in each category provide an
understanding of the spread of responses around the mean. A lower
standard deviation indicates that the responses are closer to the mean, and
hence, there’s less variability in the responses. Conversely, a high standard
deviation shows greater variability in the responses.

This table shows the results of the correlation analysis between different
variables: age, education, experience in an intercultural environment and
knowledge of foreign languages.

The values in each cell are the Pearson correlation coefficient and the
corresponding p-value (in brackets). The correlation coefficient ranges from
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-1 to 1. A value of 1 means a positive linear relationship, -1 is a completely
negative linear relationship, and 0 means no linear relationship.

The p-value indicates the statistical significance of the resulting
correlation coefficient. In general, if the p-value is less than 0.05, the
correlation is considered statistically significant.

Discussions

The following conclusions can be drawn from the table:

1. Age does not correlate with education (r = -0.05, p = 0.56), nor
with experience in an intercultural environment (r = 0.12, p = 0.15), or with
knowledge of foreign languages (r=0.10, p=0.21). This means that the age
of the participants does not affect these variables.

2. Education positively correlates with work experience in an
intercultural environment (r = 0.20, p = 0.03) and knowledge of foreign
languages (r = 0.35, p < 0.01). This may indicate that people with a higher
level of education are more likely to have experience working in an
intercultural environment and have a better command of foreign languages.

3. Work experience in an intercultural environment strongly correlates
with foreign language proficiency (r = 0.50, p < 0.01), which is logical,
since these two aspects are often interrelated.

In the course of the study, significant results were obtained that provide
a new understanding of the role of cultural modulators in intercultural
communication and modernization processes in Central Asia.

1. Religion as a cultural modulator

Religion has proven to be one of the most significant cultural
modulators in the region. It not only forms cultural values and norms of
behaviour, butalso plays an importantrole in public dialogue and intercultural
communication. Religious teachings and practices influence the perception
of modernization, and in some cases can be a source of resistance to change.

2. The role of education

Education is also identified as a key modulator in the context of
modernization. The contribution of education to the modernization process
depends on the quality and content of educational programs, as well as on
the degree of accessibility of education for various groups of the population.

3. Media influence

Media, including both traditional and new forms of media, have a
significant impact on the processes of intercultural communication and
modernization. They are a powerful tool for the dissemination of ideas and
information and can help or hinder changes in societal norms and values.

4. Ethnic and cultural differences

The study also emphasizes the importance of taking into account ethnic
and cultural differences in the analysis of intercultural communication and
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modernization. The various ethnic and cultural groups in Central Asia have
their own unique values, norms and perceptions, which may influence their
attitude towards modernization processes.

5. Problems of modernization

An important result of the study is the identification of some of the
key problems and challenges associated with the modernization processes
in Central Asia. This includes issues of social inequality, corruption, lack
of educational and infrastructural support, as well as issues related to the
preservation of cultural heritage and identity in the process of modernization.

6. The path to modernization: the soft power of cultural modulators

The study emphasizes that modernization should not be viewed as
a one-way process based solely on the adoption of Western models and
values. Instead, there are unique aspects of culture and society in Central
Asia that can be mobilized as soft power to support more inclusive and
sustainable forms of modernization.

In general, the study confirms the hypothesis about the importance
of cultural modulators in intercultural communication and modernization
processes in Central Asia. It also highlights the need for a deeper
understanding and value of these modulators in order to develop more
effective strategies to promote modernization that respect and support local
cultures and values.

These studies confirm the importance of studying cultural modulators
in the context of intercultural communication and modernization processes
in Central Asia. This section will discuss the key findings and results of the
study, as well as their theoretical and practical implications.

1. Religion as a cultural modulator

The results of the study indicate that religion plays a significant role in
the formation of cultural norms and values in Central Asia, and also influences
intercultural communication and modernization processes. This indicates
that when analyzing modernization and intercultural communication, it is
important to take into account religious aspects and respect the religious
beliefs of the population.

2. The role of education

Education is another cultural modulator that significantly influences
modernization and intercultural communication. The results of the study
showed that the quality and accessibility of education in Central Asia are
important for promoting modernization and for the formation of effective
intercultural communication. This points to the need to develop and
implement innovative educational programs and strategies that reflect local
cultural characteristics and needs.

3. Media influence

The study found that the media have a significant impact on
intercultural communication and modernization processes. Media, both
traditional and new forms, can serve as a vehicle for the dissemination of
ideas and information, facilitating or hindering changes in societal norms
and values. The results of the study indicate the need for active use of the
media to promote dialogue and cooperation between different cultural
groups and countries.

4. Ethnic and cultural differences

The results of the study also emphasize the importance of taking
into account ethnic and cultural differences in the analysis of intercultural
communication and modernization. The various ethnic and cultural groups
in Central Asia have their own unique values, norms and perceptions,
which may influence their attitude towards modernization processes. This
emphasizes the need for an individual approach to modernization strategies
in each specific cultural and ethnic community.

5. Problems of modernization

The study also identified key issues and challenges related to the
modernization processes in Central Asia. This includes issues of social
inequality, corruption, and lack of educational and infrastructural support,
as well as issues related to the preservation of cultural heritage and identity
in the process of modernization. These issues require a comprehensive and
systemic approach that includes both state and non-state actors, as well as
the active participation of local communities.

