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Abstract. This article considers the conceptual foundations of
geopolitical approaches in the humanities, reveals the main theories and
concepts of geopolitical perceptions, its origins. In modern geopolitics
the main field of research is devoted to economic, cultural and other
components, as they began to come to the forefront in international relations.
The theoretical foundations of geoeconomics and geoculture as a direction
of humanities, formed in the middle of the XX century, are analysed. Their
main semantic components and terms are identified. The interrelation of
geopolitical paradigm with geo-economic and geocultural discourse is
pointed out. The peculiarity of the research presented is that the studies
on geoeconomics and geoculture of Chinese scholars were reviewed. It
is important to emphasize that in contrast to Western concepts, Chinese
scholars propose to develop theories of civilizational dialogue instead of
civilizational conflicts, and the main priorities of international relations
are proclaimed to be mutual learning, understanding and integration of
different civilizations. Geoculture today acts as a special kind of soft power,
being a key element of the combined power of the state. Geoculture reflects
the tendency towards diversity of civilizations. It dynamically shapes the
world’s geopolitical order, connecting with different civilizations and
cultures, according to the principle of respecting their differences.
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Geoeconomics and geoculture have been conceptualized as new forms
of geopolitics. That allowed to shift from the traditional understanding of
geopolitical geography and made the geopolitical space common for the
participation of countries around the world. The authors conclude that
in modern contexts economic and “soft” methods of influence are more
relevant, in such a setting classical geopolitics is transformed into global
geopolitics.

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Annotation. The article delves into a comprehensive analysis of
the realist theory of subversion among great powers, shedding light on a
relatively overlooked phenomenon within the expanding body of literature
on subversive statecraft. By employing a simple, rational cost-benefit
calculation, the article demonstrates how this theory effectively explains
the varying degrees of subversion observed among non-belligerent and
belligerent great powers. Moreover, it emphasizes that subversion tends to
occur more frequently, violently, and on a larger scale when directed towards
weaker targets. To illustrate and provide initial support for the theory, the
article presents concise case studies of mid-twentieth century subversion
involving the Soviet Union and the United States. These case studies
vividly highlight the theory’s applicability and validity. In combination
with empirical evidence, the analysis demonstrates that the circumstances
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conducive to highly consequential subversion among great powers are
both limited and reversible in nature. On the other hand, belligerent great
powers, driven by a heightened sense of competition and the pursuit of
strategic advantage, tend to employ higher levels of subversion. Their
motivations are rooted in a more aggressive and confrontational approach,
seeking to undermine and weaken rival powers through covert actions. This
heightened level of subversion is a product of the intense power struggles and
rivalries that exist among these states. Consequently, the article introduces
a healthy dose of skepticism regarding claims that the contemporary
strategic landscape has fundamentally transformed the dynamics of great
power rivalry, assigning subversion a newly central role. The theory and
supporting evidence underscore the notion that the conditions necessary for
such significant subversive actions among great powers are relatively rare,
casting doubt on the argument that subversion has become a paramount
aspect of contemporary international relations.

Basic provisions

The storms instigated by Russia’s malevolent meddling in US domestic
politics have not only captured the attention of policymakers but also posed
vital inquiries for scholars in the field of international relations. However,
it is evident that the current state of academic research is ill-equipped to
address these pressing questions effectively. External interference in the
internal affairs of sovereign states has been a subject of significant academic
interest. Yet, the majority of existing knowledge is primarily derived from
cases where powerful nations intervened in weaker ones, leaving a notable
gap in our understanding of interference involving great power pairs.

Historically, much of the research has focused on foreign-imposed
regime changes, electoral interventions, foreign manipulation of domestic
institutions, and subversion through support for insurgents. However, these
studies have largely overlooked instances where two major powers engaged
in covert statecraft against each other. As the global political landscape
continues to evolve, there is a critical need for scholars to expand their scope
and explore the complexities of interference between equals, which can
have far-reaching implications for international stability and security. The
growing body of literature on covert statecraft also exhibits a similar bias,
emphasizing cases where weaker targets were manipulated, while neglecting
more nuanced scenarios involving major powers vying for influence. Such
an asymmetry in the available evidence limits the depth of our analysis
and hampers our ability to develop comprehensive frameworks to address
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current and future challenges posed by malicious foreign interference.

To bridge this gap in knowledge, interdisciplinary collaboration
between political science, history, international law, and related fields is
essential. Scholars must adopt a holistic approach to examine the principle
of state sovereignty and its corollary of non-interference, with a focus on all
instances of great power involvement, irrespective of the relative strength
of the targeted state. By doing so, researchers can provide a more accurate
and comprehensive understanding of the dynamics of external meddling
in international politics. Additionally, exploring case studies of covert
statecraft, cyber-attacks, disinformation campaigns, and economic coercion
between major powers will shed light on the strategies employed by nations
to undermine each other’s domestic affairs. This research can offer valuable
insights into the motivations, tactics, and potential consequences of such
interventions, helping policymakers develop more robust strategies to
safeguard their countries against future interference. Furthermore, adopting
a comparative approach to study instances of meddling in both weaker
and equal states can help identify patterns and trends that may not be
immediately apparent in single-case analyses. Comparative research can
unveil underlying mechanisms and factors that drive meddling behavior,
paving the way for more effective policy responses and international
cooperation to counter such actions.

Therefore, the objective of this article is to delve into the complexities
of foreign interference between great power pairs, focusing on covert
statecraft and the implications for state sovereignty and non-interference
principles. Through a thorough examination of historical and contemporary
case studies, we aim to provide the reader with a nuanced understanding of
the motivations, strategies, and potential consequences of such meddling.
By doing so, we hope to contribute to fortifying nations against future
attempts to subvert their sovereignty and safeguarding the stability of the
international order.

Introduction

Nowadays interference for the purpose of either weakening a target
state or changing its behavior is routine state practice. Political scientists,
international legal scholars and pundits said as much to people alarmed
about Russia’s meddling in the 2016 US election. Americans should ‘look
in the mirror’, as Jack Goldsmith put it, invoking the United States’ long
history of interfering in the internal affairs of other states. That message is
certainly true, but because it is based mainly on evidence of great versus
small power meddling, it tells us little about whether recent events are a
departure from the norm among great powers. Moreover, most IR scholars
would expect the politics of subversion to play out differently among the
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materially and institutionally most powerful states atop the global hierarchy
than in interactions between stronger and weaker actors.

To put the Russia-US case in perspective, to assess Moscow’s own
counterclaims about American interference in its affairs, to know when
a given instance of interference is ‘unprecedented’ or constitutes an
‘escalation’, to determine whether the new cyber environment has truly
altered the strategic landscape of interference, and to be in a position to
suggest policy responses, scholars need to know more about how violations
of the non-interference principle tend to play out among great powers.
To our knowledge, IR lacks a theoretically informed general study of
subversion among great powers, and therefore provides less advantage on
current developments than it might.

To begin to better equip IR to grasp the role of subversion in great power
rivalry, we present a realist theory of great power subversion. We argue that
at its core, subversion is statecraft aimed at undermining sovereignty, and
that to be a coherent theory of international politics, realism must explain
why sovereignty endures despite incentives to the contrary. For centuries,
theorists have focused on how the balance of power preserves the anarchic
sovereign states system in the face of repeated attempts by aspiring hegemons
to transform it into a hierarchy. It thus identifies incentives states to try to
conquer the system but also structural constraints that counter that impulse
and result in the enduring reality of the familiar sovereign states system. In
this article, we show that realism also posits precisely analogous incentives
to undermine sovereignty internally via subversion that run up against more
potent countervailing constraints. Simply put, for balance of power theory
to work, states must defend against the internal threat of subversion as well
as the external threat of hegemony. Classical realists from Thucydides to
America’s founding fathers knew this all too well, but it was lost in the
externally oriented mid-twentieth century origins of modern realism [1].

Description of materials and methods

Our premise is that empirical research and policy analysis uninformed
by theory are of little lasting value. More controversially, we contend that
the realist school of scholarship is a good place to start when thinking about
great power politics even if it turns out to be incomplete if not entirely
wrong. Much of the modern history of international relations scholarship
can be written as a sustained argument between realists and their critics.
Our purpose here is to begin such an argument on the topical question of
great power meddling in the domestic politics of peer rivals.

We start by defining precisely what we mean by subversion. Then
we deploy the familiar realist system of explanation to understand great
powers’ incentives to deploy this tool of statecraft. It turns out that all the
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conceptual tools needed to do this are lying on the shelf in standard realist
works. Indeed, the large potential gains to subversion raise a puzzle: why do
we not see more of it among great powers in peacetime, even though they
routinely embark on major subversion against lesser states? We find that
answer also lies within the standard realist toolkit that highlights rational
cost-benefit calculations in terms of power and interest. Also, we examine
this simple cost-benefit theory in action in brief case studies of mid-twentieth
century statecraft. Finally, we extract preliminary implications for current
debates. A key initial lesson emerges: the conditions that are conducive
to highly consequential subversion among great powers are quite limited
and reversible. This gives rise to skepticism concerning claims that today’s
strategic environment has fundamentally transformed the nature of great
power rivalry to accord a newly central place to subversion.

Defining subversion. Clausewitz defined war as ‘a continuation of
political intercourse, carried on with other means. What remains peculiar
to war’, he stressed, ‘is simply the peculiar nature of its means’. The same
goes for subversion: it is an act of statecraft defined by its means. By its
dictionary definition, subversion is an attempt to weaken or undermine an
established institution. In international politics, the institution at issue is
the state, which is defined by the conventions of sovereignty. Sovereignty
is the bedrock organizing principle of international politics. Its essence is
the idea that a recognized government is the sole legitimate authority over
its territory and hence that other states may exercise political authority
there only with its permission. Applied to international politics, therefore,
subversion involves two key elements: it affects domestic processes within
the target directly by causing things to happen on its territory as opposed
to indirectly by altering the external environment, and it contradicts the
target’s interests as defined by its government [2].

A definition follows: Subversion in international politics is a statecraft
designed to directly influence domestic politics in a target in a manner
prejudicial to its foreign policy interests. It falls into two categories:
weakening the target; and altering the target’s policy from the path the
target’s government initially intends to follow.

Realism and great power subversion. The conventional wisdom
among scholars is that statecraft aimed at domestic politics is an anomaly for
realist theory, which predicts that domestic processes are of little relevance
to states, and especially, great powers external behavior. We disagree.

Incentives. Great power subversion is a potentially cheap substitute
for or complement to massively expensive and risky conventional statecraft.
Subversion to weaken a great power rival is equivalent to balancing and war.
Subversion to change a rival’s policy is equivalent to coercion, deterrence,
or diplomacy in which hugely expensive commitments, threats or quid pro
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quos must be offered to induce policy change in the target. Think of the
enormous costs of arms-length statecraft among great powers. For example,
scholars — notably Jack Levy and Randall Schweller — count roughly 20
preventive wars among great powers in modern history. By that count, on
twenty occasions a declining state feared a challenger’s rise and chose to
fight a major war at staggering human and material cost. Why not instead
subvert the challenger either to try to get it to direct its enmity elsewhere
or to weaken it? Operating directly within a target is hard, for sure, but
building gigantic armed forces and engaging in bloody battles surely is a
strikingly inefficient way to reduce the power of a rising challenger. Why
not at least attempt direct action via subversion?

Results

To balance rivals, great powers devote huge amounts of scarce
resources to build up their power and accept the risks attendant upon alliances
of being entrapped or drawn into allies’ conflicts, as fatefully occurred
in July 1914. Why not try to avoid those costs and risks by subverting a
rival to affect its geopolitical alignment? To illustrate, imagine there are
three great powers, A, B and C. In B there are two factions, one sees A as
the main enemy and the other reckons C is the main enemy. Say they are
closely matched in domestic politics. If A could support the A-loving and
C-fearing faction in B such that B turns its enmity to C, that’s equivalent to
an expensive balancing alliance. On the other hand, imagine that B contains
a large restive minority denied political power that would revolt if provided
political or material support from outside. If A could cause the difference
between the minority in B rebelling or not rebelling, it holds in its hands the
possibility of massively weakening B. The effect on the balance of power
might even be equivalent to a hugely expensive military buildup or possibly
a war.