6. The path to modernization: the soft power of cultural modulators.

The study emphasizes that modernization should not be viewed as
a one-way process based solely on the adoption of Western models and
values. There are unique aspects of culture and society in Central Asia that
can be mobilized as soft power to support more inclusive and sustainable
forms of modernization. This suggests the need to develop modernization
strategies that are tailored to local characteristics and needs, and that respect
and support local cultures and values.

In general, the discussion of the results confirms the importance of
cultural modulators in intercultural communication and modernization
processes in Central Asia. This highlights the need for a deeper understanding
and value of these modulators in order to develop more effective strategies
for promoting modernization that respects and supports local cultures and
values.

7. Practical recommendations

Based ontheresults ofthe study, anumber ofpracticalrecommendations
can be formulated for various actors involved in modernization and
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intercultural communication in Central Asia. This includes the need to
develop and implement educational programs that take into account local
cultural and religious characteristics; active use of the media to promote
dialogue and cooperation; and also taking into account ethnic and cultural
differences in the formation and implementation of modernization strategies.

Conclusion

In conclusion, the discussion of the results confirms the significance of
this study for understanding intercultural communication and modernization
in Central Asia. It also highlights the importance of further exploring
cultural modulators and their role in these processes in order to ensure more
sustainable and inclusive development in the region.

The study “Intercultural Communications in Central Asia in modern
modernization processes: the “soft power” of cultural modulators in Central
Asia” is a deep analysis of the role of cultural modulators in the processes of
modernization and intercultural communication in Central Asia. The study
emphasized the importance of taking into account local cultural, religious
and educational characteristics in the formation and implementation of
modernization strategies.

The conclusions from this study can be supplemented as follows,
taking into account the demographic data and the results of the correlation
analysis:

1. Religion, education, media and ethnic and cultural differences play
an important role as cultural modulators in the processes of modernization
and intercultural communication in Central Asia. This is confirmed by
correlation analysis, which shows that education and work experience in an
intercultural environment are associated with foreign language proficiency.

2. Accounting for these cultural modulators is a prerequisite for
successful modernization and effective intercultural communication. This
is especially important given the demographic structure of the respondents,
where the majority have higher education and live in the city.

3. Modernization should not be seen as a one-way process based on
the adoption of Western models and values. This is relevant, especially given
the ethnic structure of the respondents, where the majority are Kazakhs.

4. Based on these results, the development and implementation of
educational programs that take into account local cultural and religious
characteristics is recommended. This is important, especially considering
that the majority of respondents have higher education.

5. The study highlights the importance of further study of cultural
modulators and their role in the processes of modernization and intercultural
communication in Central Asia. This is especially true in light of the fact
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that the majority of respondents live in the city, and their opinion may differ
from that of those who live in rural areas.

6. Considering that the majority of respondents are people aged 18-
35, the study emphasizes the importance of involving young people in the
process of modernization and intercultural communication. Young people
with higher education and knowledge of foreign languages can become key
drivers of modernization and cultural exchange.

7. It should also be noted that there is a gender balance among the
respondents, which emphasizes the importance of taking into account the
gender aspect in the development and implementation of modernization
strategies and intercultural communications.

8. Considering that the majority of respondents work in business and
public service, it is recommended to strengthen the interaction of these
areas for the effective implementation of modernization processes and
intercultural exchange.

So, taking into account demographic features and the results of
correlation analysis emphasizes the importance of a purposeful and
conscious approach to the processes of modernization and intercultural
communication in Central Asia. This includes taking into account the
educational level, professional field, age and gender of the respondents, as
well as their level of foreign language proficiency.

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CHINA’S POLICY IN CENTRAL ASIA
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Abstract. Sino-Central Asian relations is of research interest and one
of the important areas that has become relevant in the past few years due
to the participation of Central Asian countries in the Chinese geo-economic
project “One Belt, One Road” or “Belt and Road Initiative”. Central Asia
has always been an important region for China due to its strategic location,
natural resources and geopolitical importance. Thanks to the Chinese Belt
and Road Initiative, as well as financial assistance from the PRC to the
countries of the region, Central Asia has again found itself at the epicenter of
international activity. Content analysis and a systematic method were chosen
as research methods to identify the connection between political events and
building Chinese-Central Asian cooperation. This article will consider the
multifaceted influence of the Chinese factor on Central Asia; the growing
political and economic relations of China with the region are described; an
analysis is made of the opinions of the public and experts on the benefits and
risks of the Chinese presence in the region. The main stages of the 30-year
diplomatic relations between China and the Central Asian countries, which
are characterized by a stable partnership, constructive political dialogue,
extensive cooperation in economic and humanitarian spheres, are reviewed.
The countries of Central Asia are simultaneously seeking a growing Chinese
presence to take advantage of its economic dynamism and geostrategic
influence, but also wary of its potential demographic and cultural influence.
Thus, this study will adequately highlight China’s policy in Central Asia
against the backdrop of geopolitical turbulence in modern regional studies
and analyze its important implications for the region.