The idea of using subversion to weaken a great power rival flow
seamlessly from all forms of realism, for all of them recognize that the
theory’s chief independent variable — power defined as material capabilities—
is fundamentally domestic in origin. To be sure, realism stresses that power
is only politically meaningful in relative terms, but the origin of A’s power
relative to B is essentially domestic. Power drives the theory, and it comes
from domestic institutions. In the competitive environment of anarchy, each
thus faces incentives to undermine the sources of the other’s power [3].
There is no argument in realism that suggests that these domestic institutions
are wholly insulated from the influences of outside actors. Indeed, whereas
constructivists, English school theorists, and liberal institutionalists would
argue that the institution of sovereignty itself has independent constraining
force that might stay the hand of a malicious rival, for realism the only
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thing protecting a government from the hostile subversion of rivals is its
own capabilities [4]. That is what the words ‘anarchy is a self-help system’
mean. There is simply no argument within the realist family of theories in
which an external actor when presented with the opportunity to undercut the
power of a rival by subversion would refrain from doing so if it anticipated
net benefits.

The idea of using subversion to affect the policy choices of the target
runs up against the objection that ‘one of the central tenets of Realism is that
a state’s domestic leadership is irrelevant for explaining its international
behavior’. However, that claim only applies to one variant of realism,
Mearsheimer’s offensive realism, which stipulates that great powers will
resolve uncertainty about each other’s intentions by always assuming the
worst. Setting aside the objection that that stipulation is inconsistent with
theory’s assumption of rational behavior, other versions of realist theory
acknowledge that uncertainty is central to foreign policy and its essence is
that reasonable people can disagree about the optimal response. The minute
you accept that reasonable people can disagree about a great power’s
estimate of the threat posed by a rival, and hence about optimal choices
on such matters as how and how much to arm and with whom to ally, the
door opens to subversion as a means of nudging the response in directions
favorable to the intervener. If A cares about B’s goals, is uncertain about
them, and thinks subversion can decrease the probability of B challenging
it, it faces an incentive to do so.

Granted, the effects of domestic factional politics within the target
may seem small from the perspective of a structural theory — for example,
delaying a balancing response by a few years, causing a temporary alliance
shift, or altering slightly the military posture of the target. However, it pays
to remember that these are small effects on powerful targets. From the
intervener’s perspective, the net gain of nudging a great power rival just a bit
may dramatically outweigh the expected return to some much bigger act of
subversion against a weak target. Moreover, when it comes to classical and
neoclassical realism, the arguments and evidence for potential gains to great
power subversion are everywhere. As Schweller has shown, for example,
domestic dissensus frequently impedes what might be postulated as optimal
balancing behavior. Although he does not explore it, his neoclassical realist
theory of ‘underbalancing’ resembles a primer for how a rising power could
subvert targets to forestall counterbalancing. It follows seamlessly from his
work that states face incentives to cause or abet strategic dissensus in their
rivals.

Discussions
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The puzzle of restraint. Realism, in sum, posits huge potential gains
to great power subversion such that one might expect it to loom large in
strategic competition among great powers. Yet, amidst abundant evidence
that states see incentives for subversion, the observable long-term pattern
shows that attempts to realize those gains among great powers are highly
constrained. The existing IR literature on subversive statecraft exemplifies
this: high salience, large scale and more coercive subversion is commonplace
between great powers and weaker states and does occur between belligerent
great powers, but it is conspicuous by its absence among great power
peers in peacetime [5]. Alex Downes and Lindsey O’Rourke count over
100 overt foreign-imposed regime change operations since 1816 — none
of which occurred between great power peers in peacetime. O’Rourke’s
data reveal that the US attempted covert regime change in the Cold War
against 54 targets, only three of which (France, China and the USSR) were
great powers [6]. John M. Owen’s data show forcible efforts to impose
domestic institutions on great power rivals almost exclusively during wars,
with the wars of the French Revolution and Napoleon being the prime post-
Westphalia examples.

Melissa Lee’s research is especially relevant — and intriguing. She
defines subversion as ‘the empowerment of third-party proxies — local
nonstate groups — with the aim of degrading the target state’s authority
over its territory’. Lee argues that subversion of this type has the same
potential benefits we have ascribed to our more capacious definition of the
phenomenon: changing the target’s policy or weakening it. Consistent with
other research on subversive statecraft, she finds cases of subversion as she
defines it featuring exclusively weak targets.

Why do we not observe more such subversion among great powers?
This restraint is not for want of potential opportunities. No one can
understand 19th century geopolitics, for example, without such staples as
the Irish Question (perennial fears in Whitehall that external powers might
intervene on behalf of Irish independence), the Polish question (fears in
Berlin, Vienna and especially St Petersburg concerning external support
for Polish independence), or the Great Game (fears in London that Russia
would catalyze fissiparous tendencies in British India). Minority identities
were daggers poised at the hearts of some of the century’s most formidable
great powers. Yet the period’s leaders confined the impulse to use that
subversive tool to weaker targets. When it came to action that could really
stick the dagger into a potential great power opponent, leaders shrank.

The key exception is wartime. When Clausewitz’s ‘peculiar means’ of
organized violence are in play, constraints on great power subversion weaken.
The best-documented cases of great powers seeking to subvert each other
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with means including efforts to empower local proxies or factions occur in
war or its immediate aftermath. Regime change occurred (though not by
intent) in the Franco-Prussian war in 1870 and was a war aim in World War
I (though the entente powers did out carry it out) and World War II. France
and Britain undertook bold subversion against each other in the wars of the
French Revolution and Napoleon — the list goes on. Even standout cases in
peacetime appear causally related to war. Consider Bismarck’s subversion
of France. It entailed an extraordinarily deep entanglement of German
power within intricate domestic French political choices. It also involved a
large range of tools from direct collusion with French politicians to various
covert and overt propaganda measures. But at the core of the intervention
was the creation of a climate of fear in the French electorate, equating the
choice for a conservative-monarchist government (whose victory promised
a form of government Bismarck assumed would yield a more formidable
great power competitor across the Rhine) with war. The ability to foster that
climate was the direct result of France’s recent defeat and occupation, and
could not have been induced in a more normal setting.

It takes only a brief examination to see that within great powers there
were often factions with diametrically opposed preferences for alliance
choices, as in the fierce debates within Britain and France in the 1930s over
allying with the USSR against Germany. Yet this potential rarely becomes
real. To be sure, great powers also constantly seek to influence each other’s
domestic politics using subtler forms of subversion [7]. Propaganda,
disinformation, briberies, forgeries and the like are all standard fare. This
reached familiar proportions in the mid-twentieth century, with the Cold
War superpowers developing large and well-funded bureaucracies whose
main purpose was subverting the other side [8]. But the dog that does not
bark is striking: non-belligerent great powers do not subvert rivals in a major
way. In particular, they appear to hold back from large-scale and especially
material support for domestic factions or groups in rivals.

Conclusion

In sum, great power subversion gets serious only when far more
weighty resources are expended in war. The reason IR has little to say on the
subject is that scholars have focused on observable things that seem clearly
consequential, like wars and arms races. It is hard to identify a case in which
subversion substantially affected the trajectory of a great power rivalry.

Great power subversion in action. Off-the-shelf realist theory thus
portrays the great-power subsystem as one in which the temptation to
subvert peer rivals recurs, but it is checked by powerful restraints. A crazy
world of real anarchy, in which governments constantly seek to undermine
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each other domestically, is always waiting to burst forth, but it is held
in check by power politics itself. The theory presented here explains the
comparatively low-subversion equilibrium among great powers exactly as
balance of power theory explains the preservation of the sovereign states
system against its hierarchical subjugation by one state: as the endogenous
outcome of realpolitik. A low subversion order thus emerges among great
powers, but it is constantly tested, tends to breaks down in wartime, and does
not embrace weaker states. Defense dominance — home field advantage —
means that subversion operations need to be big to get consequential results,
but big operations send seriously malign signals, invite potentially costly
retaliation and risk escalation. The key is that the theory predicts that great
powers will always be managing trade-offs between the potential cheap
gains to subversion versus its substantial risks.

We have argued that there is a need of a better handle on how the
politics of subversion play out among the world’s most powerful states and
suggested a realist theory to account for a broad pattern of comparative
restraint in subversion among non-belligerent great powers. We hardly need
note that such a sketch of such a blunt theory raises more questions than it
answers. It cannot tell us why great powers tolerate as much subversion as
they do, nor can it account for variation in levels of subversion over time.
All of that will require actor- and case-specific detail. Moreover, it raises
the very same explanatory debate as the original realist theory focused on
arms-length statecraft. Constructivists will attribute levels of subversion to
changing ‘cultures of anarchy’; English School aficionados will cite settled
rules of a society of states; liberal institutionalists will look to institutional
effects and reputational dynamics. Distinguishing the subtleties of those
arguments from the blunt arguments presented here will take precise
process-tracing. However, raising new questions and pushing research in
new directions is precisely the point. It opens the door to a new arena of
statecraft that has been obscured by the way we’ve divvied up the study
of international politics, assuming that realism has nothing to say about
domestic politics and making the study of espionage and covert statecraft a
separate, specialized area.

To sum up, we presented evidence that mid-twentieth century great
powers did indeed probe the potential for subversion to substitute for or
complement sovereignty respecting statecraft, but their efforts conflicted
with constraints that were endogenous to the power politics of the era.
It was not just the fear of escalation to war that stayed the subverter’s
hand. A probing politics largely played out below that level, as decision-
makers assessed or anticipated various kinds of cost-imposition responses
from target governments. As seemingly subvertable as great power target
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governments may become, they still hold in their hands most of what other
governments want and need, a reality that induces restraint in all but rare
and extreme circumstances. And that implication defuses at least some
currently popular pessimism about democratic great powers’ staying power
in the 21st century rivalry against their authoritarian peers.

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Annotation. To find an answer to the role of dialogical ethics in
the philosophical and political aspect, we used an interdisciplinary
approach, analyzing the work of K.O. Appel “Ethics and the Theory of
Rationality: Selected essays”, who developed its main provisions. It is
shown that dialogic ethics is based on global and universal characteristics.
Dialogic ethics is one of the diplomatic tools and a mechanism for conflict
resolution in world politics and international relations. Itis determined that
communication and means of language play an essential role in dialogic
ethics, when there is an exchange of opinions, consultations, discussions,
negotiations, meetings on problems of world politics and international
relations, reflection and reflection in the form of finding ways to solve a
particular situation. It is proved that dialogic ethics, using morality and
law as forms of regulation of the international political process, can solve
the problems of relations between states, but the philosophy of power,
the desire for it, taking into account the difference between states and the
political elite, taking into account the increasing geopolitical competition,
cannot always overcome and solve the problem. The relevance of the
topic is due to the increasing role of dialogue and the ethics of dialogue
in modern world politics and international relations. Observing the ethics
of dialogue revitalizes normal relations between States and peoples in
difficult modern geopolitical and geo-economic conditions. The purpose
of the article is to discuss the philosophical and political aspect of the
ideas of dialogical ethics of the issue, about approaches and ideas in line
with its modern concepts.

Basic provision

The basic reflections of Ethics, the so called dialogical Ethics, have
been elaborated by Karl-Otto Appel (1922-2017) [1]. Because dialogue is
an essential element of communication for international relation, world
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politics and political leaders, we would like to present the basic ideas of
dialogical ethics as philosophical and political aspect.

Our critical reasoning can differentiate between what is correct and
what is not; in other words, between true and false. One might also add
those things about which we cannot determine either their truth or their
falsity. But this is also a question of truth: Is it true that (for the present, or
in principle) we do not know whether or not something is true? “Let your
word be yes, yes; no, no”, as we find in the Bible.

We cannot reinvent our critical reasoning every day. That we possess
it is something we owe to the “groundwork™ laid by our ancestors. That is to
say, the tools with which our reasoning performs its critical work have been
developed by cultural labor.

We have to know whether a thing is false or not. We have to know
whether the quality of thing not for “academic” reasons, but rather because
we could not survive otherwise. If I do not know whether or not the
mushroom I am about to eat is poisonous, I take the risk of dying for my
ignorance. If I have erred in calculating the re-entry angle of a space capsule
as it returns to earth, it may be that the whole crew will pay for my error
with their lives.

Introduction

The relevance of the topic is due to the increasing role of dialogue and
the ethics of dialogue in modern world politics and international relations.
Observing the ethics of dialogue revitalizes normal relations between States
and peoples in difficult modern geopolitical and geo-economic conditions.

The purpose of the article is to discuss the philosophical and political
aspect of the ideas of dialogical ethics of the issue, about approaches
and ideas in line with its modern concepts. We must know the realm of
theoretical reason and the realm of practical reason. It’s not about inventing
something new, it’s about giving the dialogue an ethical focus to resolve,
for example, conflicts.