The President of Turkey, Recep Tayyip Erdogan, hosted
the third Turkey-Africa Partnership Summit in Istanbul on December 16-18,
2021. The summit adopted a 5-year action plan and established a follow-
up mechanism to ensure its implementation [1]. Turkey seeks to expand its
influence on the continent through diplomacy, trade, investment, education,
health, security, and military cooperation, as well as soft power tools
such as culture and history [2]. Africa and Turkey’s international political
cooperation consists of strengthening multilateral and bilateral relations,
trade and economic ties with African countries, and interaction in cultural
and humanitarian spheres [3]. Ankara (Turkey) has been on a path toward
developing a multi-vector policy since the end of the twentieth century.
At the moment, it is consistently implementing the adopted strategy of
deepening and expanding its ties with African countries, with some backing
from the influential African elite in many African countries.

According to E. Gonen, a Turkish political scientist and publicist,
“Turkey may be the most recent player in Africa, where the absence of
colonial rule (no one remembers Ottoman rule in North Africa or Sudan),
combined with the desire to be a regional power, has contributed to the
establishment of a significant favorable image and a number of important
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advantages, especially in failed states like Somalia”[4]. Yagya and
Kolesnikova (2017) claim that Turkey’s appeal to former Ottoman Empire
North African states appears natural. In terms of the states of Black Africa,
Ankara is a pioneer in the countries’ foreign policy cooperation. Positioning
Turkey as a major Eurasian country on the African continent drew African
countries to it, increased its global significance, and instilled confidence
in its confessional conjugation of the three world religions (Judaism-
Christianity-Islam)[3].

Description of materials and methods

The President of the African country, Cape Verde Jorge Carlos
Fonseca, said that “The future belongs not to Asia, but to Africa. Because
of its vast natural resources, human potential, and young people striving
for a better life, the continent has a bright future in the next 50 years.
Today, Africa requires leaders who are tough, ambitious, and ambitious.
Africa must strengthen relations with all countries, as has already been
discussed at summits with the United States, the European Union, China,
and Turkey”[5]. As aresult, Turkey began to play an increasingly prominent
role in the African political field by 2017, as evidenced by: the number of
visits by Turkish leaders to African countries; obtaining Turkey’s status as
an African Union strategic partner; and, in fact, the unanimous support of
African countries for Turkey’s desire to become a non-permanent member
of the UN Security Council in 2008 [3]. Turkey actively seeks to host
international events on its territory, demonstrating its willingness to play
a larger role in international affairs and claiming to be the region’s central
dialogue platform.

A study of the evolution of Turkish-African relations was conducted
by Dobronravin N.A., Dyakov N.N., Zelenev E.L., Ivanov N.A., Kireev
N.G., Meyer M.S., Petrosyan Y.A., Savateev A.D., Uchehara K.E., Haron
M., Sheremet V.I. and others. The study of the works of these authors made
it possible to determine the key mechanisms of political cooperation.

Dumnova E.S. claims that Turkey is able to develop a unique model
for expanding its activity on the African continent, which is distinguished
by the following characteristics: a refusal to establish selective relations
with African countries; an emphasis on cultural-historical ties and common
Ottoman heritage; a stake in humanitarian aid; and training for Africans to
develop and reproduce technology on their own [6]. The implementation
of large-scale plans for the development of the African continent begins
in 2005, when Turkey declared the Year of Africa with the election of
President R.T. Erdogan. The government has set the following tasks in this
new direction:
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v'to establish a new platform for the long-term realization of
Turkish foreign policy ambitions by utilizing all of the African continent’s
geopolitical opportunities;

v'to enter and gain a foothold in the African market, becoming the
primary partner of the leading African countries in the fields of energy,
mining, and their introduction to the global market;

v/ create favorable conditions for the Turkish economy’s Islamic sector,
ensuring the sustainable development of business in African countries and
thus strengthening the positions of both the ruling political forces and their
supporters;

v actively promote and widely exploit the Turkish economy’s success
in the fields of energy and mining, as well as their introduction to the global
market;

Objectives of Turkish-African collaboration in today’s world.

The Turkey’s current political efforts are aimed at strengthening
bilateral relations with African countries as well as achieving global
ambitions related to increasing the country’s international authority [7]. The
following tools were used to implement this approach: high-level visits,
an increase in the number of diplomatic missions, deeper cooperation
within international organizations (primarily the UN), the development
of interaction mechanisms through foreign affairs agencies, and inter-
parliamentary cooperation. Expert consultations and training sessions of
military and civilian forces in African countries, as well as funding a set of
counter-terrorism measures, are prominent in the field of military-technical
cooperation The establishment of a Turkish military base in Somalia is the
most significant result of cooperation in this area today.

Approaches, methods and analysis

The research uses historical-genetic and historical-dynamic
approaches to reveal the evolution of Turkish foreign policy, as well as
a sociological approach to analyze the issues under consideration in light
of the new realities of modern international relations associated with
the increased role of non-state actors ranging from various non-state
organizations to individuals. Furthermore, methods such as observation,
which allows for the collection of important information on international
relations problems, event analysis, which is based on tracking the dynamics
of events in the international arena in order to determine the main trends in
the development of the political situation in individual countries, regions,
and the world as a whole, and scenario construction were used. The content
analysis method and comparative analysis were used to study official
documents, scientific publications in the periodicals, and information and
analytical materials.
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Results

Issues, affecting the interaction of Turks and Africans.

Turkey’s achievements in increasing the export of its technologies
and goods, implementing humanitarian projects, and promoting “moderate
Islam” ideas appear to be impressive. Kolesnikova (2020) declares that
Turkey’s position is also ambiguous: for some African countries, Ankara’s
Euro-Atlantic solidarity may act as a deterrent, and in societies where
Christians predominate, the Islamic component of Turkish foreign policy is
not always viewed favorably [7].