Description of materials and methods

An interdisciplinary approach, namely political science and
philosophy, made it possible to achieve the purpose of the study: the
main ideas of dialogical ethics in complex geopolitical and geo-economic
conditions. Analysis of K.-O. Appel’s work “Ethics and the Theory of
Rationality: Selected Essays” as one of the main general logical methods
used to identify these basic ideas.

Such approaches as the descriptive method on the example of the
work of 1. Kant “Critique of Practical Reason” reveals the applied nature
of ideas in the modern digital and full of threats world [2]. Based on these
empirical data, the synthesis method made it possible to collect various

aspects of the studied issue into a single whole and to obtain research results
and formulate conclusions.

Results

Most situations in which the question of truth presents itself are not
as dramatic as this. Most are in fact trivial and insignificant: Will it rain or
not; should I take an umbrella? How much fuel does the car consume that I
would like to buy; can I afford it? And so on.

The question of truth arise in connection with our knowledge of the
world and also in connection with our actions within it. On the one hand, we
must know: Is it true that a space capsule re-entering the atmosphere at an
angle of so many degrees and a speed of so many kilometers per hour heats
up by so many degrees? On the other hand we must also know: Is it t7ue that
it would be better if the heat shield around the capsule were twice as thick
as it currently is — therefore, that it should be made thicker?

Questions of truth appear in the realm in which we need to know
what is the case, as well as in the realm in which we need to know what
we should and should not do. We can call the first realm the realm of
“theoretical reason” and the second, the realm of “practical reason”. For
example, it’s necessary to know the history of Central Asia for understand
topical problems of this region.

We have a question: But what is wrong with self-contradiction? Don’t
we sometimes say of a deceased person, in sympathy and even with a bit of
admiration, “Even in his contradictions he was great?

We say this because we sometimes find human failings endearing
(so long as they are not too serious). We also know of our own individual
weaknesses and tend to turn a blind eye to them. It makes our life a little
easier. But if we in all seriousness were to accept self-contradiction without
proviso, we would be forced to accept also its opposite, the refusal of self-
contradiction; and second, in a serious circumstance, we would not need
much time to decide on which side of the argument we stand. Suppose we
are, for example, running a construction company and would like to know
from the engineer who has constructed our newest bridge whether it can
carry the loads that are expected. Suppose he answers “Yes and no”. We
would surely respond, taken aback or angry, that this is a contradiction,
and if he were to insist further on his answer, perhaps propounding the
benefits of self-contradiction, we would send him to get his walking papers,
or perhaps to a psychiatrist to see if his head is in order. Today we have a
lot of contradictions in the ecological sphere: to have a car is good, but it’s
so lot of CO2.

If we admit that we should not let our actions be steered by our natural
instincts, we still have to acknowledge that without our natural senses we
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would not be able to recognize anything or, in any case, that we would not
get very far in our search for knowledge.

If someone had no senses at all — how would he perceive anything,
and how could we find out from him whether he had perceived anything? On
the other hand, it is not the case that the “impressions” that reach us via our
senses already have the quality of knowledge - certainly not in a manner that
is reliable. Reliable knowledge is obtained only when two further aspects
are taken into consideration: The reason of the individual (receiving sensual
impressions), and the discursive co-subjectivity unavoidably inherent in
every act of reason. In other words, reliable knowledge always, in this
sense, presupposes co-subjectivity.

The registering and assimilating is the result of an act of reason. The
fact that our senses transmit to us the impression of “something” is only
possible because the idea of “something” exists in our reason. The notion
that our sense data has to do with things that are “there” is something that
our reason provides; it is not in the data itself. The development of concepts
which enable us to apprehend reality and thereby obtain knowledge is an
important cultural accomplishment.

This mean there is no “solitary” recognition. There may be, but only
in rudimentary form. Even animals which hardly communicate with one
another, are able to recognize things. And Kaspar Hauser (a 19" Century
German youth, infamous, as he himself asserted in his later life, for
spending his youth locked in a darkened dungeon isolated from the outside
world, having never been introduced to language) recognized that which
was shoved into his cell as food, even though, as the story goes, no one
had ever spoken to him [3]. It may be that those communicative faculties
of the brain, which are necessary for the working out and refinement of
knowledge-enabling concepts, achieve a rudimentary, solitary perception.
These abilities must be present in each individual, otherwise they could not
be activated in situations of learning and teaching.

In diametric opposition to this, all recognition only takes place in
the consciousness of the individual, that there is no world around him, but
rather that it is all just an illusion.

In attempting to discover the facts of the world around us, we are
(if this attempt is more than rudimentary) dependent on our fellow human
beings. Even in posing the simplest question, like “Is this democratic
State?”, we transcend our subjectivity in various ways: We turn to someone
else (from whom we hope to obtain the knowledge that we ourselves lack),
and in doing so, we use the medium of language, which we have acquired
through a long process of communication with other human beings [4].

We need the information that we want to get but cannot acquire on
our own. But even supposing someone, as an experiment, would completely
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refrain from posing questions, in order to demonstrate the possibility of
this task to his discussion partner, who in contrast defends its impossibility
(that inter-subjectivity is unavoidable) — even this demonstration would
be a demonstration for someone, that is, it would entail an inter-subjective
context. Furthermore, we could not maintain this position (that it is possible
to live without the asking of questions) if we had during our lives, e.g. as
children, really held and practiced this view! As children, we pestered our
parents and others around us to the point of exasperation with questions
like “Why is that?”, “Why is the number of conflicts increasing?”, “What
are their reasons?”, “How can it be minimized?” and so on. Without having
passed through this early learning process, with its endless questions and
answers, we would not now, as adults, be able to take part in a discussion
about the avoidability or unavoidability of inter-subjectivity. Had we not
posed seriously meant questions earlier, we would still be the small, ignorant
creatures we once were.

And here we can repeat the argumentation of the previous answer:
Certainly, one could decide, as a thought experiment, never to ask serious
questions (strictly speaking this won’t work, since a world in which we ask
no serious questions could not even be perceived in a manner that is anything
more than rudimentary — because any more than the most rudimentary
perception requires us to pose seriously meant questions). As we can see
from the trivial example of the conflicts, our life expectancy would be short
without preventive measures of states.

It’s very interesting what leads us (as early as in childhood) to ask
questions? Whatever the cause, in doing so we exercise an ability that is part
of our makeup as rational beings. Why the world, our life and our reason (and
therefore this capability of asking questions) should exist — this is something
we don’t know. In asking “Why?”, however, we are (reflectively) referred
to the categories of world, life, reason (and with it freedom) as irreducible
concepts, which we implicitly recognize in the very act of questioning.
Such questions about implicit conditions - in other words, the reflection
about “conditions for the possibility of...” - are, as mentioned before, what
Kant called “transcendental” [2].

Discussion

A propos freedom: Does it really exist? What about the opposing view
that everything is predetermined — even processes in the brain, which is
supposedly the source of our “freedom”? There are many who defend this
view. This is again a “paper doubt”. And again, the same answer:

1) If everything is predetermined, then so is this view. But this cannot
be the intention. In order to use this idea in a discussion, it must first be
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considered an argument, which in itself presupposes a kind of freedom of
thought.

2) But if we simply overrule this objection (1) and declare everything
(even argumentation) to be predetermined, we come to no meaningful result,
for then everything in our world is just as it has always been, except that we
have the additional linguistic burden of calling everything predetermined

3) Let us once again follow an adherent of this view to his bank and
observe his reaction when the teller informs him that an inescapable chain
of cause and effect has determined that yesterday’s salary deposit cannot be
paid out.

How can we more concretely describe this inter-subjectivity, which is
contained in every simple question? What sort of relationship do we enter
into when we ask someone a question?

With every question we ask, we necessarily accept basic shared
discourse-related responsibilities, for example with respect to:

1) Choice of words: There are certain rules governing the use of words
which I agree to follow and which I expect to be followed by my partner in
discourse;

2) Sincerity: The question I pose is meant sincerely and I expect that
my partner will answer me with similar sincerity. This also means that he
will tell me when he actually knows no answer, has only a partial one, or
has doubts aboutit;

3) Trans-subjective openness: When my partner can only give an
unsatisfactory answer or no answer at all to my question, I can expect that
he will help me find someone who can answer it, since he understands that
he, as an individual, must put himself second in the pursuit of truth; in
other words, that every question posed seriously is in fact addressed not
specifically to him, but to every rational being and thus is meant to be
virtually universalistic.

4) Justification: 1 can expect that my partner answers not only with a
statement, but that he is prepared to tell me why he thinks this statement is
the correct (true) answer.

5) Argumentative discourse: 1 can expect my discursive partner not
only to give me the justifications for his answer, but also to be willing to
respond to objections that I may present; in other words, to be willing to
enter into an argumentative dialogue with me, one in which justifications
and counter-justifications are weighed against one another.

6) Rules of argumentation: Such a dialogue is only possible in the
framework of certain rules of logic, and the participants must agree to
adhere to these.
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7)Openness to revision: When new information is received which has
the potential to affect the outcome of the argument, the participants must be
willing to take this into account and, if applicable, to revise any conclusions
they had previously come to.

8) Aiming toward consensus: When there are no further arguments to
be presented and the dialogue thus appears to be at an end, both participants
agree to regard the result of the dialogue up to this point as the (possibly
preliminary) answer to their posed question — this result is the #7uth of the
matter as they have so far been able to determine.

It’s necessary to mark that we wrote about discourse related
responsibilities in this journal in 2019 N 3 [6].

There are more anthropological givens or responsibilities of
communication that we might add to these lists. In any case, the above lists
are not intended to be definitive.

It’s very important to methodologically reconstruct such rules of
dialogue, starting from the simplest speech acts and proceeding to elaborate
linguistic structures, in order to make clear to us the mutual rights and duties
that they entail.

We describe this “set of rules” as a kind of “minimal ethics”.
However, this form of ethics is not really so “minimal.

We cannot derive anything substantive from them, but we can work
with these rules by applying them to concrete situations.

If we were to consider contents as the basis of ethics, and if those
values were to conflict with one another, then these conflicts would not be
resolvable, except by referring to supposedly “higher” values or propositions
- which again could stand in conflict with one another - or by violent means
[5]. Violence is in fact the “procedure” through which such substantive
conflicts are often resolved. In the case of a conflict between states which
each defend conflicting values, this “procedure” is war. Yet, in an age in
which weapons of mass destruction and global environmental threats are
spreading, war is not an option we can afford. War is now coupled with
a previously unknown risk - an unrestrained modern war, fought with all
military means available, would eradicate the human race, or leave little of
it behind [7].

The search for non-military means of resolving conflicts is thus an
existential necessity. All states — developed, developing etc. - wish peace,
world without wars.

Primary, formal, basic rules actually presuppose value statements, for
example the postulates of “seriousness” (of questions) and “equality” (of
all human beings). It is true that the statements “You should ask serious
questions (if you want the truth)!” and “You should accept the arguments of
all persons with equal readiness (if you want the truth)!” are ethical postulates
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(general normative statements). They are not, however, ascriptions of value.
They are not arbitrarily or randomly chosen. Rather, their acceptance is an
inescapable precondition of the effort to find truth through dialogue; they
cannot be denied. Even in attempting to do so, one would have to implicitly
make use of them in order to explain and defend this denial.

Thus, the objection that was intended in the question above turns out
to be, in reality, a valid demonstration of the minimal ethics inherent in it (as
in any seriously meant question). This minimal ethics is not imposed and
cannot be derived; it shows itself when, through transcendental reflection,
we consider the conditions of possibility inherent in every serious question.

Just mentioned alternative, “solving conflicts by dialogue or by
violence (war)”: will mankind succeed in solving its conflicts in a way that
does not bring about its complete or near destruction?

Another ground for hope is the fact that multilateral agreements
among states have been put in place (outside the UN), meant to mitigate or
eliminate global environmental and military threats.

This anticipation usually works in everyday life. Yet, one never
knows whether or not a counter-argument or further relevant information
might still exist in the mind of someone who was not able to express it
(either because he had been hindered, by means of power or simply by
a lack of communicative infrastructure). Considering this last point, it is
evident that even if, in a thought-experiment, we were to imagine that all
restraints were eliminated and an ideal “Christian-communist” society
- free from domination, based on the postulates of equality, freedom and
solidarity - were fully realized, we would still find it impossible in practice
to verify whether all possible counter-arguments have really been taken
into consideration. In other words, even in the best of all possible worlds,
anticipation would still be necessary [8].