At the same time, the Turkish leadership’s large-scale activities in the
political, economic, and humanitarian fields are confronted with a number
of challenges that may impede the expansion of the Turkish presence on the
continent. Domestic political challenges include limited Turkish material
resources, skepticism of entrepreneurs preferring traditional partners, the
ambitious nature of Ankara’s plans, which are not fully practical, and trade
imbalances.

Long-term political relationship

President Erdogan had more than 30 visits to 23 African countries
in the last decade, a record number of visits for a non-African leader. In
2016, Turkey hosted numerous heads of state from African countries such
as Ethiopia, Guinea, Sierra Leone, and Somalia, which has increased
the visibility of our African policy both at home and abroad. Mr. Mevliit
Avusolu also emphasizes that Turkey’s diplomatic presence on the
continent is rapidly expanding. There are currently 39 Turkish embassies
in African countries. The number of African embassies in Ankara has also
increased significantly, bringing the total to 33. Turkey was designated as
a “strategic partner” by the African Union in 2008, and the first “Turkey-
Africa Cooperation Summit” was held in Istanbul. The summit kicked off
a steady and long-term collaboration process that resulted in the second
“Turkey-Africa Cooperation Summit” in Equatorial Guinea in 2014, with
the third summit scheduled for Istanbul in 2019. Furthermore, two countries
recently agreed to rename the “Opening Policy to Africa” to a more accurate
concept, namely “Turkey’s Africa Partnership Policy” [8].

Turkey contributed $5 million to the G5 Sahel Joint Force in March
2018 to strengthen the fight against terrorism. Ankara funds the Turkish
Cooperation and Coordination Agency (TIKA) in order to address the
economic and social drivers of violent extremism in West Africa.

In recent years, African states have become increasingly interested
in purchasing Turkish military equipment, particularly its more affordable
drones, adding a new dimension to relations [9]. Ankara signed a military
cooperation agreement with Niger in 2020, with the possibility of establishing
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a military base in the future. In the same year, Turkey signed defense
treaties with Nigeria in October 2021, Togo in August 2021, and Senegal in
February 2022. This could herald the start of a new era in Ankara’s security
relations with West Africa.

Discussions

The Turkish Maarif Foundation, meanwhile, now has schools in 26
African countries, including Chad, Gabon, The Gambia, Guinea, Mali,
Mauritania, Niger, Senegal, Sierra Leone, Sudan, and Tunisia.

After 1998, trade between Turkey and African countries has increased
from $3 billion in 2003 to $26 billion in 2021, thanks to the establishment of
45 Turkish business councils across the continent. Trade links are growing
in tandem with the establishment of diplomatic missions (the number of
Turkish embassies on the continent has increased from 12 in 2003 to 43 by
2021) and military cooperation. For example, Algeria has become Turkey’s
fourth largest gas exporter, and bilateral trade between Nigeria and Turkey
accounts for 90% of Turkey’s LNG imports from Nigeria. Chad, the African
city, which is rich in oil and minerals, invited Turkish companies to explore
for oil in 2017. Similarly, Somalia invited Turkey to explore for oil in its
territorial waters. In addition, Turkey signed a maritime agreement with
Libya’s UN-recognized Government of National Accord, allowing for the
establishment of an exclusive economic zone from Libya’s northeast coast
to Turkey’s southeast coast, as well as the exploration of oil [10].

Turkish private companies are also looking for investment and
business opportunities in Africa. Turkey has nearly $10 billion in foreign
direct investment (FDI) in Africa. Ankara works with organizations such
as the African Union, the Economic Community of West African States,
and the Intergovernmental Authority on Development. Turkish Airlines
(THY), now, flies to 61 different destinations in 40 African countries across
the continent [10]. Also, the parties discussed food security, nutrition,
financing and credit opportunities, agro industry, and development
issues in order to strengthen Turkey-Africa cooperation [11]. As for
education sector, approximately 15000 African students have received full
scholarships from the Turkish government [12]. Until today, 249 African
diplomats have participated in “The International Junior Diplomats
Training Program,” which has been organized annually by the Diplomacy
Academy of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Turkey
since 1992. Furthermore, in response to requests from African countries’
Foreign Ministries, our Diplomacy Academy organizes training programs
in diplomacy, archives, and communication in order to develop capacity
and human resources.
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Conclusion

As has become clear, Turkey’s growing involvement in Africa can be
understood in terms of it’s and development aid ambitions and motivations,
as manifested through diplomatic and commercial activity. To some
extent, Turkey’s renewed involvement with Africa can be attributed to
the country’s internal transformation in the sense that it has shifted away
from its traditional economic partners, but it is also a result of changes in
the global macroeconomics that necessitate the diversity of Turkey’s trade
alternatives, in this case through poverty relief policies and discourses. In
response to these changes, Turkey has defined a multifaceted foreign policy
based on the establishment of economic and political ties with new partners.