And it is all the more necessary in a human world-society permeated
to such a great degree and depth by power structures as ours!

Like Kant, transcendental-pragmatic philosophy admits that the
realization of reason in the world is a utopian project, in the sense that it is
based on counter-factual anticipation, but beyond Kant it observes that it
is nevertheless at the same time factually given, insofar as this anticipation
takes place and must take place [2].

The principle of virtual equality and reciprocity between all human
beings, implicitly recognized in every seriously posed question, is something
that stands in stark contrast to the existing political and economic relations
of power. It’s an ever-present call to overcome these same relations. It’s
an ever-present call. To overcome this contrast is impossible, given the
character of the human being, but to strive for it gives sense and dignity to
the history of mankind and to the life of the individual.
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Conclusion

Dialogic ethics is evaluated as a diplomatic tool and as a conflict
resolution mechanism. The subject of dialogic ethics is the people, their
safety and well-being. In the process of dialogical communication, there
is an exchange of opinions, a search for ways to solve a particular difficult
situation in world politics.

Dialogic ethics in the philosophical and political aspect represents the
logical forms proper - concepts, understanding, comprehension, reflection
and decision. And dialogic ethics acquires the importance of dynamic
semantic schemes that allow understanding and mastering new formats of
its use. A feature of dialogic ethics is the need to withstand the tension of
contradictions when opposing sides and complex problems are combined.
The conceptual and categorical apparatus of dialogical ethics includes the
concepts of poverty, threat, cruelty, play, conflict, slavery and many others.

Truth, law, and war are difficult to combine in dialogic ethics, which
means a shift in meanings in world politics. In modern conditions, the
variants of dialogical ethics require an expansion of the philosophical and
political context.

SPORTS DIPLOMACY AS A WAY OF REGULATING
INTERNATIONAL RELATIONS

Abstract. Sports diplomacy plays a crucial role in the soft power
strategies of states. Not only is it used to project a positive image and
demonstrate a state’s “sovereign” status on the international stage, but it
also serves as an effective tool for attracting tourists. Many countries have
successfully marketed their sports-related tourism offerings thanks to the
positive image they have created through sports diplomacy. However, the
most significant benefit of sports diplomacy stems from its ability to help
resolve conflicts. By promoting sports events and other forms of sporting
activity, governments can foster better understanding and cooperation
between nations, thus reducing tensions and preventing conflicts from
escalating into full-blown wars.

Sports diplomacy is a vital component of a state’s overall soft
power strategy. It serves multiple purposes, including creating a positive
international image, attracting tourists, and facilitating peaceful resolution
of conflicts. Since ancient times, sport has been a form of peacemaking,
primarily through the Olympics. However, during the Cold War, sports were
utilized as a weapon of world politics, acting as a means to intimidate and
fuel the “Great Divide”. Today, amidst the crisis of traditional diplomacy
and a lack of trust, sports diplomacy could be the only viable mode of
dialogue between belligerent parties.
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This article explores the role of sport as a tool for soft power in
contemporary international relations, specifically in the context of present-
day geopolitical tension worldwide.

THE STATE REGULATION OF THE PROCESS OF ETHNIC
REPATRIATION IN GERMANY
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International Relations, L.N. Gumilyov ENU, Astana, Kazakhstan
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Abstract. Currently, the system of international relations is beginning
to change rapidly due to the instability of the situation. It should be noted that
military conflicts between the Russian Federation and Ukraine, Palestine and
Israel, as well as other tense situations in the Middle East region contributed
to this. Taking advantage of these circumstances, many countries are
actively pursuing an indirect policy of annexing lands in regions of densely
populated diasporas located outside their borders. This is how the process
of forming a “titular nation” begins. And also, in search of ways of national
identity, a new wave of ethno-nationalism is being formed. Therefore, the
importance of ethnic repatriation policy has increased. Today, more than
40 countries of the world are working purposefully and effectively in this
direction. Germany was one of the first countries to begin ethnic migration
after World War I1. In the international arena, their experience in repatriation
policy is evaluated positively.
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Due to this, in this study, the authors conduct a comprehensive analysis
of the state regulation of repatriation policy in Germany. It will be studied
the adopted national laws and programs on documentation, adaptation and
social support of people of German nationality resettling to their historical
homeland. In addition, a review of integration work organized through non-
governmental organizations will be conducted. The economic and social
consequences of repatriation are considered. In general, all stages of state
support for immigrants to their historical homeland are characterized. The
pros and cons of organizing ethnic migration in the studied country will
be analyzed. General scientific approaches and methods of studying the
German experience in state support of ethnic repatriates will be applied.

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Abstract. The partnership between the US and Kazakhstan is taking
on new dimensions in the context of the military conflict between Russia
and Ukraine, the growing influence of China, and the increased activity of
other actors in the region. In the face of geopolitical instability, Kazakhstan
seeks to preserve and strengthen its sovereignty and independence, based
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on a multi-vector foreign policy strategy. Therefore, the strengthening and
expansion of the American vector is actualizing.

The US strategic interest decline in Kazakhstan and the region as a
whole after the withdrawal of allied troops from Afghanistan led to their
practical displacement of Central Asia to the periphery of American foreign
policy. However, the war in Ukraine once again attracted the attention
of Washington to the Central Asia region. As a result, the C5+1 dialogue
platform was created, the “U.S. Strategy for Central Asia for 2019-2025”
was adopted, and the region was mentioned in the US “National Security
Strategy of 2022”.

These documents define the main characteristics of relations between
Kazakhstan and the US. The authors of the article analyze the coincidence
of Washington’s strategy with the main national interest of Kazakhstan.
Both sides are interested in mutually beneficial cooperation in areas such as
economy, energy, education, and security.

Despite the fact that the American vector in the Kazakhstan foreign
policy is inferior in intensity to the Russian, Chinese, and even European
ones, the strategic partnership between Astana and Washington allows both
sides to address their own and common tasks within the framework of
regional and international security and cooperation.

In the current situation, the expansion of the Western direction in
foreign policy, especially in the context of the development of relations
with the United States, can play an important role in ensuring balance in the
region and strengthening the sovereignty of the state.

Basic provisions

In the context of geopolitical turbulence, the question of preserving
and strengthening the American vector of Kazakhstan’s foreign policy
is becoming more pressing. This means taking the strategic partnership
between Washington and Astana to a new level.

In the context of geopolitical turbulence, the United States has re-
evaluated the strategic importance of Central Asia and its role in its global
strategy. Washington is now offering a constructive agenda for the entire
Central Asian region. This is evidenced by the creation of the C5+1 dialogue
platform, the adoption of the “U.S. Strategy for Central Asia for 2019-2025,
and the mention of the region in the “National Security Strategy of 2022”.

An analysis of the degree of convergence of interests and opportunities
will allow to make forecasts for the preservation and strengthening of the
American vector of Kazakhstan’s foreign policy.
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Introduction

The contours of modern relations between the Republic of Kazakhstan
and the US are in the focus of academic interest in connection with the
evolution of the geopolitical situation in the region.

The research question of the article is to identify the coincidence of
the Washington’s strategy in the region and the main national interest of the
Republic of Kazakhstan on the basis of an analysis of the foreign policy
strategies of the US and Kazakhstan. Despite the difference in the tools and
motivations of both states, the foreign policy strategies provide significant
complementarity.

To address the issues raised in the article, the authors analyzed national
and bilateral documents, using theory and methodology that allows them to
answer the questions posed in the article.

Description of Materials and Methods

The modern relations between Kazakhstan and the United States
require analysis through the prism of various theories, such as realism/
neorealism, liberalism/neoliberalism, constructivism, geopolitical theory,
and others.

According to the theory of realism/neorealism, the relations between
Kazakhstan and the US are conditioned by common interests in the field of
security. Kazakhstan seeks to strengthen its independence and sovereignty,
while the United States is interested in maintaining stability and security in
Central Asia. Both countries also seek to develop economic cooperation:
Kazakhstan is an important source of natural resources, while the United
States occupies a leading position in the world economy.

From the perspective of liberalism/neoliberalism, the relations
between Kazakhstan and the United States can be viewed as cooperation in
various areas.

The theory of constructivism emphasizes that the identity and
interests of states are formed in the process of interaction. In this context,
both countries are gradually developing more positive relations, which
contributes to strengthening their cooperation.

The theory of geopolitics asserts that the geographical location of a
state is an important factor determining its policy. The geographical location
of Kazakhstan in Central Asia makes it a key player in the region, which
attracts the US attention to maintain stability and security in this area.

The concept of a multi-vector foreign policy is a fundamental
principle of the Kazakhstan foreign policy strategy. It expresses the desire
for multifaceted interaction on the world stage.

The concept of balanced diplomacy is also applied in the study of
Kazakhstan’s foreign policy. It is important to note the differences between
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balanced and multi-vector diplomacy: the latter does not necessarily imply
uniformity or balance. Balanced diplomacy, although it may not be uniform,
takes into account the interests of major states. In this context, pragmatism
plays a key role for both Kazakhstan and the United States.

The approach based on pragmatism determines the development of
relations between Kazakhstan and major states based on their practical
benefit, giving preference to practical benefits over political intentions and
ideological factors. Pragmatism manifests itself mainly in the economic
sphere. Economic opportunities play a significant role in the diplomatic
capital for major states in the region. Whoever is able to offer more economic
advantages to Central Asian countries will be a more desirable partner.

Results

The analysis of theoretical and methodological approaches showed
that the strategic partnership between the United States and Kazakhstan in
the new geopolitical conditions should be considered using a comprehensive
approach, including various theories and concepts, the main of which are
realism, liberalism, constructivism, and geopolitical theory, which allow to
explain the problems set out in the article.

Central Asia is an important part of American Eurasian policy. The
large-scale transport and logistics projects of China and the policy of Russia
on integration with Central Asia determine the geopolitical nature of the
“C5+1”. An important task of the multilateral format is to protect American
interests through the so-called construction of the region. American
strategists attach importance not only to the raw materials, transit potential
of the countries of Central Asia, but also to their subjectivity, i.e. the ability
to develop independently from the will of major players.

The war in Ukraine again shifted the focus of Washington to the
Central Asia region. The return of American interest can be explained by
various reasons, the main of which are related to anti-Russian sanctions,
to the business interests of American companies in Kazakhstan, to the
advancement of the C5+1 dialogue platform to a new level.

In the context of geopolitical turbulence, the United States has come
to a much better understanding of the strategic importance of Central Asia
and its role in its global strategy. Washington is now offering a constructive
agenda for the entire Central Asia region. Ambitious long-term plans and
goals, which are fully reflected in the “U.S. Strategy for Central Asia for
2019-2025” [1], are outlined in the “U.S. National Security Strategy of
2022 [2].

The United States continues to link the Central Asian region with the
problems of Afghanistan. At the 2023 US-Central Asia summit, the sides
expressed their desire to strengthen cooperation in the field of security,
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calling it the “cornerstone” of maintaining the sovereignty of the countries
of the region.

In general, Washington realizes that a new strategic approach to
the region should include the issue of opening and developing transport
corridors from Central Asia to the south. Otherwise, the countries of Central
Asia may deepen their dependence on China and Russia.

Determining the degree of coincidence of interests and opportunities
will allow us to make forecasts for the preservation and strengthening of the
American vector of Kazakhstan’s foreign policy.

Discussion

Expert opinion. In the new geopolitical reality, relations between the
United States and Kazakhstan have become the subject of close attention by
both domestic and foreign researchers. Foreign authors note a new trend in
Kazakhstan’s foreign policy: a move away from its traditional ally Russia
after the mass protests in 2022 and President Kassym-Jomart Tokayev’s
request for help from the CSTO, as well as the military conflict between
Russia and Ukraine.

Therefore, Ukrainian researcher Domenko believes that one of the
important factors in the rapprochement between Kazakhstan and the United
States is the fact that further development of allied relations with the Russian
Federation is becoming dangerous for Kazakhstan. The Russian war is also
likely to accelerate efforts to diversify Kazakhstan’s imports and exports via
Caspian sea routes and beyond Russia to mitigate the effects of sanctions
[3].