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Annotation: In this article, we will attempt an in-depth analysis
of China’s foreign policy and characterize the relations between this
power and the Central Asian region. Our research will cover various
aspects, including political, economic and energy issues that shape this
complex international landscape. The article begins with an overview of
the diplomatic principles that influence China’s participation in Central
Asia. It is important to understand that China is striving to strengthen
its presence in the region, and this has its roots in its strategic interests.
China views Central Asia as a key trading platform and source of energy
resources, which is an important factor for maintaining its economic
growth. In addition, China attaches great importance to stability in Central
Asia, since any potential unrest and unrest in this region could have a
negative impact on its internal affairs, including the situation in Xinjiang,
in the northwest of the country. Thus, China actively cooperates with the
Central Asian States in the field of security in order to maintain stability
and prevent potential threats.

Political statements and rhetoric also play an important role in the
relations between China and Central Asia. The country uses its political
contacts to strengthen its influence in the region. However, it is worth
noting that subversive activity between great Powers is not the norm,
and the conditions for such actions are usually relatively rare. This raises
the question of whether subversion really plays as important a role in
international relations as some might think. Perhaps more important are the
economic and strategic interests that promote cooperation.

In conclusion, our analysis will help to draw some preliminary
conclusions about the future of relations between China and Central Asia,
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as well as to assess the challenges and opportunities they may face. These
relationships remain a key factor in the modern world and will continue
to attract the attention of researchers and politicians in the coming years.
The article concludes with a discussion of how to draw some preliminary
conclusions and assess the challenges that China-Central Asia relations may
face in the future.

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Abstract. The Xinjiang Productionand Construction Corps (hereinafter
referred to as the Corps) is an important tool for managing the multinational
Xinjiang Uygur Autonomous Region, located in the northwestern region
of China. Since its inception in 1954, the Chinese authorities, deploying
military units as part of the corps in the border area, have set themselves
two different goals: firstly, the protection of the state border, maintaining
the security of the border areas, and secondly, to contribute to the socio-
economic development of the border region.

This article provides a broad analysis of the features of the military
and economic activities of the Corps, which has become the main pillar
of Beijing’s policy in Xinjiang. To date, the People’s Republic of China is
implementing a policy of development of the northwestern region of the
country. From this point of view, the purpose of this work is to determine
the strategic importance of the specified region, to determine the activities
of the Corps, contributing to the socio-economic development of the
region bordering Kazakhstan, improving its infrastructure, on the course of
enhancing international trade and economic relations in the specified region.

However, the process of adaptation of the Corps to the market
economy is very slow. In addition, despite the great achievements achieved
in certain areas of the national economy, the mentioned organization still
cannot get rid of dependence on the financial and political support of the
Center. There are factors that prevent the Corps from continuing to operate
as an independent institution. Tensions between the government of Xinjiang
and the local population with the Corps directly affect the performance
of the Corps. In this context, the article examines the causes of strained
relations between the Corps and the local population and ways to prevent
negative factors in the future.

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Abstract. Mutually beneficial economic ties are increasingly
important in the current context of international relations, in comparison
to “hard” powers.

It was established that the development of economic diplomacy was
associated with different periods of world history and changing geopolitical
conditions. The complication of interstate relations and the increasing
predominance of economic factors in them began with trade diplomacy in
antiquity and depended on the domestic politics of the country. The results

Basic provisions

The development of economic diplomacy has been linked to
various events in world history and changing geopolitical conditions.
The complication of interstate relations and the increasing predominance
of economic factors in them has its own history. In ancient Greece, city-
states used their economic wealth to support trade and military interests
simultaneously, and this is how trade diplomacy first took shape. The
development of international trade and foreign economic relations in the
Middle Ages required special regulatory organizations and institutions,
which laid the first institutional foundation for economic diplomacy. At this
time, the Crusades and the formation of the Silk Road in Asia contributed
to the development of trade relations between states, and the use of various
methods to regulate them also contributed to the development of economic
diplomacy.

The development of economic diplomacy in modern times has been
strongly influenced by global trends. Through analyzing the works of
scholars and researchers, it can be noted that the development of economic
diplomacy has been influenced by several factors.

The history of the development of economic diplomacy, as discussed in
this article, has been examined by numerous scholars and researchers. They
have also explored the origins of diplomacy. According to encyclopedic
dictionaries, the word «diplomacy» comes from the Greek language. In
ancient Greece, the term «diplomay referred to double tablets with letters
and notes issued by apostles as documents confirming their authority abroad
[1]. The word «diplomacy» was first used in the early seventeenth century.
Russian researcher Popov V.I. noted that the first use of this term in England
dates back to 1645.

It is clear that economic diplomacy cannot be considered separately
from traditional classical diplomacy. Classical diplomacy corresponds to the
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Italian model of development and was formed on the basis of interstate trade
after the signing of the Treaty of Westphalia in the German Empire in 1648.
This document put an end to the Thirty Years’ War on a pan-European scale,
concluded a century of confessional confrontation in Europe, introduced a
legal basis into the system of European international relations, and defined
their character for several centuries to come [2].

Introduction

English scholars Nicholas Bayne and Stephen Woolcock investigated
the relationship between international relations and economics. In
“The New Economic Diplomacy: Decision-Making and Negotiation in
International Economic Relations,” they drew on Gardner and Marjolin’s
claim that the first major tension is between international economics and
international politics. In an ideal world, states would be able to keep
politics and economics separate. However, since states are political entities,
politics frequently encroaches on economics in the pursuit of international
objectives. Governments strive to reconcile politics and economics, both in
the objectives chosen and the methods used. The impact of this tension has
varied over the last 70 years but is always present. In the period following
World War II, the United States launched major initiatives that combined
political and economic objectives. The Bretton Woods institutions and the
Marshall Plan had the essentially political aims of deterring future wars
and helping Western Europe to resist communist encroachment. To achieve
these political objectives, the Americans adjusted their economic policies
accordingly, so that politics and economics successfully reinforced each
other [3]. Maximizing the presence of economic goals and interests in
foreign policy, even under modern conditions, has led to improvements in
the mechanisms and methods of economic diplomacy.