Researcher Ghegelashwili believes that, in turn, the United States will
use all possible means to create a viable competition against Chinese and
Russian projects, as well as various formats of regional integration of all
five Central Asian countries, creating effective projects in all spheres of their
political, economic, and cultural life to become as attractive as possible for
the region. The author also notes that “the desire of both the United States
and the EU to occupy a key position in the region will depend not only on
the success of their policies, but also on the position of the Central Asian
countries in the context of their right choice between the main key actors”
[4].

The authors of the article “Features of US Foreign Policy towards the
States of Central Asia” call Kazakhstan a permanent regional ally of the
United States, emphasizing the pragmatic nature of cooperation between
partners. They also believe that Kazakhstan’s multi-vector foreign policy “is
in dissonance with the regional imperatives of the United States,” as Astana
seeks to gain the maximum benefit from cooperation with Washington while
building good neighborly relations with Russia and China [5].
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Another point of view is held by the authors of the article that examines
the foreign policy of the Republic of Kazakhstan in the context of the
Russian-Ukrainian war. They note that, faced with the current increasingly
complex domestic and international situation, President Kassym-Jomart
Tokayev supports the principle of pragmatism aimed at protecting national
security and raising Kazakhstan’s international status [6].

At the same time, a number of researchers emphasize that Washington
should take into account the strengthening of the Chinese vector of
Kazakhstan’s multi-vector foreign policy: “Despite its official alliance with
Russia, Kazakhstan’s foreign policy is more closely linked to China” [7].

With regard to the return of US interest in the CSTO region, experts
believe that “in the future, US strategy in Central Asia is expected to be
based on the expediency of attracting regional allies and stimulating
contradictions to deter geopolitical rivals in the region” [7].

In conclusion, the analysis of scientific literature on the topic of the
study showed that cooperation between Kazakhstan and the United States
in the new geopolitical reality is characterized by a variety of assessments
and forecasts. This is due to the fact that the cooperation process is not yet
complete, and its outcome depends on many factors.

In the foreign policy concept of the Republic of Kazakhstan for
2020-2030, priorities are shifted from individual countries to regional and
multilateral cooperation. In the bilateral context, only neighboring countries,
the United States and the European Union, are specifically highlighted.
(Foreign Policy Concept of the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2020-2030) [8].

The relations between the Republic of Kazakhstan and the United
States are characterized as a strategic partnership, including cooperation in
the economic, energy, security, education, and culture spheres.

The evolution of cooperation between Kazakhstan and the United
States has gone through several stages. During this time, Washington has
determined not only the degree of importance of the region for American
interests, but also the degree of its willingness to be involved in the affairs
of Central Asia (CA). As a result of the actions of the United States, Russia’s
monopoly in the region was destroyed. American administrations gained
the opportunity to change the balance of power and participate on an equal
footing in the geopolitical rivalry in CA.

After the events of September 11, 2001, the most important factor
influencing Kazakhstan-US relations was the US anti-terrorist operation
and the joint fight of the CA countries against international terrorism.
US interest in the region was determined by the large-scale fight against
international terrorism. As a result of the global anti-terrorist war, the
Central Asian direction was included in the general context of the fight
against international terrorism. The changed geopolitical situation after
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September 11, 2001, actualized relations between the United States and
the CA countries, which were to help overcome the strategic difficulties
and difficulties of access to the territory of military operations, which the
American troops had to face during the Operation “Enduring Freedom” in
Afghanistan.

However, after the withdrawal of allied troops from Afghanistan, US
interest in the region declined as a result of post-Afghan policy and the
“pivot to Asia” strategy

The shift of Kazakhstan and Central Asia to the periphery of US
foreign policy can be explained by several factors.

First, as early as 2005, Washington, within the framework of the
Greater Central Asia project, proposed to base its regional policy on the
principle of geopolitical pluralism. The essence of this project is to unite the
states of Central Asia and Afghanistan, as well as some other neighboring
regions, into a single geopolitical whole. This marked new approaches in
Washington’s Central Asian policy, which are part of a strategy for the
global restructuring of large geopolitical spaces in Eurasia (for example,
the “Greater Middle East”)

Washington called on Moscow and Beijing not only to participate,
but also to act as guarantors and donors of the region’s modernization
process. The political part of the Greater Central Asia project sets the task
of convincing Russia and China that the United States does not intend to
weaken their positions in the region. Moreover, the United States planned
to invite these states as guarantors of the region’s modernization process.

At the same time the United States clearly define its interests in the
Central Asian region. It should be noted that even skeptics admit that the
historical ties between Russia and Kazakhstan, the length of the common
border, the Russian diaspora in Kazakhstan, the interdependence of the
economies and infrastructure of the two countries, as well as the significant
disparity in military potential - all this explains the special relations
between Moscow and Astana. Researchers recognize that these factors,
in addition to Astana’s commitment to regional integration, have pushed
Kazakhstan to join the Collective Security Treaty Organization and become
one of the first members of the Eurasian Economic Union. Similarly, no one
doubts the importance of Kazakhstan’s relations with neighboring China.
The development of these relations is an indicator of the achievements of
Kazakhstan’s foreign policy and economic strategy since independence.

Second, the withdrawal of allied troops from Afghanistan and, as
a consequence, the decline in US interest in Kazakhstan and the region
as a whole, which is explained by the low level of strategic interest of
Washington in the Central Asian region. The terms “Central Asia” and
“Kazakhstan” practically disappeared from the discourse of the American
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President Obama, which was evidence of the loss of significant interest of
the United States in Kazakhstan and the region as a whole, which is not an
arena of large-scale disasters, nor a source of serious security threats [9].

The Trump administration, for a number of reasons, adjusted the
foreign policy course of the Obama administration on the futility of this
direction.

Geopolitical competition between Washington, Moscow, and Beijing
is not self-sufficient for Central Asia. The countries of Central Asia have
their own interests and priorities, and they are not simply pawns in the great
power competition.

The United States for a long time remained the only major external
force that did not have a consultative mechanism for making joint decisions
with the countries of the region, which could not but affect the effectiveness
of the US foreign policy towards Central Asia. The picture changed in the
2000s. On the one hand, the post-Afghan period shows a shiftin foreign policy
priorities to the Asia-Pacific region, which weakened Washington’s interest
in Central Asia. On the other hand, there is evidence of a new American
regional policy, expressed in the formula “C5+1”, the implementation of
which will allow the region not to remain on the periphery of the global US
strategy.

A whole complex of geopolitical and geo-economic factors (the
start of the implementation of the ambitious Chinese “Belt and Road”
initiative, the sanctions confrontation between Washington and Moscow,
the Ukrainian crisis, the war in Syria, the fall in world prices for major
export commodities, etc.) contributed to the development and adoption of
“C5+1”. The main criterion was the fact that Central Asia is directly or
indirectly related to all these events, which, in turn, are in the sphere of US
interests.

Thus, the “C5+1” format allows Washington to pursue a regional
policy that compensates for the geopolitical influence of neighboring
powers. One possible option would be the so-called “offshore balancing”,
which involves changing country priorities, choosing a key partner;
recognizing the interests and capabilities of other external forces; finding
the right balance between security and democratic values; more effective
use of existing levers of influence on the situation.

It should be remembered that the United States and the European
Union, as well as Asian states - Turkey, Japan, and South Korea, already
have similar formats for interaction with the countries of Central Asia. This
format is perhaps the most powerful in terms of propaganda and cultural
relations. The EU has a special representative for Central Asian affairs and
a well-developed regional strategy. The American format is also becoming
regular and is reaching a new level in the context of the Ukrainian crisis.
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New geopolitics. The war in Ukraine has once again shifted
Washington’s focus to the Central Asia region. The return of American
interest can be explained by the following reasons:

1. First, it is related to anti-Russian sanctions. The United States
and the European Union have repeatedly warned of the introduction of
secondary sanctions against countries that violate the sanctions. Western
partners are concerned about the indicators of the significantly increased
trade between Kazakhstan and the Russian Federation (30% in 2022) [10].

Representatives of the United States and the United Kingdom visited
Astana to warn the country against helping Russia to circumvent sanctions.
In response to the requests of Western partners, Kazakhstan completely
banned the supply of military goods to Russia, while a special license will
be required for dual-use goods. The Traderadar website has been launched
to help monitor goods and companies that have been sanctioned. There is
also a special system that allows you to track all sanctioned goods that pass
through the Kazakh border by electronic invoices.

At the same time, official persons from Astana noted that the
interdependence of the economies of the two states, membership in the
EAEU and the absence of customs borders between the Russian Federation
and Kazakhstan make it many times more difficult to comply with sanctions.

In response, US Secretary of State Antony Blinken promised that
Washington would allocate $25 million to the countries of the region under
the “Economic Sustainability Initiative”. This initiative will allow Central
Asia to “develop trade routes and attract private sector investment and not
be dependent on just one country”. This statement indicates that the United
States would not want to put too much pressure on Kazakhstan, as China
has become more active in the region [11].

Second, the business interests of American companies in Kazakhstan
play an important role in bilateral relations. US firms operate in a wide
range of sectors, including energy, petrochemicals, mining, engineering,
construction, transportation, agriculture, and IT. The majority of American
economic interests are still concentrated in the energy sector, where Chevron
is the leader among the 700 American firms doing business in the country.
In order to expand trade cooperation, the Chamber of Commerce launched
the US-Kazakhstan Business Council in 2020 [12].

Special attention should be paid to the new trend of rare earth metal
mining. In the context of the development of alternative energy sources
and the demand for the production of high-tech components, such as
semiconductors, solar panels, etc., American companies are expanding their
investment in the extraction of critical minerals and rare earth elements.

Third, the dialogue platform C5+1 has reached a new level. President
Biden personally met with the presidents of the Central Asian countries
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on the sidelines of the UN General Assembly session (September 2023).
The conclusion of cooperation to “new heights” raises the question of the
need to fill the concept of “strategic partnership” between the Republic of
Kazakhstan and the United States with a new meaning. To do this, it is
necessary to analyze the coincidence of Washington’s strategy in the region
and the main national interest of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

Despite the differences in the tools and motivations of both states,
their foreign policy strategies provide significant complementarity. At the
present stage, the main characteristic of Kazakh-American relations is
pragmatism, that is, it is not about any real strategic rapprochement (the
American “vector” of Kazakh politics is inferior to the Russian, Chinese,
and even European ones), but rather about mutually beneficial cooperation
in the economy, as well as maintaining stability in the region.

Strategic cooperation will allow Astana and Washington to address
their own and common challenges within the framework of regional and
international security and cooperation. Kazakhstan can strengthen its multi-
vector foreign policy while maintaining the American vector.

Determining the degree of overlap of interests and opportunities will
allow us to make forecasts for the preservation and strengthening of the
American vector of the foreign policy of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

In the context of geopolitical turbulence, the United States has come
to understand much better the strategic importance of Central Asia and its
role in its global strategy. Washington is now offering a constructive agenda
for the entire Central Asian region.

Strategic documents

Ambitious long-term plans and goals, which are fully reflected in the
US Strategy for Central Asia for 2019-2025. [1].

The strategy is divided into three main areas. In the geopolitical
terms, the CA, especially Kazakhstan, is analyzed through the prism of
Russian influence. Washington recognizes Russia’s special role in the
economic (Kazakhstan’s membership in the EAEU), military-political
(Kazakhstan’s membership in the CSTO), diplomatic and humanitarian
spheres. Kazakhstan cooperates with Russia in the SCO format as well.

However, the United States clearly defines its role in the region,
declaring support for and strengthening the sovereignty and independence
of the Central Asian states, individually and as a whole, which should be
carried out with consistent US involvement in the areas of economy, energy,
security, democracy and politics, and governance issues of the Central Asian
states.

After the return of the Taliban to power in 2021, as a reaction to what
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happened, Uzbekistan and Kazakhstan quickly expressed their position
within 48 hours, stating that their embassies in Kabul continue their activities.
The Central Asian countries, with the exception of the Tajik government,
have expressed their willingness to maintain trade and economic relations
with the Taliban on the condition that the Taliban do not allow the use of
their territory for planning or committing aggression against neighboring
states.

Representatives of the Central Asian countries are increasingly talking
about the need to stabilize Afghanistan and include the country in trade
and logistics chains, which will allow opening trade routes to Pakistan and
India, which is especially important in the context of the war in Ukraine
and anti-Russian sanctions. Afghanistan has access to the nearest large
markets of Pakistan and India, as well as the Middle East, which are of high
trade interest for Kazakhstan. In August 2023, Kazakhstan held a business
forum with Afghanistan, to which a delegation of the Taliban was invited.
Kazakhstan signed contracts with Afghanistan worth $200 million [13].