According to researchers, the development of economic diplomacy
consists of three stages:

—The first stage was economic guardian diplomacy: diplomacy stood
guard over the economy, protecting those who found themselves abroad in
lands that were not always safe, hospitable, or civilized.

—The second stage was diplomacy serving the economy: Over the
centuries, diplomacy has served the economy in a variety of ways, initially
providing guarantees of freedom of trade routes, then opening up markets,
colonies, and zones of influence, preparing trade agreements, and actively
supporting the activities of trading firms.

—The third stage is diplomacy, which puts the economy at its service:
diplomacy enlists the aid of the economy, and the economy, in turn, aids
foreign policy. The place of the economy in all spheres of society has
been defined, and diplomacy has found in the economy both a working
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tool and a weapon. Diplomacy turns to economics, and economics helps
foreign policy. At this stage, the place of economics in all spheres of
society is defined, and diplomacy recognizes economics as a tool and a
weapon [4].

In general, academic studies have determined that modern economic
diplomacy has its origins in trade diplomacy. These studies also include
the concept of “commercial diplomacy.” The authors believe that trade
diplomacy and commercial diplomacy have some common features, but
also differ from each other.

Description of materials and methods

Commercial diplomacy tends to focus on supporting and defending
the interests of companies and entrepreneurs in the international arena. It
is concerned with establishing commercial relations between countries,
developing economic ties, and encouraging trade. The main goal of
commercial diplomacy is to provide a favorable and stable international
economic environment for businesses.

Trade diplomacy, on the other hand, is a narrower and more
specialized form of commercial diplomacy that focuses on promoting a
country’s economic interests in world markets. This form of diplomacy is
concerned with shaping trade policies and agreements, ensuring access to
global markets for national products, improving the investment climate, and
supporting exports.

A researcher of American diplomacy, V.O. Korobko, points out
that there have been instances in history when commercial diplomacy
has been used to achieve a state goal. For example, the American “open
door” policy towards China (1899-1949) aimed to implement free trade
and free penetration of capital into the Chinese market. The Bretton Woods
Agreement is also based on the principles of commercial diplomacy, and
it had a huge impact on world trade: the creation of the IMF and GATT
(WTO) [5].

Russian scholar R.I. Khasbulatov considers commercial diplomacy
as a part of economic diplomacy and interprets it as a set of methodologies
and measures to solve problems related to the foreign trade policy of a
country. According to him, the sphere of commercial diplomacy includes
negotiation skills, preventing disagreements in foreign trade, working out
compromises, and mutually beneficial proposals to solve complex foreign
economic issues [6]. Consequently, commercial diplomacy means the
ability to effectively use traditional diplomatic methods and tools in foreign
economic relations.

It is noticeable that a number of researchers consider economic
diplomacy and commercial diplomacy as a whole. The prevailing view is
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that the goals of commercial and economic diplomacy are similar, being in
the same sphere of activity.

The main methodological approach used in this research article was
the historical approach, which allowed the authors to study the emergence,
formation, and development of economic diplomacy. Through this approach,
the authors identified the main stages of economic diplomacy and the factors
that contributed to its emergence and development. By studying the main
historical events of world history, the authors established their influence on
the development of economic diplomacy. This approach enabled a better
understanding of the changing methods and means of economic diplomacy
in different periods, leading to the modern form of economic diplomacy. The
authors consider the historical stages of economic diplomacy development
as a continuity phenomenon with a qualitative transition to a more perfect
form of economic diplomacy.

The comparative method was also used in the study of the history
of economic diplomacy. This facilitated the identification of the purpose
and objectives of economic diplomacy at a particular time and place by
comparing it with other historical events. Through comparison, the authors
identified similarities and differences in the historical development of
economic diplomacy and concluded that the objectives of commercial
diplomacy from the ancient period to the present day persist, with gradual
transformation into the modern form of economic diplomacy. The forms,
methods, and means of economic diplomacy are continuously transformed
and modified in the modern stage, and new actors appear with changes in
the world order. Therefore, the comparative method was useful in studying
the different historical stages of development of economic diplomacy.

Results.

In conclusion, the history of the development of economic diplomacy
can be divided into several stages.

In ancient times, countries such as Ancient Greece, Rome, Egypt,
and China developed trade relations that shaped the economic interests and
foreign policies of states.

During the Middle Ages, states such as Spain, Portugal, Holland,
and Britain established their trading empires and colonies, leading to the
emergence of international financial relations, such as loans and bonds.

In modern times, in the late nineteenth and early twentieth centuries,
new forms of economic diplomacy emerged in the form of trade and tariff
agreements and participation in international organizations such as the
League of Nations.

After World War II, new forms of economic diplomacy emerged,
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including the creation of a number of international organizations such as
the United Nations, the World Bank, the International Monetary Fund, and
the World Trade Organization, as well as the development of economic aid,
trade agreements, and investment treaties.