For Washington, the Afghan agenda is not only related to security
issues, but also to the possibilities of maintaining its presence in the region.
Through the CA, it is possible not only to restore the US military presence
in a hybrid form, but also to send humanitarian aid together with the
European Union. Washington understands that the export of Kazakh grain
to Afghanistan allows 80 percent of the country’s population to survive.

These and other factors explain Washington’s support for the idea
of creating a UN Regional Center for Sustainable Development Goals for
Central Asia and Afghanistan in Almaty.

Thus, the Central Asian foreign policy of the United States can be
considered not only through the prism of economic issues, but also through
the prism of security problems. It is obvious that the interests of Astana and
Washington in relation to Afghanistan coincide.

Diversification of transportation routes is one of the key tasks for
landlocked Central Asian countries. The implementation of southern trade
corridors will allow them to gain access to seaports and become part of the
global supply chain and trade network. For example, the creation of the Lapis
Lazuli Corridor will allow the transportation of goods from Afghanistan to
Europe and back through Turkmenistan, Azerbaijan, Georgia, and Turkey.
The corridor will pass through the Afghan dry ports of Akina in Faryab
province and Torgundi in Herat province. The project is designed to promote
the economic development of Afghanistan by including Afghanistan in the
network of international transportation corridors linking Kabul with the
Caspian countries and Europe [14].

Central Asian participation in new international transportation
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corridors, such as the Trans-Caspian International Transport Route (Middle
Corridor) and the Lapis Lazuli Corridor, helps to diversify economic and
logistical ties and reduce dependence on Russia and China.

The development of trans-Caspian transportation corridors is in the
sphere of the United States’ main geostrategic interests. On the one hand,
such logistics allows American and European capital to actively penetrate
into Central Asia. On the other hand, it allows Central Asian countries
to actively develop independent economic ties from Russia and China.
Therefore, the US Strategy for Central Asia calls for support for the CASA-
1000 electric lines, connectivity in the region, and transportation links with
Afghanistan, including the Lapis Lazuli Corridor route from the Caspian
Sea through Afghanistan to Pakistan

However, after the major events that changed the geopolitics around
the region (the withdrawal from Afghanistan in 2021 and the Russian
invasion of Ukraine in 2022), the implementation of this strategy became
very difficult. A new strategy has not been proposed by Washington.

In general, the American capital realizes that a new strategic
approach to the region should include the issue of opening and developing
transportation corridors from Central Asia to the south. Otherwise, Central
Asian states could deepen their dependence on China and Russia.

The second aspect, concerning the overlapping interests of the United
States and the Republic of Kazakhstan (RK) in the field of security, is the
situation that has developed between Astana and Moscow after the start of
the Russian military invasion of Ukraine. This problem is directly related to
the situation in Afghanistan.

Although there are conspiracy theories about a possible Russian
invasion of the five Central Asian countries in order to implement the
geopolitical idea of President Putin to “recreate the Soviet Union 2.0,” such
theories, for many reasons, cannot be taken seriously. However, given the
Afghan context and the weakening of Russia’s ability to act as a security
guarantor for the Central Asian countries, the states of this region will
seek to diversify their political, economic, and military relations with non-
regional actors.

The main theses of the document “The US Strategy for Central Asia”
receive additional accents in the context of the “National Security Strategy”
under the leadership of President Biden (NSS). The latter represents a more
pronounced focus on security, emphasizing the mechanisms for promoting
the vital interests of the United States in the global context. In this context,
the use of all components of national power is declared to achieve supremacy
over strategic competitors, overcome common challenges, and shape the
“rules of the game” [1].

The central idea of the Strategy is to focus on competition with China
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and deterring Russia. These goals are intended to be achieved through
domestic investment, the formation of a coalition of like-minded states, and
the modernization of the military. The Strategy is based on the principles of
interdependence, which ensures the strengthening of allied and partnership
relations in order to protect common and shared values. These values are
aimed at preserving and expanding the flows of goods, services, energy,
people, and technology. By “flows” here, we mean strategic efforts to create
conditions for common interdependence in a competitive and dangerous
global environment.

The 2022 National Security Strategy (NSS) departs from a simplistic
view in defining the United States’ competitors and enemies. Thus, naming
Russia and China among the main states from which a strategic challenge
to the security and economic mutual development of the world comes, the
Strategy suggests a differentiated response to these challenges.

It is undeniable that in the near future, relations between the United
States and Russia and China will remain confrontational. However, the
approaches and mechanisms of influence on these countries will depend on
the degree of their influence on the world order being formed by the United
States.

In the context of modern international realities, Russia appears as a
destroyer of the established order, while China is seeking to create its own
architecture of the world order. In relation to Russia under the leadership
of Putin, there are significant doubts about the possibility of developing
programs of cooperation and partnership. The United States, resorting to
sanctions, trade policy, financial instruments, and direct military support
for Ukraine, demonstrate that Russia cannot be considered as a partner, and
therefore must remain in the status of an unequal competitor.

In the context of the confrontation between Russia and the West, the
United States acts as a supporter of the independence, sovereignty, and
territorial integrity of the countries of the region.

Democracy issues remain a focus of American policy in Central
Asia. The Washington administration has stated its intention to promote the
strengthening of democratic processes and the resilience of the states of the
region.

At the same time, the 2022 NSS shows a more flexible attitude to this
issue and does not recognize the need to transform authoritarian regimes
into democratic ones in order to ensure security. Moreover, the White House
currently expresses support for regimes that refuse to use force to change
borders in the world. This departure from the United States’ tough stance
on democracy and democratization can be seen as an attempt to resolve the
problems of coexistence and cooperation between countries with different
historical, cultural, and ideological views in the 21st century.
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For Central Asian countries, this is not only an opportunity to
preserve, but also to strengthen their foreign policy focused on cooperation
with the United States. The continuation of this cooperation can help the
Central Asian states maintain the balance of power in the region, given the
activation of other key players. The expansion of economic cooperation
contributes to the development of the region through attracting investment,
increasing trade volumes and technology exchange. It is important to note
that the United States’ share in the total trade turnover in Kazakhstan was
2.9% in the first half of 2023. They are also among the top 5 countries in
terms of import volumes to Kazakhstan. In other Central Asian countries,
the United States significantly lag behind the traditional partners of the
region - Russia, China, Turkey and the countries of the Eurasian Economic
Union (EAEU) [15].

An analysis of US foreign policy documents on Central Asian
countries shows that Kazakhstan-US relations are primarily determined
by pragmatism. There is not so much strategic rapprochement (while the
American vector of Kazakhstan’s policy is inferior to the Russian, Chinese
and even European ones), but rather mutually beneficial cooperation in the
economic sphere and maintaining stability in the region.

In the context of the new geopolitical situation, the United States is
increasing its activity towards Central Asia, as evidenced by the summit
in the “C5+” format in New York. President Biden met with the five
leaders of Central Asia for the first time, and the New York Declaration
on “Sustainability through the C5+1 Security, Economic and Energy
Partnership” was adopted. This testifies to the desire of the American
leadership to deepen its impact in the region, especially in the context of the
growing tensions between Russia and the West. This point is significant in
the revision of US policy towards Central Asia.

Conclusion

In the context of changes in the geopolitical situation in the Central
Asian region, Kazakhstan’s multi-vector foreign policy has demonstrated
its effectiveness, providing the country with the opportunity to maintain
strategic partnerships with both regional and non-regional actors. However,
the competition between major powers in this region creates additional
challenges for the foreign policy of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

In this regard, the countries of Central Asia, including Kazakhstan,
are seeking to establish mutual counter-balances and counter-positions.
This striving provides them with greater operational freedom and helps to
prevent possible unilateral domination or control over the region by any one
power.

In the current situation, the expansion of the Western direction in
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foreign policy, especially in the context of the development of relations
with the United States, can play an important role in ensuring equilibrium
in the region and strengthening state sovereignty. Despite the fact that
the American “vector” in Kazakhstan’s policy is inferior in intensity to
the Russian, Chinese, and even European ones, the strategic partnership
between Astana and Washington will allow both sides to address their own
and common tasks within the framework of regional and international
security and cooperation.

The main characteristic of relations between Kazakhstan and the
United States is pragmatism, expressed in mutually beneficial economic
cooperation and the desire to maintain stability in the region.

In the context of the new geopolitics, Central Asia is returning to
the position of a geostrategic region, important for the national security
interests of the United States.

TRADE AND ECONOMIC RELATIONS BETWEEN THE
REPUBLIC OF KAZAKHSTAN AND THE ISLAMIC REPUBLIC
OF IRAN AT THE MODERN STAGE
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Abstract. The article analyzes the main directions of mutual
trade and economic cooperation between the Republic of Kazakhstan
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and the Islamic Republic of Iran. The importance of developing relations
between Iran and Kazakhstan in this direction is studied not only for the
two countries, but also for the countries of Europe, the Persian Gulf, East
and Central Asia. The authors pay attention to the main indicators of trade
turnover that have occurred in recent years and focus on the main directions
of export and import. The development of international transport corridors
and logistics issues are also considered, since bilateral trade relations are
closely related to transport and transit projects. In general, this work shows
that the governments of the two countries are currently actively working to
strengthen and expand trade and economic ties and enhance transport and
transit potential. As one of the directions contributing to the sustainable
development of the country, the activity to increase the export potential
of cooperation between Kazakhstan and Iran is studied. In addition,
opportunities were mentioned to increase mutual trade between the two
countries, turning the two countries into important regional hubs connecting
Europe, the Gulf countries and Asia.

This work is a study of the development potential of trade and
economic relations between the Republic of Kazakhstan and the Islamic
Republic of Iran over the past ten years as a perspective direction for the
development of Kazakhstan’s foreign trade relations. Today, Kazakhstan
and Iran are interested in the activation of trade and economic relations, the
further increase of trade turnover and the development of cooperation in the
spheres of transport and logistics, agriculture and investments. During the
considered period, there is also a decrease in the volume of trade, especially
the volume of export of goods from Kazakhstan, although Kazakhstan is
taking measures to increase the turnover.

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Abstract. This article examines the historical aspects of diplomatic
relations and trends in the development of political initiatives between the
Republic of Kazakhstan and the state of Japan. When the Soviet Union
collapsed and the countries of Central Asia achieved sovereignty, the
Japanese state initiated important political initiatives to establish political
and economic ties. For example, one can cite the example of the major
political program “regional diplomacy of the Silk Road” “Central Asia +
Japan”, the main initiatives aimed at turning Central Asia, Afghanistan and
Southwest Asia into a “corridor of peace and stability”.

The main relevance of the article is that the main reason for the
interest of the Japanese state in the countries of Central Asia is studied.
In addition, the main aspects of the transformation of political initiatives
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and economic assistance are differentiated. It is analyzed the willingness
of Kazakhstan to raise cooperation with Japan to a new level of strategic
partnership. It is comprehensively considered that Kazakhstan plays a
role as an investment and technology hub for Japanese companies in the
region, and that Kazakhstan is an environment that facilitates the work
of Japanese investors. For Kazakhstan, Japan has a great authority in
promoting technological reforms in the industrial sector based on the policy
of economic diversification.

The research on this topic uses complex theoretical research methods,
methods of comparison, differentiation, generalization, systematization.

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Abstract. This article explores the recent developments in the
ongoing dispute between Guyana and Venezuela which has intensified
as a result of the Venezuelan contention that the Arbitral Award of 1899
about the frontier between then British Guiana and Venezuela is null and
void. The Essequibo region is a disputed territory of 61,650 square miles
(159,500 km?) west of the Essequibo River. It is claimed by both Guyana
and Venezuela, but it has been administered and controlled by Guyana since
the 1899 Paris Arbitral Award. The boundary dispute was inherited from the
colonial powers (Spain in the case of Venezuela, and the Netherlands and
the United Kingdom in the case of Guyana) and has been complicated by
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the independence of Guyana from the United Kingdom in 1966.The author
analyses the impact of this dispute and draws attention to the disregard
of international law and to the infringement of territorial sovereignty and
integrity by one state on another. The purpose of the paper is to chronicle
the facts and circumstances relating to this dispute with the specific intent
of examining why Venezuela engaged in actions contrary to the ICJ ruling
of December 1,2023 and what are some of the possible responses to these
actions taken by the current Venezuelan government.