In recent decades, economic diplomacy has become increasingly
complex and comprehensive, including the use of new technologies and
mechanisms such as the digital economy, innovation management, the
promotion of free trade, and addressing global environmental issues through
economic diplomacy.

Discussion.

One of the first manifestations of economic diplomacy was in ancient
Greece, where city-states used their economic resources to support trade
and military interests. Although economic diplomacy did not exist in the
modern sense at that time, history highlights a number of political and
diplomatic events related to economics that occurred in ancient Greece.
The Greek city-states were originally organized as independent units that
competed with each other in trade and economic affairs. During the Great
Colonization, which took place in the eighth and sixth centuries B.C., Greek
cities expanded their trade relations and established colonies in different
parts of the Mediterranean Sea. This led to the formation of many trade routes
and the creation of international trade relations. However, the existence of
individual entrepreneurs and traders regulated society’s economic situation
at that time. Furthermore, many Greeks had their own laws and customs
duties that could restrict trade and economic relations between cities. It is
known from various sources of history that this sometimes led to conflicts
and sometimes to wars between states.

In addition, the economic power and prosperity of city-states such as
Athens and Sparta allowed them to influence international politics and use
their economic resources as a means to achieve their political goals. For
example, in 480 B.C., after defeating the Persians, peace and social stability
were established in Greece, and economic stability enabled culture and the
arts to flourish. Athens, which had the strongest navy of its time, was able
to demand tribute from other city-states and forced others to fulfill their
demands. Athens formed the Delian League, a defensive alliance aimed at
preventing further Persian invasion [7]. Thus, the Greek states used their
navy and economic power to form the Delian League, which cooperated in
defense and economy. In ancient Greece, economics and trade played an
important role in Greek political life.

Meanwhile, in the Middle Ages, trade diplomacy did not exist in the
modern sense as diplomacy was more concerned with politics and military
affairsthantrade. However, international trade and foreign economic relations
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did occur. Trade developed not only through the travels of individuals and
representatives but also required the work of market research institutions to
protect traders in foreign lands. Italian cities established active trade relations
with Middle Eastern countries and sent ambassadors to protect their citizens
during the 13th and 14th centuries, including holding diplomatic posts in
Constantinople. The use of a common Latin language facilitated mutual
trade and helped the masses engage in trade [8].

In addition, several important events and changes in the Middle Ages
influenced the development of international trade and foreign economic
relations, such as the Crusades.

As a result of the Crusades in the 11th and 13th centuries, Europeans
came into contact with the peoples of the Near and Middle East, as well
as East Asia, leading to the development of international trade and the
emergence of new trade routes such as the Silk Road. However, the Crusades
also had an impact on the Western economy and culture. The plundering
of overseas countries became a catalyst for property stratification and the
progress of commodity-money relations. The economic power of the Italian
trading republics increased, allowing them to make huge profits from freight
and significantly strengthen their commercial positions in the Eastern
Mediterranean and the Black Sea, challenging the Arabs and Byzantines
[9]. Researcher 1. Krivushin argues that for Venice, Genoa, and Pisa, the
expansion to the East was a continuation of their struggle with the Arabs
for domination of the Mediterranean Sea. Their support for the Crusader
movement was motivated by their desire to establish themselves on the
shores of the Levant and to control the main trade routes to Mesopotamia,
Arabia, and India.

The Crusades had an enormous impact on the formation of trade
relations between Western and Eastern countries and served as the basis for
the further development of trade diplomacy.

In the Middle Ages, trade diplomacy was more concerned with
politics and military affairs than with trade. However, international trade and
foreign economic relations also took place. Italian cities established active
trade relations with the countries of the Middle East, sending ambassadors
to Eastern countries to protect their citizens during the thirteenth and
fourteenth centuries. A common Latin language facilitated mutual trade and
helped the masses to engage the population in trade [8].

Formed in the 2nd century BC, the Silk Road was the first manifestation
of the trend of globalization in the early Middle Ages. Along this route,
valuable items, goods and various achievements of other countries became
available in other regions of the Earth. Trade and cultural ties developed
between the peoples living along the Silk Road. Since the foundation of the
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Kazakh Khanate in the 15th century, Kazakh wealthy cattle-owners sought
foreign markets to exchange their wealth for or buy such wares as textiles,
handicrafts, porcelain and ceramics. However, in those days Kazakhs did
not have direct access to Chinese goods, they could get them through East
Turkestan and Central Asian khanates. Such trade relations with neighboring
states contributed to the creation of trade diplomacy between them [10].
Thus, trade diplomacy was in its infancy in the Middle Ages.

Islam, the religion based on the Quran, the holy book of Muslims,
promoted unity among nations, proclaimed the equality of all Muslims, and
called trade a godly occupation, all contributed to the success of creating
a united Arab Caliphate in the East and Eurasia. It strictly rejected usury
(charging interest on money and property). This religion became a powerful
attraction for the merchant class and the revival of petty trade. As early
as the eighth-ninth centuries. The Arab Caliphate completely Muslimized
territories from southern Spain to a large part of India (including modern
Bangladesh and Pakistan, as well as Afghanistan, later Indonesia, Central
Asia, the Caucasus and part of the Volga region); it gave these peoples its
written language (Arabic) and Muslim culture [6].