Introduction

At the current time, Latin American/Caribbean countries are facing
more than a dozen unresolved territorial and boundary disputes. Since the
start of the 21* century, five disputes have resulted in the use of force, and
two others in its deployment. These incidents have involved ten of the
nineteen independent countries of South and Central America. Anglophone
and Dutch Caribbean countries as well as the United States and Canada
also face several unresolved disputes, although these are rarely or never
militarized. In 1995, Ecuador and Peru went to war, resulting in more than
a thousand deaths and injuries and significant economic loss.

Results

The number of country dyads affected by territorial disputes in the
second half of the twentieth century was about the same in Latin America
and the Caribbean, the Middle East, and East and Southeast Asia; only
Africa had a larger number of such conflict dyads. And yet, by international
standards the Americas were comparatively free from interstate war during
the twentieth century [1]. Latin Americans for the most part do not fear
aggression from their neighbors. They do not expect their countries to go to
war with each other and are surprised when interstate violence breaks out
at the border (1).

In examining the Latin American and Caribbean region, it is clear that
it is marked by the following characteristics:

- Territorial, boundary, and other disputes endure.

- Interstate conflict over boundaries is relatively frequent.

- Disputes sometimes escalate to military conflict because states
recurrently employ low levels of force to shape aspects of bilateral relations.

- Such escalation rarely reaches full-scale war.

- Interstate war is infrequent indeed.

In this third decade of the 21* century the following countries in Latin
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America and the Caribbean are engaged militarized disputes:

- Guatemala and Belize

- Guyana and Suriname

- Venezuela and Guyana

- Venezuela and Trinidad-Tobago

- Venezuela and Colombia

- Nicaragua and Colombia

- Nicaragua and Costa Rica

- Nicaragua and El Salvador

- Nicaragua and Honduras

- Honduras and El Salvador

- Honduras and Guatemala

Discussion

While there have been many reasons to explain what could have
fostered these militarized border and territorial disputes, in the case of
the Venezuela/ Guyana dispute it is known that during Venezuela’s 1982
presidential election campaign, the party in control of the presidency took
advantage of the expiration of the Protocol of Port of Spain that had “frozen”
Venezuela’s dispute with Guyana to refurbish its nationalist credentials (2).
Over the years ,most Venezuelan democratic governments did not resort to
that strategy in their relations with Guyana and as Guyana democratized in
the early 1990s, it sought to draw nearer to Venezuela. The intensification of
the Venezuela-Guyana dispute in the late 1990s and today in 2023 seems
to be as a result of domestic politics in Venezuela. Undoubtedly, from the
Venezuelan side, domestic politics has been one of the main motivations
for this long-lingering militarized dispute behavior and this particular
conflict has typically lingered because there is domestic political support
for continuing to contest the disputed territory [2].

Consequently, the Venezuelan  government has authorized such
actions to update their nationalist credentials, help their party in a difficult
national election scheduled for 2024, placate officers in the armed forces, and
rally popular support when they have lost it for other reasons. Militarizing
disputes can be a cost-effective means of communicating international
resolve and gaining support at home

Background to the Guyana/Venezuela dispute: A chronological
journey: 1899-1990

The border dispute between Guyana and Venezuela has a long and
complex history. The dispute dates back to 1899 when an international
tribunal handed down an arbitral award that found that the Essequibo
region lies on British Guiana’s side of the border with Venezuela (3). (It
must be recalled that Guyana only achieved its political independence from
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the United Kingdom in 1966. Prior to that, Guyana was known as British
Guiana.) However, the Venezuelan government has since claimed that the
award is null and void, and the dispute has continued to this day with the
Venezuelan government actually making a direct move to annex the entire
the Essequibo Region in December 2023.

The disputed area between the two States lies roughly between the
Orinoco and the Essequibo Rivers. Venezuela lays claim to this territory as
successor to the Spanish Empire, from which it declared independence in
1810, on the basis that the Spanish established sovereignty in the late-16th
century by discovering, settling and exercising political control over the
region. The British, on the other hand, claim to have acquired the territory
from the Dutch by a formal cession under the terms of the Anglo-Dutch
Treaty of 1814. According to the British, Dutch subjects had settled in the
area in 1616 and continued trading on the Essequibo and other rivers in the
vicinity in the following decades. Dutch sovereignty over these settlements
was recognized by Spain in 1648 when, as part of the Peace of Westphalia,
the Spanish and Dutch signed the Peace of Miinster to end the Eighty Years
War between them. Under Article 5 of the Peace of Miinster, Spain agreed
that the Dutch would retain all of the ‘lordships, cities, castles, fortresses,
trades and lands in the... West Indies’ under their possession at that time, but
the treaty did not specify the boundary dividing their respective possessions
in the region [3].

From the 1650s onwards, the Dutch expanded their settlements and
trading activities in the area, and the Dutch West India Company controlled
the coast between the Essequibo and Orinoco rivers. The British seized
the Dutch settlements in 1803, and in 1814 the Dutch formally ceded to
them the colonies of Essequibo, Demerara and Berbice, though, again,
the boundaries of these colonies remained undefined. In 1831, the British
consolidated these settlements as British Guiana (4).

In 1840, Britain commissioned a German surveyor, Robert
Schomburgk, who had previously explored the area, to delineate the
boundaries of British Guiana (the ‘Schomburgk Line’). Venezuela disputed
Schomburgk’s line, and in 1850 the parties agreed not to occupy the disputed
area. Despite this, in the late 19th century, British citizens settled in the
area, prompting renewed protests by the Venezuelan government, which
later broke off diplomatic relations and sought assistance from the United
States. In 1897, the parties agreed to submit the dispute to arbitration. A
tribunal was constituted with two British members, two Americans, and the
Russian jurist Fiodor de Martens as president. The tribunal sat in Paris and,
during the proceedings, Venezuela was represented by American counsel.
The tribunal issued a short, unanimous award in 1899, offering merely a
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description of the course of the boundary line, without giving any reasons
for the decision. The award granted Britain almost 90% of the disputed
territory, but assigned to Venezuela a valuable portion at the mouth of the
Orinoco River. Under Article XIII of the Treaty of Arbitration, the parties
had agreed to consider the result of the arbitration as ‘a full, perfect, and
final settlement’ of the issue, and Venezuela did not protest the award after it
was delivered. The border was subsequently fixed by the Anglo-Venezuelan
Boundary Commission in 1905.

Claims of impropriety and the Geneva Agreement

On 8 February 1944, Severo Mallet-Prevost, a junior lawyer in the
Venezuelan legal team before the Paris Tribunal, wrote a letter which was
posthumously published in the American Journal of International Law in
1949 ((1949) 43 AJIL 523). The letter contained allegations of impropriety
by the tribunal, claiming that the award was the result of a secret deal
between the president of the tribunal and the British arbitrators. In 1962,
Venezuela declared that it would no longer abide by the 1899 Award on the
basis that it was null and void. It claimed that the decision had not been based
on a fair arbitral process, but was the result of a political deal made behind
Venezuela’s back. The claim was communicated in writing to the UK and
was also made, publicly, in the UNGA. The two States held talks and in 1966
signed an agreement to resolve the controversy (the ‘Geneva Agreement’).
Article I of the Geneva Agreement provided for the establishment of a mixed
commission, tasked with seeking ‘satisfactory solutions for the practical
arrangement’ of the dispute. Furthermore, pursuant to Article IV, in the
event that the mixed commission failed to reach a solution after four years,
the parties would be required to select one the means of peaceful dispute
settlement in Article 33 of the Charter to resolve the conflict. In accordance
with Article VIII of the Agreement, Guyana became a party to the treaty
when it gained independence in 1966.

The mixed commission referred to in Article I of the Geneva
Agreement was established in 1966 and, after holding 16 sessions, its term
expired in 1970 without a resolution to the dispute. In that same year, the
parties agreed the Protocol of Port-of-Spain, which suspended the operation
of Article IV of the Agreement for 12 years. The Protocol expired at the end
of its term in 1982, after Venezuela decided not to renew the agreement. For
almost eight years, the matter remained silent until the beginning of 1990.

In 1990, in accordance with Article IV (2) of the Geneva Agreement,
the parties sought the Good Offices of the UN Secretary General in an effort
to move the dispute forward (5). In 2016, the UNSG announced that absent
significant progress towards a solution of the controversy by the end of
2017, and unless both parties jointly request that he refrain from doing so,

he would choose the International Court of Justice (ICJ) as the next means
of settlement. As noted, after a series of unsuccessful meetings between the
parties, the UNSG announced his decision to submit the dispute to the ICJ
in January 2018 [4].

In 2018, Guyana filed an application against Venezuela before the
International Court of Justice (ICJ) concerning the two states’ long-standing
dispute over the Essequibo region. The ICJ’s decision, it was thought could
be the final act in this dispute that has divided the neighboring countries for
nearly 125 years. The dispute included both procedural and substantive
elements. Procedurally, the parties disagreed as to whether the ICJ has
jurisdiction to hear the dispute. . As for the substantive aspect of the dispute,
the parties disagreed as to the alleged nullity and invalidity of the arbitral
award handed down in 1899.

Though the court had accepted the case it made little headway with
Maduro, who ironically is facing an ICJ probe for crimes against humanity
and refuses to recognize the court’s jurisdiction. Since 2015 Maduro has
regularly vowed to reconquer the commodity-rich Essequibo. Caracas
frequently deploys ground forces to the border with Guyana and conducts
military exercises in the region. In early 2018, Brazil’s military revealed it
had discovered plans for Venezuela’s invasion of Guyana, which would see
Caracas use force to annex the Essequibo. Brazil’s then-President Michel
Temer pledged to defend Guyana if Venezuela invaded, but it is difficult
to see if Brasilia could deploy sufficient forces in a timely manner to repel
Venezuela’s attack (6).

The United Nations’ highest court (The ICJ) ruled in December 2020
that it will intervene to settle the dispute and by November 2022, the ICJ
concluded its preliminary hearing on the objections raised by Venezuela,
where Caracas argued that Guyana’s case should be dismissed.

As indicated previously, this dispute includes both substantive and
procedural elements. Substantively, this is not a straightforward territorial
dispute. Venezuela claims nearly 62,000 square miles or roughly three-
quarters of Guyana’s territory, including territorial waters containing the
Stabroek Block (7) Despite attempts by international bodies to resolve the
dispute, including the ICJ, tensions continued to escalate with Venezuela’s
recent saber-rattling [5].

The Current Position: 2023 and Beyond

Caracas’ territorial claim on Guyana flared in intensity after Exxon’s
swathe of more than 30 world-class oil discoveries in Guyana’s offshore
Stabroek Block. A significant portion of that block lies in the territorial
waters of the region disputed by Venezuela. Exxon’s discoveries have found
over 11 billion barrels of recoverable oil resources and catapulted Guyana
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on the path to becoming a leading regional oil producer and exporter. By the
end of January 2023, Guyana was pumping 393,000 barrels of oil per day,
all of which was coming from the Exxon operating Stabroek Block. That
has transformed the former British colony into the sixth largest petroleum
producer in Latin America and the Caribbean, with output forecast to exceed
one million barrels daily by 2027, which will make Guyana the third largest
oil producer in the region.

The Stabroek Block oil discoveries have transformed Guyana from an
economic backwater into a major global petroleum producer and launched
the impoverished South American country into the economic stratosphere.
Guyana now possesses one of the world’s fastest-growing economies, with
IMF data showing 2022 GDP expanded by a stunning 57.8% and is expected
to grow by another 25% during 2023. Georgetown’s oil revenues are surging
in value. Information from the Bank of Guyana, the country’s central bank,
shows the former British colony earned $1.4 billion from royalties and oil
sales in 2022, which was more than double the $608 million received in
2021. It is anticipated by Guyana’s government and industry analysts that
oil revenue will exceed $1.6 billion during 2023 and climb to over $7.5
billion by the end of the decade.

As aresult, it is easy to understand Maduro’s interest in Essequibo at a
time when Venezuela’s economic crisis has finally bottomed, and Caracas is
desperate to rebuild a shattered oil industry and pump more petroleum. The
intensity of the saber-rattling by Venezuela’s autocratic leader is rising, with
the dispute a handy distraction for Venezuela’s people from the country’s
economic and humanitarian crisis.

Towards the beginning of November, a consultative referendum was
initiated by the government of Nicolas Maduro regarding Venezuela’s claim
of Guyana Essequibo (8). On 19 November, a referendum “rehearsal” was
held in Venezuela. On 29 November, a electoral rehearsal was also organized
for high school students between the ages of 12 and 18. It was announced
that more than 350,000 military personnel would guard the electoral process
nationwide.