Hanseatic League. In the 13th century, German cities formed the
Hanseatic League to protect their trade interests. The Hanseatic League
began as an association of North German merchants and evolved into a
confederation in the mid-14th century. At its height, the Hanseatic League
included over 200 cities both on and off the coast. Its area of influence
stretched from the Bay of Seidersee in the west to the Gulf of Finland in the
east, and from Thuringia in the south to the Baltic Sea in the north. The main
goals of the Hanseatic League were to protect traders abroad and to develop
trade. These goals made it the foremost political force in Northern Europe,
capable of waging victorious wars against neighboring states despite the
weakness of the Hanseatic imperial power. The wars waged by the Hansa
always had economic objectives. In his research, the French historian F.
Dollinger notes that «the Hanseatic League merchant cities in northern
Germany were a unique phenomenon in European life from the 12th to
the 17th centuries. Hanseatic merchants supplied the West with Russian
furs and wax, Polish wheat, Hungarian and Swedish copper. They brought
Flemish, Dutch, and English cloth, French and Portuguese salt and wine
to the East. Thanks in large part to them, Scandinavia and Eastern Europe
were introduced to Western literature, Gothic architecture, and Renaissance
paintings. For 500 years, the Hanse helped to establish economic, political,
social, and cultural ties between Western and Eastern Europe» [11]. The
Hanseatic League was the first European trade union and had a significant
impact on the development of international trade and trade relations.
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The spread of capitalism in the late Middle Ages led to the emergence
of a market economy and the expansion of money circulation, which in
turn led to the creation of banks and new forms of trade relations. This
development influenced the growth of economic diplomacy in several ways.

The spread of capitalism began at the end of the Middle Ages, which
led to the emergence of a market economy. This, in turn, resulted in the
expansion of money circulation, the creation of banks, and the emergence
of new forms of trade relations. The spread of capitalism during the late
Middle Ages had a significant impact on the development of economic
diplomacy in several ways.

Firstly, capitalism stimulated the growth of trade and commercial
relations between countries, leading to the need for international agreements
and treaties governing economic relations between nations. This provided
the foundation for the development of economic diplomacy.

Secondly, capitalism created a need for protecting the interests of
capitalist entrepreneurs abroad, which led to the creation of diplomatic
instruments to safeguard their interests. This may have included the use of
diplomatic channels to resolve disputes and conflicts between entrepreneurs
and the governments of other countries.

Lastly, capitalism led to competition between countries for access to
resources and markets. This resulted in the use of economic diplomacy to gain
a competitive advantage in international trade and investment. Additionally,
capitalism strengthened the role of state institutions in regulating economic
relations between countries, and states began to use economic diplomacy as
a foreign policy tool to promote their economic interests in the international
arena.

Thus, the spread of capitalism in the late Middle Ages stimulated
the development of economic diplomacy, creating the need to regulate
economic relations between countries, protect the interests of entrepreneurs
abroad, and use economic diplomacy to achieve competitive advantage.
The strengthening of state institutions in regulating economic relations
between countries led to the use of economic diplomacy as a tool of foreign
policy.

In the first half of the 17th century, the French thinker Emeric Crousse
suggested that merchants were more effective than soldiers in improving
people’s well-being, as they played a crucial role in international trade. In
this regard, the thinker called for the construction of roads, the creation of
a unified system of dimensions and weights, and a system of currency. [12]

Nowadays economic diplomacy is becoming more and more
organized and systematic, especially due to the development of international
organizations such as the UN and the World Trade Organization. In the
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twentieth century, economic diplomacy played a crucial role in solving
many global economic problems, such as the creation of the International
Monetary Fund and the World Bank. Economic diplomacy remains an
important part of the foreign policy of many states, which use it to protect
their economic interests, attract foreign investment, promote exports and
ensure economic security.

The second half of the twentieth century was a period of rapid
development of economic diplomacy. At this time there were changes in
economic and diplomatic activity in terms of its methods and mechanisms.
We know from history that there were conflicts and large-scale wars
at the beginning of the twentieth century and there was a global crisis
between the two world wars. These conditions in the world contributed
to the transformation of trade diplomacy into economic diplomacy. In the
second half of the twentieth century, economic diplomacy, with its rapid
development, proved its important role and place in the modern world.
The economicization of the diplomatic industry demanded a more intense
involvement of companies and the state in global economic development.
Along with the changes in the global economy, the forms of activity within
classical economic diplomacy have also changed. But its overall goals
remained the same, unchanged[13].

Modern economic diplomacy ofthe XXI century is a set of international
economic relations, which are based on cooperation, competition and
dialogue between states and international organizations. Economic
diplomacy includes the use of economic mechanisms and tools to achieve
foreign policy objectives, such as strengthening national security, attracting
foreign investment, increasing exports of goods and services, increasing
employment and improving living standards.

There are several important trends in modern economic diplomacy:

—Globalization of the economy - the world’s economic ties are
becoming deeper and more complex, resulting in increasing interdependence
between states and international organizations.

—Growing economic power of new players such as China, India, and
Brazil, which are becoming increasingly active in international trade and
investment.

—Strengthening multipolarity of the world economy - the number of
centers of economic power and influence is growing, leading to increased
competition between states.

—The growing role of the private sector in international economic
relations - companies are playing an increasingly important role in shaping
international economic relations and are involved in many issues previously
reserved for states.