In a move to stop the referendum, the Guyanese government took the
matter to the ICJ and on December 1, 2023, the ICJ ruled that while it had
no power to stop the actual referendum, Venezuela must not take any action
to seize the mineral and forest-rich county of Essequibo in Guyana based on
its upcoming December 3 referendum .It stated quite clearly that Venezuela
should “refrain from taking any action which would modify that situation
that currently prevails.”

The referendum took place on 3 December 2023 in Venezuela. The
population of the territory in question was not consulted and did not vote
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as voting only took place within Venezuela. During the referendum on 3
December, low turnout and presence at polling stations were reported. [
According to the National Electoral Council (CNE), turnout was close to
50% and the result was overwhelmingly in support of annexation (90%).
Following the referendum, Venezuela’s president ordered the creation of
a new state called “Guayana Esequiba” on Tuesday December 5, 2023.
Talking to legislators, President Nicolds Maduro showed a “new map” of
Venezuela including the disputed territory and said all residents from the
area would be granted Venezuelan nationality. This of course was a clear
attempt of infringement on Guyana’s territorial integrity and sovereignty
and a scant disregard for international law. He said the map would be
distributed throughout all schools and public buildings in the country.

Maduro also signed a “presidential decree” creating the “High
Commission for the Defense of Guayana Esequiba. The measures announced
include the approval of oil, gas and mining exploration licenses. Maduro
ordered the state oil company PDVSA to create a special department,
“PDVSA-Essequibo,” to manage the activities in the region which are to
start immediately. The president also asked legislators to draw up a law
banning the hiring of any companies that have worked with Guyana in
areas of disputed water and giving companies currently in the region three
months to leave the area. This threat was seen as an attempt against the
political independence of Guyana. The measures also included a census
among residents of that territory in order to facilitate the attribution of the
Venezuelan nationality.

Response by Guyana

In response to the actions by President Maduro following the
referendum, Guyanese President Irfaan Ali called the Venezuelan moves
“an imminent threat” and a “desperate attempt.” He also indicated that
Guyana was engaging with international allies, including the US, in “defense
cooperation,” noting a “very elaborate cooperation pact” between the two
countries. The Guyanese government has also received the full support of the
multilateral institutions such as the Caribbean Community, (CARICOM)
the Organization of American States (OAS), and the Commonwealth of
Nations [6].

Vice President of Guyana Dr Bharat Jagdeo has stated that he does
not know if the Venezuelan authorities are miscalculating based on what
happened in Crimea and other places, but it would be a grave miscalculation
on their part. According to Jagdeo, “We can’t just think that this is internal
politics (in Venezuela) without taking all possible measures to protect our
country, including working with others,” he added, citing a visit in early
December by US military officials to discuss ongoing joint training exercises
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9).

Brazilian President Luiz Inacio Lula da Silva has also given Guyana
the assurance that Brazil stands strongly with Guyana and that they would
not seek any reckless behavior by Venezuela. Brazil in recent days moved
troops along a border that it shares with the Essequibo region in a defensive
measure.

What’s Next?

If Venezuela launched a military assault to annex the Essequibo, there
is very little that Guyana could do to repel such an event.  This will also
mean not adhering to the ruling of the International Court of Justice (ICJ) of
December 1, 2023 that Venezuela must not take any decision that modifies
Guyana’s control over the Essequibo region (10).

Venezuela’s military apparatus outnumbers the Guyana Defense
Force by at least a whopping 100 to 1 in personnel while Caracas possesses
modern fighters and naval craft to which Guyana has no viable response
(11) Maduro’s close ties with the Kremlin means Venezuela has received
extensive military aid from Russia, including modern weapons systems,
such as small arms, tanks and fighter bomber aircraft, and training by
Russian advisers. While Russia promised in 2022 that military aid to
Venezuela will not be used against Colombia, no such assurances have been
made regarding Guyana. The overarching consensus is that without U.S.
intervention, a Venezuelan invasion of the Essequibo will be successful.

The risks of the border dispute boiling over and exploding into conflict
are very real. Heightened tensions between Caracas and Washington over
sanctions and U.S. Department of Justice indictments against Maduro, as
well as members of his government, increase the risk of conflict erupting.
Maduro also uses the dispute as a means of distracting Venezuelans from
the suffering they are enduring because of his policies, with the dispute one
of the only points on which he and Venezuela’s opposition agree. Putin’s
invasion of Ukraine, despite the international outcry, has emboldened
authoritarian illiberal rulers like Maduro to see the application of force as a
viable tool to achieve their goals.

In the meantime, the U.S. is putting on a show of force in the skies
above Guyana, as the Biden administration said it was standing with the
country amid growing fears that Venezuela was about to launch an invasion.
Venezuelan president Nicolds Maduro raised the stakes on December 6,
2023 by ordering maps to be withdrawn and telling state companies to
exploit contested oil and mineral deposits [7].

The U.S. on December 7.2023 announced joint military drills with
Guyana as tensions mount with its South American neighbor to the west,
Venezuela [8]. The exercise, billed as U.S. Southern Command (SouthCom)
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flight operations within Guyana, “builds upon routine engagement and
operations to enhance security partnership between the United States and
Guyana, and to strengthen regional cooperation,” the U.S. Embassy in
Guyana said in a statement. “In addition to this exercise, USSOUTHCOM
will continue its collaboration with the [Guyana Defense Forces] GDF in the
areas of disaster preparedness, aerial and maritime security, and countering
transnational criminal organizations.”

Conclusion

Writing for Foreign Policy last year, ahead of the announcement of
the referendum, Paul J. Angelo of the Council on Foreign Relations and
Wazim Mowla, the assistant director for the Caribbean Initiative at the
Atlantic Council’s Adrienne Arsht Latin America Center, called the border
dispute a “powder keg,” arguing that Russian President Vladmir Putin’s
“defiance of international norms” with the invasion of Ukraine “could give
new wings to Maduro’s territorial ambitions” (12)

As domestic pressure will likely increase on Maduro to act on the
results of the referendum, especially in the lead-up to the presidential
election next year, Maduro might be tempted to provoke skirmishes along
the border. The belligerence is on both sides of the border, and since neither
of them can afford to back down, that is where you get into the slightly
dangerous territory of potential military clashes.

Campins. He was the President of Venezuela from 1979 to 1984. COPEI, also
referred to as the Social Christian Party (Spanish: Partido Socialcristiano)
or Green Party (Spanish: Partido Verde), is a Christian democratic party
in Venezuela. The acronym stands for Comité de Organizacion Politica
Electoral Independiente (English: Independent Political Electoral
Organization Committee), but this provisional full name has fallen out of
use.

(3) Essequibo, also known as Guayana Esequiba or Esequibo, is the
disputed territory of 159,500 km? (61,600sq. miles) west of the Essequibo
River that is administered and controlled by Guyana but claimed by
Venezuela. The area has long been the subject of disputed boundaries
between Venezuela and the colony of British Guyana and continued by
Guyana after independence. Essequibo is larger than Greece and rich in
minerals.

(4) From the end of the 15th century until the 20th century the
European nations of Spain, France, Holland and Great Britain rivalled each
other for territory in the Caribbean region, with several countries having
one of these colonial powers as their rulers at a particular point in history.

(5) The Good Offices of the United Nations Secretary-General
(UNSG) refer to the steps taken publicly and in private, drawing upon their
independence, impartiality, and integrity, to prevent international disputes
from arising, escalating, or spreading. The UNSG is responsible for using
their good offices to prevent and limit conflict as part of their role as a
diplomat and advocate, civil servant and CEO, and spokesperson for the
interests of the world’s peoples, in particular the poor and vulnerable among
theml1. The Secretary-General is also empowered to bring to the attention
of the Security Council any matter which in their opinion may threaten the
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maintenance of international peace and security. The Secretary-General’s
role is defined by the Charter of the United Nations, which describes the
Secretary-General as the “chief administrative officer” of the Organization,
who shall act in that capacity and perform “such other functions as are
entrusted” to them by the Security Council, General Assembly, Economic
and Social Council, and other United Nations organs.

(7) The Starbroek Block is an offshore oil and gas block in Guyana,
located off the Atlantic coast. It is a 6.6-million-acre reservoir that contains
multiple prospects and play types representing additional multibillion barrel
unrisked exploration potentiall. The block is operated by ExxonMobil
Corporation (45%) and co-owned by Hess Corporation (30%) and CNOOC
International (25%)1. The block has been the site of several significant oil
discoveries, including the Liza 1 well, which was announced in May 20151.
In July 2018, ExxonMobil raised its estimate of discovered recoverable
resources in the Stabroek Block to 4 billion barrels of oill. As of April 2022,
the estimated recoverable resource for the Stabroek Block has increased to
nearly 11 billion oil-equivalent barrels.

(8) On December 3, 2023, a referendum was held in Venezuela
regarding the country’s claim to the disputed territory of Guayana Esequiba,
which is currently controlled by neighboring Guyana 1. The referendum
consisted of five questions, including whether to reject the 1899 Paris
Arbitration Award, which seeks to deprive Venezuela of its Guayana
Esequiba, and whether to support the 1966 Geneva Agreement as the
only valid legal instrument to reach a practical and satisfactory solution
for Venezuela and Guyana regarding the controversy over the territory of
Guayana Esequiba. The referendum also asked whether to oppose Guyana’s
claim to unilaterally dispose of a sea pending delimitation, illegally and in
violation of international law, and whether to agree with the creation of the
Guayana Esequiba state and the development of an accelerated plan for
comprehensive care for the current and future population of that territory,
which includes, among others, the granting of citizenship and identity card

(10)The International Court of Justice (ICJ) ruled on December
1,2023 that Venezuela must not take any decision that modified Guyana’s
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control over the Essequibo region. This was in relation to its planned
referendum on Sunday December 3,2023 where one of its questions was
tantamount to the annexation of Guyana’s Essequibo county. The court
said that the decision has a binding effect on the parties and creates a legal
obligation. The session was held under the presidency of Judge Joan E.
Donoghue, President of the Court who delivered the order in the Hague,
Netherlands. The court also said that neither Venezuela nor Guyana should
take any measure to aggravate conditions related to the 1899 arbitral award
case currently before the court.

(11) Guyana has a small military force, with an estimated 3,800 active
personnel. The country’s defense budget is also relatively small, at around
$30 million per year. In contrast, Venezuela has a much larger military, with
an estimated 123,000 active personnel and a defense budget of around $2.3
billion per year.

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Abstract. The article discusses the development of relations between
Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan, the impact of Uzbekistan’s foreign policy
changes on Central Asian cooperation, and assesses the prospects for the
development of regional cooperation in Central Asia. The foreign policy
initiatives of the President of Uzbekistan Sh. Mirziyoyev were discussed,
the prospects for the development of Kazakh-Uzbek relations were
analyzed. The opinions of domestic, foreign and Central Asian researchers
on Central Asian cooperation and Uzbekistan’s foreign policy changes
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were also analyzed and compared. New approaches to cooperation between
Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan were discussed, and the impact of new foreign
policy initiatives of Uzbek President Shavkat Mirziyoyev on Central Asian
cooperation was discussed. The author in the article described the level
of development of Central Asian cooperation in this period, analyzing
the changes in the foreign policy of the President of Uzbekistan Sh.
Mirziyoyev since his coming to power and comparing the policies of the
First President of Uzbekistan Islam Karimov and current President Shavkat
Mirziyoyev. The author believes that the main regional initiatives in
Central Asia originate from Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan, therefore Kazakh-
Uzbek relations are important for the development of the region. In the
article, the author expertly assessed the changes that have occurred in the
foreign policy of the President of Uzbekistan Sh. Since coming to power,
Mirziyoyev compared the policies of the First President of Uzbekistan, Islam
Karimov, and current President Shavkat Mirziyoyev, describing the level of
development of Central Asian cooperation during this period. It can be said
that the article is of practical importance for researchers of the evolution
of Kazakh-Uzbek relations in the future. A comparison of Karimov’s and
Mirziyoyev’s policies revealed the evolution of development and changes
in Uzbekistan’s foreign policy. The study used the method of comparative
analysis and expert interviews. The author believes that the main regional
initiatives in Central Asia come from Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan, therefore
Kazakh-Uzbek relations are important for the development of the region.
The study can serve as an example in studying not only Kazakh-Uzbek
relations, but also regional relations in the future and the role of regional
leaders. The significance of the research results and the applied methods lies
in the possibility of using the research results to solve practical problems.
